Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On receipt of intelligence, regarding the assembly of a large body of Maoists, including top most cadres, in the general area
of Jodambo, in PS Chitrakonda of Distt Malkangiri, Odisha, an op was launched, on 16 May 18. One of the Greyhounds
teams had a fruitless encounter with the Maoists, on 17 May 18, at 0700 h.

Fresh troops were inserted, by helicopter, at Kuntar Padar Post of Odisha Police, on 17 May 18. Greyhounds Special Assault
Team landed at this post at 1730 h and was directed to lay an ambush, on a mountainous track, leading to vill Jodambo. This
ultra small team (comprising of only 21 personnel) moved cross country, covering 7 km in a short span of time and reached a
nullah, adjacent to the track, and laid ambush from a spur. Around 2110 h, enemy movement was noticed, but a dog
accompanying the Maoists started barking. The Maoists, who were at a dominating slope, threw stones down the valley and
scoured the area with torches, but the Special Assault Team did not respond and lay motionless. The enemy decided to
retreat, but the Special Assault Team showed immense patience and fortitude and continued to remain in ambush.

A few hours later, on 18 May 18, at 0115 h, the Special Assault Team observed movement of some armed enemy cadres,
coming down the slope, in a line formation. Even as the enemy was some distance away, at a dominating height, the satphone
of the Greyhounds personnel, unexpectedly, made a static sound, while acquiring satellite signal. Immediately, the Maoists
rained a fusillade of bullets, down slope, towards the Greyhounds, pinning the personnel.

Despite the disadvantage of being down slope, Junior Commando 3387 K Hari Krishna and Assistant Assault Commander
7243 G Girish Kumar charged up the slope, towards the Maoists, firing at them, despite having no cover or terrain advantage.
The enemy, inspite of its larger numbers and advantage of being at a dominating height, was taken aback by the intensity of
the assault and retreated after a firefight of 15 minutes.

Due to the 'no moon' phase, at that time, the Greyhounds were not able to ascertain as to whether the enemy retreated using
the track or elsewhere. The area was, immediately, searched and the body of a dead Maoist wasrecovered, along with one
7.62 SLR (with 3 magazines and 18 rounds), one 303 rifle, one Cabela Covenant Tactical Rifle Scope (US make) Maoist
literature and kit bags.

The deceased Maoist was later identified as a very important senior cadre, Area Committee Member Sandeep (hailing from
Distt Sukma of Chhattisgarh), who was incharge of Central Committee Member Ramakrishna's protection squad.

This perhaps was the first encounter in the farthest part of the cut off area, of Andhra Odisha Border, which is the enemy's
citadel, and the first one to have happened on a pitch dark night.

Junior Commando 3387 K Hari Krishna and Assistant Assault Commander G Girish Kumar, who were at the vanguard of the
ambush, showed not only outstanding presence of mind and initiative but displayed most conspicuous courage, charging
towards the enemy, up slope, without any cover and without caring for their safety and lives.
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In this operation S/Shri Gongati Girish Kumar, Assistant Assault Commander and Kudupudi Hari Krishna, Junior
Commando displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Acting on a verified secret information that Manish Singh, a very shrewd and long wanted gang leader of an interstate gang
of gold robbers, accused of several criminal cases of loot of gold from gold loan agencies and brutal murders in different
states of India, was camping in one Karu Singh and Bachu Singh alias Danger's abode in Bahlolpur Diyara under Mahnar
P.S.(Vaishali) with his gangsters, armed with sophisticated weapons and ammunitions. After secret observation by Insp. B.K
Medhavi, Sub- Inspector Dhanraj Kumar and JC Uttam Kumar, a Police Raiding Team of STF under leadership of
Inspector Birendra Kr. Medhavi arrived the targeted village at about 1.30 hrs. in night of 15.03.2019 and after organising two
strike Teams, one led by Inspector Medhavi, including SI Dhanraj Kumar, JC 949 Uttam Kumar and other commandos and
another led by Inspector Pradeep Kumar including Senior Commando 392 Dharmendra Kumar and other Commandos, the
Strike Teams and other Cordoning teams were deputed on all directions with a brief to advance tactically towards the targeted
camp of criminals. Officer in charge, local Mahnar P.S was informed properly.

As reported, 6[six] criminals on 2[two] motorcycles armed with sophisticated firearms arrived Bachu Singh alias Danger's
hut at about 07.00 hrs. All of a sudden they caught sight of some Commandos and began to enquire about them. As the
Commandos disclosed their identity and asked them to surrender, they turned abusive and began to discharge a fussily of
bullets incessantly. Escaping narrowly from their violent gun attacks, Inspector Medhavi directed the members of raiding
team to take a safe cover position and asked the attackers to surrender. In reply, the aggressive outlaws armed with AK- 47
rifles, regular revolvers and pistols, threatened to destroy the Raiding Police party completely if they did not go back
immediately. With this desperate threat they intensified their firings to a horrific scale. Some bullets whizzed past the bodies
of Inspector Medhavi and SI Dhanraj Kumar who were facing the aggressive criminals from the front. Conceiving the
situation very alarming the leader ordered Inspector Pradeep Kumar to take a movement tactically towards the criminals from
east direction of the camp taking the cover of his intermittent firing. For half an hour, he with his subordinate police officers
and men, guarding themselves against immediate and extremely violent fire of criminal which were coming directly towards
them, managed to engage the offenders by their aimed and controlled fire. Exemplary courage, dogged determination,
planned placing of police officers covering the criminals from all sides and their well co-ordinated movement forced the
perpetrators into defensive Sensing that they are being cornered, 2(two) gangsters on a motorcycle, fully armed with firearms,
tried to break police siege and escape, but the presence of fully alert police officers on every escape out, forced them to
withdraw. In sheer desperation they resumed firing more aggressively than before.The lives of police personnel and govt,
arms and ammunitions were on dangerous ground. In retaliation the counterattack launched by the leader of the police party,
Inspector Medhavi, SI Dhanraj Kumar and their subordinates hit both the extremely violent criminals and they fell to the
ground, even then continued to discharge till their silence. Both the deceased were identified as Manish Singh of
Raghopur(Vaishali) and Abdul Imam alias Rajkumar of Muzaffarpur. One AK-47 Rifle and One Regular pistol were found
close to their deadbodies.

One of the criminals, launching frontal bullets attacks on confronting police party from the east of their camp, succumbed to
bullet injury in counterattack made by Inspector Pradeep Kumar. One AK-47 Rifle was found lying close to his hand. He was
identified as Abdul Aman alias Tiwary, resident of Samastipur, an active member of Gold robbers gang.

3(three) armed criminals on a motorcycle, attempting to manage their escape under the cover of their heavy firings, were
intercepted firmly and engaged. This forceful gallant act of the police party forced the desperate criminals to surrender with

their arms. One regular revolver with 2 live cartridges of .38 in its chamber and one mobile of MI and other articles were
recovered from one of the criminals, Mukesh Singh's possession. Two other arrested criminals were identified as Vinod Kr.
Singh and Bachu Sah alias Danger.

Despite hot chase, other 3 unknown criminals succeeded to escape under the cover of shower of bullets. Confessional
statement of Mukesh Singh disclosed that the deceased, Manish Singh, the mastermind of gold robbery, was strategist par
excellence architect of robberies of gold in different states. He and his group had looted about 200 Kgs.of geld from different
gold loan agencies in different states. He had acquired a big volume of sophisticated arms and ammunitions. He had
developed a wide network of agents to dispose the looted gold.

In this operation S/Shri Birendra Kumar Medhavi, Inspector, Pradeep Kumar, Inspector, Dhanraj Kumar, Sub-Insector,
Uttam Kumar, Constable and Dharmendra Kumar, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty
of a higher order.

On the input of large gathering of Naxals in PS- Bijapur area of village Goma, Korma, Mankeli, Bodla, Pusnar one operation
was launched consisting of multiple parties starting from Police line. One party each of DEF and STF Bijapur was sent from
village Mankeli side to cover this area.

Party started its move from village Pamalwaya in the evening of 10th November 2017. On 12.11.2017 at around 12:30 hrs
just before village Goma-Mankerli area. Naxals who were waiting in ambush started heavy fire automatic & semiautomatic
weapons on the small party consisting of DEF and STF. In retaliation our party also fired and an exchange of fire took place.
Sub Inspector Santosh Hemla were leading the party during operation. When the party was attacked by Naxals Sub Inspector
Santosh Hernla showed a great presence of mind, great leadership, superb operational sense, extra ordinary courage, bravery
and conspicuous gallant action. While leading the operation from front his reaction to Naxal’s ambush not only saved the life
of his men but also foiled the Naxal attack and played a key role in killing of Naxals and recovered Dead bodies of three
hardcore Naxals namely 1.

On 23.06.2017 joint operation was launched in Core maoist area of Sukma from Camps Kankerlanka. Burkapal and
Chintagufa 154 DRG and STF troops moved from Kankerlanka under leadership of CC Omprakash Sen STF and
Inspector Ajay Sonkar (DRF). Cobra 201 troops along with component of Bijapur police (under Inspector Abdul Sameer}
moved from Burkapal camp. After proper operational briefing, parties marched towards target area of Badekedwal and
Tondamarka around 18.00 in evening.

After search of Badekedwal by STF-DRG party, all groups moved towards further target points in the morning. Suddenly.
Maoists who were hiding nearby approximately 100-150 uniformed and armed Male/Female Maoists fired on police parties
in Tondamarka and Dhurma forest with intention to kill the police force and loot their weapons. Showing alertness of mind
all party commanders Inspector Ajay Sonker and CC Omprakash Sen instructed their party to inmmediately take position and
communicated on wireless set with each other to move around right and left flank and cordon the naxals. Police party told
naxals to stop fire and surrender before the police party but they continued to fire indiscriminately. For self defence police
parties also reacted and opened retaliatory lire. Sensing quick and aggressive reaction of police and finding themselves
cornered. Maoists ran away carrying their injured and dead taking cover of jungles. During this fierce exchange of fire
05 security personnel of STF Ninja-09 C/3571 Silaram markam. C/1111 Soyam Tammaiya. C93104 manbodh Behra C/869
Sodhi Rama and C/346 Kuhram Deva got by hit bullet from Maoists. By Satellite phone immediately SP Sukma was
informed about the situation and for sending helicopter to take out injured jawans for treatment. Helicopter landed down on
Tondamarka village and all injured jawans were sent for treatment.

Later all party commanders gathered and planned to go Burkapal Police camp. In this time Cobra-Special Team Bijapur
Approached to this side and move to position. All commanders leading their parties marched parallely toward Burkapal
camp.

While parties were proceeding ahead as soon as team reached in the midst of Dhurma Forest approximately 2.5 km away
from Tondamarka about 15.30 hours, the hiding uniformed armed Male/Female Maoists in their premeditated attack
suddenly opened heavy fire upon the police parties. Police party. also retaliated with fire in self defense seeing no other
alternative. During fierce exchange of fire that took place from both sides all police personnel without bothering about their
lives fight bravely and kept firing on Maoists courageously. During the exchange of fire, 3 DRG jawans namely C/ 237
Kattam Ramkumar, AC/624, Sunnam manish and AC/955 Rajcsh komra got by bullet from Maoistsnd Succumbed to serious
injury and got martyred. They thoroughly fought against Maoist tried to surround them but Maoists realiazing increased the
pressure ol police party escaped. During search in many places heavy blood stains/drop. of dead/injured Maoists were
noticed. After the encounter one uniformed naxal dead body, one automatic 7.62 mm. SLR Rifle. two Magazine and many
naxal items recovered from the place.

Inspector Shri Raman Usendi and ASI Shri Ramesh Sori posted as Inspector in Narayanpur district and he lead so many anti-
naxal operation of police party in Narayanpur District and inter District operation in Bastar Range in which so many Maoist
were killed and recovered many automatic weapons, huge amount of explosive, literature daily use item. District Narayanpur
is extremely affected area by naxalites but in spite of that he achieved success to keep peace and integrity in this area.

In this sequence inputs coming from various sources about presence of Maoist at village Becha and they were planning to
attack the police party, loot the weapon and pressuring the villager to do the work in their favours. For verification of above
inputs on date 21.02.2017 DRG team under leadership of Inspector Raman Usendi moved towards village Becha police camp
Barsur Dist. Narayanpur on date 21.02.2017 around 12:30 PM joint party of DRG team divided into two parts, one party lead
by Inspector Raman Usendi and second party lead by then AS1 Ramesh sori after that they were moving towards west
direction jungle of village Killam for searching. At the forest of Killam the armed cadre of banned CPI Maoist started firing
with automatic weapon altogether over - police team with motive to kill and loot the weapon. Inspector Raman Usendi with
his professional acumen took quick action and instructed to surround Maoist from all direction, the police party asked naxals
to surrender again and again which they ignored and continued firing, then with no option left, the police team started firing
in self defense. Inspector Raman Usendi and then ASI Ramesh sori took cordon incident place with there team started firing.

A Special Cell team under the supervision of Sh. Sanjeev Yadav, DCP/Spl. Cell was specially tasked to target the recently
emerged and most dreaded ‘KRANTI GANG’ of Delhi/NCR region; and bring halt to their menaces.

Incessant arduous efforts of months finally brought another ray of hope on intervening night of
08/09.06.2018, when specific information was received regarding movement of 5-6 of the gang members in the area of
PS Fatehpur Beri, Delhi. The information looked cent percent credible and was hence immediately relayed to senior officers
and a discrete line-of-actiom was chalked out by Sh. Sanjeev Kumar Yadav, DCP/Spl. Cell, who also laid down a snare at the
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place of information after discreet analysis of topography of the area. Finally, at around 1250 hrs. a white Ford Endeavour,
followed by an i-20 car, corresponding to the information, were spotted by the lead vehicle of the team. The lead was
instantly shared with all raiding team members and target vehicles were blocked near 45 SNS Villa/farm house. Police
warned the occupants of the car to come out of their vehicles and surrender, but the Endeavour car driver dangerously took a
sharp turn in a bid to escape the police dragnet, though with a futile attempt, due to the blockade created by the chasing police
party from other directions and also due to their own following i-20 car. Finding no way of escaping, dreaded criminals in the
vehicle fired indiscriminately at police party and severely injured six policemen with gunshot injuries. The police party also
retaliated in self-defence in which 5 criminals received gunshot injuries namely 1. Rajesh @ Bharti s/o Balwan Singh
s/o Vill. Kandela, Distt. Jind, Haryana 2. Sanjeet @ Surjeet @ Vidroh s/oJaipal r/o Vill. Bahu Akbarpur Distt. Rohtak
Haryana 3. Umesh @ Don s/o Raj Kumar r/o Vill. Kankrola, Gurugram, Haryana 4.Viresh Rana @ Vikku s/o Virender
r/o Vill. Ghewra, Kanjhawala, Delhi, and 5. Kapil s/o Baru Ram r/o Village Sivah, Jind, Haryana. Unfortunately, the driver
of Endeavour car managed to slip away by firing at police party. The injured criminals and police personnel were rushed to
All MS Trauma Centre while injured HC Girdhar was rushed to Fortis Vasant Kunj. Four of the injured criminals namely
L.Rajesh @ Bharti 2.Sanjeet @ Surjeet @ Vidroh 3. Umesh @ Don and 4. Viresh Rana @ Vikku succumbed to the gunshot
injuries, while the 5th criminal namely Kapil, survived. A case vide FIR No. 206/18 u/s’186/332/333/353/307/482/212 / 34
IPC & 25/27/30 Arms Act was got registered at PS FatehpurBeri, Delhi. Total six sophisticated weapons with 31 live
cartridges of different calibers and several fired shells were recovered. One Ford Endeavour car No.FIR 959,one Flyundai
i-20 car No.DL3CD-1039 &several other exhibits were recovered.

The above mentioned team members have risked their lives and continuously exhibited exemplary courage, bravery and
motivation in above operation to neutralize the wanted/ rewarded desperate criminals. The brave action of Delhi Police won
applause not only from the highest ranks of Police of different states but also from the media and public at large. They have
set an example of gallant act & dedication towards their duty.

In this operation S/Shri Sanjeev Kumar Yadav, Deputy Commissioner of Police, Prabhat Kumar Pankaj, Inspector, Pankaj
Kumar, Inspector, Krishan Kumar, Sub-Inspector, Neeraj Kumar Sharma, Sub-Inspector, Girdhar Singh Gurjer,
Head Constable and Gurdeep Singh, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher
order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On the basis of a specific information regarding the movement of one Yusuf Khan, a suspected terrorist belonging to ISIS, a
banned terrorist organization, who had prepared many IEDs including suicide vests & belts and ready for Lone-Wolf attack
in some heavy footfall area in Delhi, a trap was laid around Dhaula Kuan by the team of Special Cell on 21.08.2020. A team
component led by Sh. Pramod Singh Kushwah DCP/Spl. Cell and having Sh. Hridaya Bhushan ACP/NDR, SI Sandesh. K
and ASI Bhupender, positioned in a govt, vehicle, being driven by ASI Bhupender at Vandematram road towards Karol
Bagh, spotted the suspect riding a motorcycle at about 22:45 hours and immediately started chasing him. After a brief chase,
ASI Bhupender swiftly and skilfully intercepted the alleged motorcycle on the Vandematram Marg (Dhaula Kuan to Karol
Bagh) making the rider fell down. DCP Pramod Singh Kushwah and ACP Hridaya Bhushan, in a loud voice, identified
themselves and asked him to surrender. However, Yusuf Khan, who by that time had swiftly stood up and regained his
control whipped out a pistol and started firing towards them, while simultaneously trying to cross the road. DCP Pramod
Singh Kushwah and ACP Hridaya Bhushan despite knowing fully well that Yusuf Khan might be carrying some IED or
wearing a suicide vests/belt, chased him and fired in self-defence without having any cover for safety. Yusuf Khan continued
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firing towards the police party and crossed the busy Ridge road. DCP Pramod Singh Kushwah and ACP Hridaya Bhushan,
SI Sandesh. K and ASI Bhupender without caring for their own lives chased him and managed to cross the busy Ridge Road
while simultaneously firing in self- defence and taking utmost care to ensure the safety of the public persons. SI Sandesh. K
and ASI Bhupender exhibiting exceptional courage and putting their lives at risk, pounced upon the terrorist. Immediately
SI Sandesh. K overpowered him. Meanwhile DCP Pramod Singh Kushwah and ACP Hridaya Bhushan helped SI Sandesh. K
in overpowering Yusuf Khan, incapacitating him to do any mischief. In the meantime, ASI Bhupender also grabbed his hands
tightly which further restrained the terrorist from firing towards the police party. He also snatched the loaded pistol from the
terrorist. The accused was identified as- Mohammad Mustakim Khan @ Yusuf Khariy@ Abu Yusuf Khan S/o Kafil Ahmed
Khan R/o Village Badiyaa Bhaisaani Utraula PS Bank Bazar District Balrampur UP Age 36 yrs. One Pistol with 05 live
cartridges & 03 spent cartridges used by accused persons for firing upon the police teams and two ready-to-use Pressure
Cooker IEDs were recovered from Yusuf Khan, Pressure Cooker IEDs were later defused by NSG Bomb Disposal Squad
through a controlled blast that left a big crater in the adjoining Budha Jayanti Park.

The arrest of accused Mohammad Mustakim Khan @ Yusuf Khan resulted into working out of another case FIR
No. 174/2020 U/s 120B IPC, 18/20 UAP Act & 4/5 Explosive Act dated 10.07.2020 PS Special Cell, Delhi in which accused
led a huge cache of recovery from his house at Village Badiyaa Bhaisaani Utraula, District Balrampur UP. The seizure
included 02 Suicide Vests contains explosives and ball bearings with necessary electric fittings, 01 Suicide Belt (containing
explosive 3 Kg approx.), 01 ISIS Flag, 4 polythene carry-bags containing 8Kg approx, explosive in 4 different polyethene’s,
30 Ball Bearings, one packet containing 12 small boxes of ball bearings, 02 Lithium Batteries of 4V each, 01 Lithium Battery
9V, 02 cylindrical metal boxes (Himgange Oil boxes) in which ball bearings are pasted, 03 cylindrical metal boxes
(Himgange Oil boxes) containing explosive and electric wires, 02 iron blades, attached in parallel to each other, connected to
electric wires from both sides, 01 Wooden box (for target practice).

During this operation DCP Pramod Singh Kushwah, ACP Hridaya Bhushan, SI Sandesh. K, ASI Bhupendar consequently
risk their lives,displayed exemplary valour and fired two/one/one/one rounds respectively from their official weapon. The
brave and timely action of the above officersaverted a major terrorist attack and saved several innocent lives.

On the basis of a secret information, on 09/01/2020 at about 7 am, a team of Special Cell led by DCP Pramod Singh
Kushwah challenged three dreaded terrorists of ISIS near Wazirabad bridge, linked to outer ring road, Delhi. DCP Pramod
Singh Kushwah signaled them to stop by disclosing the police identity but instead they started firing at the police party and
tried to escape.

While DCP Pramod was chasing them in order to apprehend, one of the bullets fired by the terrorists hit at the bullet proof
jacket of DCP. Undeterred, without caring for his personal life, DCP Pramod fired 2 rounds from his pistol. Despite having
knowledge that these terrorists were involved in a brutal killing of Hindu leader KP Suresh Kumar and a day before their
fellow terrorists had killed police officer Wilson of Tamilnadu Police, he pounced on terrorist Khaja Moideen
s/o Chinnathambi Ambalam r/o No. 27/29, Salamath Pudu Nagar, Kollumedu, Kattumannarkoil, Distt. Cuddalore,
Tamil Nadu and in resultant scuffle overpowered him by snatching his loaded 9 mm pistol, containing one live cartridge in its
chamber and two in magazine.

Simultaneously in a coordinated action, Inspr Vinod Kumar, while chasing another militant Syed AM Nawaz s/o Syed
Mohammed r/o No. 15, Amul Compound, Malik Dinar Nagar, llankadai, Distt. Kanyakumari, Tamil Nadu was also got hit by
the bullet fired by the terrorist. However, he was saved by virtue of his bullet proof vest. Despite having knowledge of the
dreaded profile of these terrorists and their outfit, unfazed Inspr Vinod continued chasing the terrorists and fired 2 rounds
from his service pistol while trying to apprehend him. Showing extraordinary courage, he snatched the loaded 9 mm pistol of
terrorist Syed Ali Nawaz, containing one live round in its chamber and one in its magazine and apprehended him after
scuffle. Third terrorist Abdul Samad s/o Arifunnisha @ Sultan r/o No. 21, Old No. 29, Nagutha Maraicayar St.,
Parangipettai,Distt. Cuddalore, Tamil Nadu was also apprehended by the police team.Three sophisticated 9 mm pistols with
9 live cartridges were recovered from these militants.

The terrorist Khaja Mohideen had made detailed plans to revive the ISIS network in India through his co-associates. Several
rounds of closed door meetings were organized by Khaja Moideen in different hideouts to indoctrinate and also to pledge
allegiance to ISIS. He along with Syed Ali Nawaz, Abdul Samad and others had decided to abscond from their respective
places simultaneously. Khaja Moideena along with Syed Ali Nawaz and Abdul Samad went to Kathmandu, Nepal after
illegally crossing the border with fake documents. After setting up a base in Nepal, they came to Delhi after crossing over
from the porous Indo-Nepal border. In Delhi, hideout and weapons were arranged by their foreign based handler through one
of his contacts in Delhi.

DCP Pramod and Inspector Vinod have displayed exceptional valor and commitment to their duties while chasing these
dreaded terrorists despite having no cover and being hit as they were in direct firing line and apprehending them without
carrying for their personal lives, not only saved the lives of fellow team members but also the general public.

In this operation S/Shri Pramod Singh Kushwah, Deputy Commissioner of Police and Vinod Kumar, Inspector displayed
conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 25.01.2018, at about 07:35 am, three motor cycle borne kidnappers forcefully stopped the school bus near Institute of
Human Behaviour and Allied Science Hospitao (IHBAAS), Mandoli Road, Delhi and kidnapped a 5 year old boy at gunpoint
shot the driver Naresh Thapa. A case vide FIR No. 27/2018, dated 25.01.2018, U/s 363/307/IPC r/w 25/27 Arms Act was
registered at PS. GTB Enclave, Delhi and the investigation was taken up by the local police.

Three day after the kidnapping i.e 28.01.2018, the ransom calls demanding Rs. 60 Lakhs for safe release of child started
coming on the phones of with family. In view of the gravity and sensitivity of the case involving life of 5 years old child, the
case was transferred to the Crime Branch, New Delhi on 28.01.2018. A special Team was formed under the close supervision
of Dr. G Ram Gopal Naik, DCP, Crime Branch consisting of Shri Rajesh Kumar, ACP, Shri Vinay Tyagi, Inspector and
Shri Kuldeep Singh, Constable(Commando). The team worked relentlessly day and night and showing utmost perseverance
and patience as there was a risk to child’s life. The team dedicated could get vital clues because of its in depth technical
analysis coupled with its field intelligence networking. On 25.02.2018 at abpit 11:35 pm, on the basis of these reliable inputs
and vital clues, the team zeroed in on one of the suspect and succeeded on nabbing one Nitin Kumar Sharma
(28 years), S/o Mam Raj Sharma, r/o A-543, Gokulpuri, Delhi near Community Block, Seemapuri. On his sustained
interrogation, he admitted to have kidnapped the child for ransom along with his association namely Mr. Ravi and
Mr. Pankaj. In whose custody of the child is held hostage at Flat No. B -505, Ebony B, Shalimar City near Bhopra,
Sahibabad, Ghaziabad, UP and that his associates were carrying sophisticated weapons to went off any police attacks.
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DCP Dr. G Ram Gopal Naik, ACP Rajesh Kumar and Inspector Vinay Tyagi swiftly acted on this input by taking all
precautions, as the life of child was at risk. After thorough planning, the team members duly equipped with arms/ammunition
and bullet proof jackets reached the 5th floor of the building on the intervening night of 5-6th February, 2018 at about
12:50 hrs, and took their positions around the flat. DCP Dr. G Ram Gopal Naik alongwith Inspector Vinay Tyagi and
Constable Kuldeep Singh took positions in the frontline at the door of the flat. ACP, Rajesh Kumar gave back cover to the
team. Inspector Vinay Tyagi rang the bell of flat B-505. The entrance had an outer iron gate and the wooden inner door. One
person from inside partially opened the wooden door while the other person stood behind him.

The desperados, sensing the presence of police team immediately opended indiscriminate fire upon the police party through
the Iron Gate and the bullets fired by these desperados hit on chests of the bullet proof jackets worn by the Inspector Vinay
Tyagi and Constable (Commando) Kuldeep Singh. In order to take control of the situation and to ensure the safety of the
child, DCP Dr. G Ram Gopal Naik and Inspector Vinay Tyagi and Constable( Commando) Kuldeep Singh immediately
retaliated and fired in self defense and for the safety of other raiding party members. While the exchange of firing was going
on, DCP Dr. G Ram Gopal Naik risked his life and bent the iron door with the help of two above mentioned officers, jumped
and ran inside the flat to rescue the child safely from the clutches of the kidnappers. The DCP succeeded in to rescuing the
child safely from of the rooms and took him in his arms and rushed out of the crime scene.

Undeterred and unfazed, DCP Dr. G Ram Gopal Naik, ACP Rajesh Kumar, Inspecor Vinay Tyagi, Constable Kuldeep Singh
have shown rare courage and gallantry in rescuing the kidnapped child successfully from the clutches of these three dreaded
kidnappers as also for the safety of the team members. They risked their lives and conspicuously exhibited exemplary
courage, bravery and motivation in this operation. The brave action of these four of Delhi Police personnel won applause not
only from the highest ranks of Police of different states & Media, but also from the Public. The above police officers faced
the volley of the bullets fired by these desperate criminals but were saved by the bulletproof jackets. The Hon’ble Home
Minister has also given appreciation to the police officers for the above gallant action.

The entire operation lasted for 11 days in rescuing the child from the custody of three desperate criminals namely (1) Nitin
Kumar Sharma aged 28 years, S/o Mr. Mamraj Sharma, r/o A-543, Gokulpuri, Delhi (2) Ravi, aged 24 years,
S/o Mr. Shyam Lal, r/o B-252, Blck, Gokulpuri, Delhi and (3) Pankaj @ Singh Saheb, aged 21 years, S/o Gissa Ram,
r/o A-286 East Gokulpuri, New Delhi on 06/02/2018 after a fierce shootout at Ebony, B- 505, Shailmar City, Sahibabad,
Uttar Pradesh in which one of the desperado got bullet injuries and the other succumbed to injuries in the Hospital.

Three cases were also lodged in PS- Sahibabad, Ghaziabad, Uttar Pradesh vide (1) FIR;s No. 275/2018, dated 06.02.2018 u/s
307,186,353,341,342,387,34 IPC (2) FIR No. 276/2018, dated 06.02.2018, U/s 25/27 Arms Act & (3) FIR No. 277/2018,
dated 06.20.2018, U/s 25/27 Arms Act. Two.32 Sophisticated Pistols along with 5 live and 4 spent (Fired) cartridges were
recovered from the site of gallant action. The accused persons in the shootout are Ravi and Pankaj @ Singh Saheb. Total
3 rounds were fired by the police during the shootout.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 22-04-2017, on a tip off, about the presence of terrorists in village Hayatpora (Chadoora), Police Budgam under the close
supervision of Shri Abdul Waheed Shah, SSP Budgam accompanied by Shri Amod Ashok, Addl. SP Budgam, Follower
Farooq Ahmad No. 12/F and others alongwith 53 RR Army launched a joint operation in Hayatpora area to nab the hiding
terrorists. During the course of search operation, the Police party was fired upon by the terrorists. Fortunately it caused no
damage as the Police party was advancing tactfully. Since the location of terrorists had now been identified, Sh. Ab. Waheed
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Shah, then SSP Budgam directed the nafri to cordon the area and plug off all the escape routes. The officer then formed two
smaller parties. First party comprising of SI Ranbir Singh, HC Rakesh Bali, HC Firdous Ahmad, SgCt Ashok Kumar,
SgCt Ashwani Kumar, SgCt Nisar Ahmad, Ct Imtiyaz Ahmad & others under the supervision of Sh. Ab. Waheed Shah, then
SSP Budgam laid the position from one side of the target and the second party led by Shri Amod Ashok, Addl. SP Budgam
alongwith ASI Gh. Mohd, HC Khurshid Ahmad, HC Syed Gh. Rasool, HC Bikram Singh, Follower Farooq Ahmad and
others were tasked to lay the siege from another side of the target. Both the teams were advancing strategically towards the
terrorists. At this moment, the terrorists fired indiscriminately towards the operational party in order to make an escape route,
however, the nafri led by Sh Ab. Waheed Shah, SSP Budgam had taken the strategic positions, escaped unhurt. Seeing the
terrorists coming towards them, Shri Ab.

As soon as the terrorist, tried to escape, he was also gunned down
by the operational party. During the ensuing gun fight, both the terrorists affiliated with LeT outfit were successfully
neutralized without any collateral damage and their identity was ascertained as Younus Magbool Ganaie S/o Muhammad
Magbool R/o Patrigam, Chadoora and Ali R/o Pakistan. Arms / ammunition was recovered from the site of encounter are
01 AK series Rifle (damaged), 01 Kiran Cope Rifle (damaged), 02 AK Magazines (damaged), 02 Kiran Cope Magazine,
35 Rounds of AK, 44 Rounds of Kiran Cope, 01 Chinese Pistol, 01 Pistol Magazine, 07 Rounds of Pistol and 01 Hand
Grenade. In this connection case FIR No. 44 of 2017 U/S 307-RPC, 7/27 Arms Act has been registered in Police Station
Chadoora on 22-04-2017 and investigation swung into motion.

The operation was conducted very cleanly and without any damage to life of civilians of the said area and adjoining areas.
This was possible only with the timely planning and gallant action of the above named recommendees. During the course of
gun fight, the operational party didn’t care of their personal safety but displayed extraordinary courage, enthusiasm and
extreme sense of duty which resulted in elimination of these dreaded terrorists.

The input was shared with Sh Chandan Kohli-IPS, ASP Pulwama,
Sh Satish Kumar, DySP Operations Kakapora and Sh Farooq Ahmad, DySP Hqrs Pulwam. The input was further developed/
specified by Sh Ashish Mishra-IPS, SP South Srinagar to the effect that terrorists are hiding in the house of Abdul Ahad Bhat
S/0 Ghulam Ahmad of New Colony Kakapora. The input was then shared with 50 RR 182/183 Bn CRPF and it was decided
to launch a joint operation.

While following the technical lead, SSP Pulwama, SP SIT South Srinagar, DySP Hqr's Pulwama, I/C PP Kakapora SI Sarjan
Ahmad Dar No.EXK-109168 along with Police Party from Police Pulwama/Srinagar including SI Arif Ahmad PID No EXK-
109225, ASI Fayaz Ahmad No. 1495/PL, ASI Imtiyaz Mohd No. 60/IRP 11th Bn, ASI Mohd Rafi No 2709/S,
Ct Mohammad Rafiqg No 834/Kgm, SgCt Hilal Ahmed No 05/SKR, SgCt Tilak Raj No. 202/AP 9th Bn (AWP),
SgCt Showkat Ali No 313/PL, SgCt. Mohammad Shafi No. 1326/PL, Ct. Farcoq Ahmad No. 1631/PL, Ct. Mohammad Abass
No. 761/PL. Gurnam Singh No. 2439/J, Ct Arshid Rasool No 1133/A CI Hlilal Ahmad No. 1028/PL, Ct Feroz Mushtaq
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No. 4526/S, SPO Javeed Ahmad No. 168/SPO, SPO Gulzar Ahmad No.148/SPO, SPO Mohammad Gulzar No.08/SPO (Sgr),
SPO Manzoor Ahmad No.439/SPO, SPO Ashiq Hussain No.541/SPO, SPO Nazir Ahmad No. 235/SPO SPO Imran Yousuf
No 258/SPO, SPO Ajaz Ahmad No.261/SPO, SPO Imtiyaz Yousuf No. 252/SPO (Sgr), SPO Ab Hamid Kumar No.187/SPO
(Sgr), SPO Mohd Ashraf No. 819/SPO (Sgr), SAO Riyaz Ahmad Khan No. 772/SPO (Sgr) and SPO Rajinder Singh
No. 1410/SPO (Bla) among others 50 RR and 182/183 Bn of CRPF left towards thetarget site and a joint cordon was laid. A
rapid action party headed by SI Arif AhmadPID No EXK-109225, IC PP Kakapora SI Sarjan Ahmad Dar No.EXK-109168
under the command of SP SIT South Srinagar Sh Ashish Kumar Mishra-IPS without taking too much time cordoned the
target houses from the North. (North-Eastern and Northwestern sides). Another party under the command of DySP Hqr’s
Pulwama Sh. Farooq Ahmad Bhat No EXK-901270 assisted by ASI Imtiyaz Mohd No. 60/IRP 11th Bn, ASI Mohd Rafi
No. 2709/S and others cordoned the area from South, (South-Eastern and South-Western sides). SP South Srinagar Sh Ashish
Kumar Mishra-IPS personally supervised the cordon around the target house along with his buddy I/C PP Kakapora SI Sarjan
Ahmad Dar No.EXK-109168 After strengthening the cordon, search operation was started and as the search was being
conducted, the terrorists fired indiscriminately upon SP South City Srinagar and their men and they had a narrow escape from
this abrupt terrorist attack. Exhibiting extraordinary courage/good presence of mind. SP South Srinagar, DySP Hqr’s
Pulwama, I/C PP Kakapora and Ct. Arshid Rasool No.1133/A immediately positioned themselves and retaliated in self
defense forcing terrorists to turn defensive, thus foiled their attempt to escape. Meanwhile, it was observed that a number of
civilians were trapped in the target house/adjoining houses, as terrorists did not give them opportunity to run away. Two
teams one headed by SP South Srinagar assisted by SI Sarjan Ahmad Dar EXK-109168. ASI Imtiyaz Mohammad 60/IRP
11th Bn, Ct Hilal Ahmad 1028/PL and Ct. Mohammad Rafiq 834/Kgm and another party headed by DySP Hqrs Pulwarna
assisted by ASI Mohd Rafi 2709/S, Ct Gurnam Singh 2439/J and Ct. Arshid Rasool 1133/A were constituted who kept their
lives on the point of uncertainty/death and succeeded in evacuating all the civilians and terrorists were asked to surrender.
Due to night hours several measures were taken for dominating the area around the target place and Concertina wire was laid
all around the streets, generator was set on for lightening the whole area. The task of illumination around the target house was
done under the supervision of DySP Hqrs Pulwama assisted by SI Shri Sarjan Ahmad and 14 other officials who were
already present in the inner cordon. On next morning, terrorists were again asked to surrender but they again ignored and
started indiscriminate firing upon SP South Srinagar, DySP Hqrs Pulwama, SI Sarjan Ahmed Dar and Ct. Arshid Rasool who
were on forefront. The team lead by SP City South Srinagar postioned themselves and retaliated resulting in fierce firefight
which concluded with the elimination of three dreaded terrorists of LeT identified as Majid Hameed Mir@ Abass
(Category-A) S/0 Abdul Hameed Mir R/0 Kakapora, Shakir Ahmad Gugjoo (Category-B) S/O Bashir Ahmed Gugjoo
R/O Kakapora and Irshad Ahmad Dar (Category-C) S/0 Mohammad Sultan Dar R/0 Aghanjipora, Awantipora.
Arms/ammunition recovered during the operation includes 1 AK-56 Rifle (fully damaged), 3 AK-56 Magazines (fully
damaged), 1 Pistol T652 T Round (fully damaged) and 1 Pistol Magazine (fully damaged). Case FIR No 212/2017 U/S 307
RPC, 7/271 A Act stands registered in Police Station Pulwama in this regard.

In this operation S/Shri Ashish Kumar Mishra, IPS, Superintendent of Police, Farooq Ahmad Bhat, Deputy Superintendent of
Police, Sarjan Ahmad Dar, Sub-Inspector, Fayaz Ahmad Lone, Assistant Sub-Inspector and Arshid Rasool Tantray,
Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 11.12.2017, a specific information generated by Police Handwara regarding presence of terrorists in Unisoo Handwara, a
joint operation was planned and executed by Police Handwara, 22 RR and 92 Bn CRPF in and around the Village Unisoo.
The presence of terrorists was established and cordon around the hiding terrorists was further tightened. During search
operation heavily armed terrorists opened indiscriminate fire on search party that created a chaos among the resident civilians
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inside the cordon area. In order to evacuate all the civilians to safer areas rescue operation was started and joint team of
Police & Army headed by DySP Ops Magam-Kgd Shri Tariq Mahmood-KPS augmented by SI Reyaz Ahmad No. 286/S,
ASI Jagdish Singh 474/H and HC Mohd Hussain No. 180/H volunteered themselves to take the responsibility of evacuating
the civil population to safer areas. Despite the risk involved they showed utter disregard to their personal safety, evacuated
the civilians amidst volley of fire. However, 05-06 civilians including some children and women were trapped inside the
target house and the terrorists were not allowing them to come out from the said house. Terrorists opened indiscriminate
firing from the target house during which one lady identified Mysara Begam W/O Ishfaq Ahmad Wani R/O Unisoo was hit
by bullet and later succumbed to her injuries. During the entire process of evacuation of civilians dreaded terrorists kept on
firing indiscriminately & fired several grenades upon the rescue party. The fire was effectively retaliated and terrorists were
engaged in a fierce gunfight. After the safe evacuation of civilians, the operation was regained and on spot assault teams were
constituted to eliminate the dreaded terrorists without further collateral damage. While heading the assault team DySP Ops
Magam alongwith SI Reyaz Ahmad No. 286/S and HC Mohd Hussain No. 180/H again volunteered them for the task and
marched towards hiding terrorist in various directions thus tightened cordon further and swiftly retaliated the terrorist attack.
The cordoned area being congested populated area and the terrorists had already taken advantageous positions to inflict
maximum damage on the operation party. While seeing the assault party moving forward, terrorists started indiscriminate
firing on the assault teams and lobbed several grenades. DySP Ops Magam, SI Reyaz Ahmad No. 286/S and HC Mohd
Hussain No.180/H tactfully retaliated this attack and directed assault team to provide cover fire to each other while advancing
further towards terrorists. This abrupt assault of terrorists made the task more difficult for the assault teams to move forward.
Taking the advantage of safer positions DySP Ops Magam alongwith SI Reyaz Ahmad No. 286/S and
HC Mohd Hussain No. 180/H, retaliated the terrorist attack, pushed terrorists further in defensive position while forwarding
towards terrorist positions. On reaching very close to the terrorists a final assault upon the hiding terrorists was launched
resulting killing of three dreaded foreign terrorists. The killed terrorists were later identified as Sidiq R/O Pak A++, Shakeel
Bhai R/O PaK A+ and Abu Ghazi R/O PaK A of LeT outfit. Arms/ammunition recovered from the possession of slain
terrorists include 03 AK Rifle (02 damaged), 12 AK Magazines (04 damaged), 271 AK Rounds, 02 Hand Grenades,
03 UBGL, 02 Pouches (01 damaged), 01 Battery Charger (damaged), 01 First aid kit (damaged), 02 Sheets Map, 01 Charger
(damaged), 01 Mobile earphone and Indian Currency Rs. 2500/- (Rs. 1500/- damaged). Case FIR Ne. 393/2017 U/S 307RPC
7/27 1.A.act stands registered in Police Station Handwara, in this regard.

Needless to mention that, during this joint anti-terrorism operation other participants which include ASI Mohd Sadiq, ASI
Jagdesh Singh 474/H, Sgct Hilal Ahmad 732/IR 10th, Sgct Sajad Ahmad 789/IR 9th Ct Gurpurb Singh 828/AP 7th,
Ct Mohammad Ramzan 669/H, Ct Ali Hussain 683/H, Foll. Mohd Rafiq No. 94/F IR 3rd, and following SPO's namely SPO

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Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 10.09.2018, on a specific information regarding presence of terrorists in village Guloora Langate, a joint operation was
planned and executed by Police Handwara 30 RR, 162 Bn CPRF and 92 Bn CRPF. Acting on the information the whole
village was cordoned and presence of terrorists got established. During search the operational parties suddenly came under
heavy volume of fire from the hiding terrorists who created a chaos among the civilians and it became vital to evacuate the
civil populace to a safer area. The indiscriminate firing opened by the terrorists was making the task of rescuing the civilians
from the target area more herculean.

A small team of JKP including Sh. Sahil Sharma JKPS-125768, DySP (PC) Kralgund-Magam, DySP Farooq Ahmad JKPS-
116205, SI Jan Mohd 248/PAU, ASI Sageer Ahmad Pathan 59/AP 7th, ASI Jagdish Singh 474/H, SgCt. Robin Ravinder
848/AP 7th, Ct. Ab. Majeed 437/H, Foil. Shabir Ahmad 23/F, SPO Javid Ahmed 513/SPO, SPO Bilal Ahmad 02/Ex,
SPO Manzoor Ahmad 287/SPO, SPO Mohd Sadiq 763/SPO-Kup, SPO Reyaz Ahmad 374/SSR volunteered for the task. This
rescue team put their life in great risk and evacuated all the civilians trapped inside the target area. During the entire process
of evacuation the dreaded terrorists kept on firing indiscriminately and lobbed several grenades upon the rescue team,
however with great caution and exhibiting skilled battle tactics, all the civilians were successfully evacuated.

After the safe evacuation of civilians, operation was resumed to neutralize the terrorists and small assault teams were
formulated during which Sh. Sahil Sharma and ASI Sageer Ahmad Pathan again volunteered them for the task. They led the
assault teams and marched tactfully towards the hiding terrorists, as the hiding place was quite advantageous for the terrorists
to cause maximum damage to the operational party, the duo positioned their Men in such a manner to ensure tight cordon
around the terrorists and swiftly retaliated the fire. On seeing the terrorist action and their planning to flee from the spot, they
displayed presence of mind and moved towards the target site, in a fire retaliatory exercise. The terrorists tried to target the
team by lobbing grenades and volley of fire on them but they managed to reach in the close proximity of the terrorists by
their presence of mind and tactical acumen. During this exercise they were well supported by each other which provided
protection against the terrorist fire.

While seeing the recommendees close the terrorists opened indiscriminate fire on the recommendees to break cordon and flee
from the spot. However, DySP Sahil Sharma-JKPS and ASI Sageer Ahmad Pathan retaliated the terrorist attack swiftly
resulting killing of two local terrorists. The slain terrorists were identified as Furqan Rashid Lone @ Adil S/o Ab Rashid
Lone R/o Shartpora Langate and Liyagat Ahmad Lone @ Sahba S/o Lt.Gh Mohi-u-din R/0 Harwan Sopore both affiliated
with LeT outfit., In this connection, case FIR No. 358/2018 US 307 RPC, 7/271. A. Act stands registered in Police Station
Handwara.

In this operation S/Shri Sahil Sharma, Deputy Superintendent of Police and Sageer Ahmad Pathan, Assistant
Sub-Inspector displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

On 08.12.2018, based on specific information regarding the presence of LeT Commander @ Ali Bhai R/o-PaK alongwith his
associates were hiding at Dhobi Gath Mohalla, Mujgund of Srinagar City, a cordon was laid. These hardcore terrorists were
planning to carry out terrorist attack in Srinagar city in view of ULB/Panchayat elections. The information was immediately
shared with senior officers and the team of officers promptly reached the cordon area.

Acting upon this information, a team was constituted under the command of Shri Vidhi Kumar Birdi-IPS, DIG, CKR
Srinagar comprising of Shri Imtiyaz Ismail-IPS, then SSP Srinagar, Dr. G.V. Sundeep Chakravarthy- IPS SP City South
Srinagar, Sh. Tahair Ashraf JKPS-045839, SP (PC) Srinagar, Sh. Mushim Ahmad-JKPS then SP Hqrs Srinagar and Imtiyaz
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Ahmad Mir-JKPS DySP (PC) Srinagar alongwith adequate police personnel of ESU South Srinagar, Police Component
Srinagar, CRPF 44th Bn and 5 RR to identify and subsequently neutralize these hiding terrorists.

The operation nafri was divided into two parties. First party comprised of PC Srinagar nafri alongwith CRPF 44 Bn and 5 RR
which was tasked to lay the outer cordon of the target area. The second party comprised of ESO' South Nafri which was
tasked to lay the inner cordon of Dhobi Gath Mohalla Mujgund where these terrorists were hiding and if required to make an
intervention under the command of Dr. G. V. Sundeep Chakravarthy-IPS, SP, City South Zone Srinagar with full
coordination. All the parties positioned themselves according to the plan as enumerated above. At 2100 hours, SP City South
Srinagar who was incharge of the inner cordon party alongwith Shri Mushim Ahmad-JKPS, then SP Hqrs Srinagar,
Shri Imtiyaz Ahmad Mir-JKPS, DySP (PC) Srinagar and a small team of ESU South Srinagar made a plan for evacuation of
the inmates of the nearby houses. The team very tactfully and bravely evacuated the inmates of the nearby houses and shifted
them to a safer place. After confirming the target house, in the first instance, the terrorists were asked to surrender, which
they declined. Instead of surrendering, they opened fire on the operation party but fortunately, it caused no damage as the
operation party was advancing tactically. At this moment Shri Vidhi Kumar Birdi-IPS, DIG, CKR Srinagar, the overall
incharge of the operation, SP City South Srinagar, Shri Mushim Ahmed-JPS then SP Hqrs Srinagar, Shri Imtiyaz Ahmad
Mir-JKPS, DySP (PC) Srinagar, Inspr. Mohamad Irfan Malik, Inspr. Javeed Ahmad Yatoo, ASI Fayaz Ahmad Lone,
ASI Azad Ahmad Naikoo, HC Tariq Ahmad and Ct. Ab. Rashid Lone after crawling retaliated the fire effectively without
caring for personal lives. With the result, top LeT Commander @ Ali Bhai R/o PaK and two local terrorists of Hajin
Bandipora were killed. Later on, these killed terrorists were Identified as Ali Bhai R/o Pak Mudasir Parray S/o Ab Rashid
R/o Parray Mohalla Hajin Bandipora and Saqib Bilal Sheikh S/o Bilal Ahmad R/o Parrary Mohalla Hajin Bandipora of Let
outfit. Large amount of arms/ammunition recovered from the possision of slain terrorists. In this regard case FIR
No. 417/2018; U/S 307 RPC, 7/27 1. A. Act stands registered in Police station Parimpora Srinagar.

Needless to mention that the elimination of these terrorists was big achievemet for the Police and a severe jolt to the network
of Let outfit. This Let outfit Commander was forming a network and planning subversive activities in the said area. @
Hamza @ Ali Bhai of Pak was involved in many attacks. The terrorist was involved in several grenade attacks and killing of
security forces in Bandipora/Srinagar area. The terrorists were active in the area since last one year and were directed by
mentors across for carrying out subversive activities in Srinagar City.

In this operation S/Shri Tahair Ashraf, Superintendent of Police, Javeed Ahmad Yatoo, Inspector, Mohamad Irfan Malik,
Inspector and Tariq Ahmad Rather, Head Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a
higher order.

Acting upon this information, a team was constituted under the command of Shri Vidhi Kumar Birdi-IPS, DIG CKR Srinagar
consisting of Shri Imtiaz Ismail-IPS then SSP Srinagar, Dr.G.V.Sundeep Chakravarthy- IPS, SP South City Srinagar and
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Sh. Tahair Ashraf-JKPS, SP (PC) Srinagar alongwith adequate police personnel of Police Component Srinagar to Identify
and subsequently neutralize terrorists.

All the manpower was divided into three parties First party comprised of Police party South Zone Srinagar, heaped by
Dr. G.V.Sundeep Chakravarthy-IPS. SP South Srinagar, DySP Imran Malik- JKPS, ASI Mohd Rafi Malik, HC Lakhbir
Singh, HC Tariq Ahmed, HC Manzoor Hussain, SgCt Mukhitar Ahmed, Ct. Irfan Yaseen, Ct. Azad Ahmed, Ct. Waseem
Mohi-ud-Din and Valley QAT of CRPF North Range QAT of CRPF. It was tasked to lay the outer cordon of the target area.
The second party comprised of a team of North Police City Srinagar and Police Component Srinagar comprising of
DySP Imfiyaz Ahmed, Dy SP Shahijahan Choudhary JKPS, SI Mir Kazam, ASI Narender Singh, HC Tejinder Singh,
SgCt Kamal Kishore, SgCt Sajad Ahmed, Sgct Ramneek Singh, Sgct Ravinder Singh and Ct.

Small team of Police Component Srinagar
was formed for evacuation of the inmates of adjoining houses. The team very tactfully and bravely evacuated the inmates of
the adjoining houses and shifted them to a nearby safer place to ensure that there is no collateral damage. In the first instance,
the two holed up terrorists alongwith the hardcore OGW were asked to surrender but they declined to surrender by shouting
from inside and showed their resolve to fight. The terrorists opened fire on the operation parties. Intervention of the house
was planned. The intervention party, having taken all precautions started the process of intervention. However, as the
intervention party reached near the target house it came under heavy fire from the holed terrorists, who had taken position at
the attic/top storey of the target house.

The hold up terrorists lobbed grenades and fired towards the advancing party and in the heavy exchange of fire between
terrorists and security/police parties one police personnel namely SgCt. Kamal Kishore of PC Srinagar got seriously injured
while retaliating and got martyrdom on spot. Despite of being seriously injured, he continued fighting bravely against the
terrorists. Due to his extra ordinary efforts the holed up terrorists were pinned down which facilitated their eventual
elimination. Lateron, it was decided to move the intervention party towards the target house from the rear side DIG CKR
Srinagar, who was incharge of the inner cordon party constituted two small parties, one party includes Sh Tahir Ashraf JKPS.
SP (PC) Srinagar, DySP Imtiyaz Ahmed, DySP Shahjhan Choudhary, SI Mir Kazam, ASI Narender Singh, HC Tejinder
Singh, Sgct Sajad Ahmed, Sgct Ramneek Singh, Sgct Ravinder Singh and Ct. Angrez Singh and 2nd party consists of
Dr.G.V. Sundeep Chakravarthy, SP South Srinagar, DySP Imran Malik, ASI Imaran Malik, HC Lakhbir Singh, HC Tariq
Ahmad, HC Manner Hussain, Sgct Mukhtar Ahmad, Ct. Irfan Yaseen, Ct. Azad Ahmad, Ct. Waseem Mohi-ud-Din and
Valley QAT of CRPF/North Range QAT of CRPF and Police Rep. of North Zone, Srinagar. It was decided by the parties to
enter the house from rear side as well as from front side. As soon as the second party tried to enter the house from the rear
side, the holed up terrorists lobbed grenades from a window, but it caused no damage as the approaching party was advancing
tactically. The terrorist opened the main door of the second floor and started firing indiscriminately in an attempt to break the
cordon and escape from the site. At this stage in the exchange of heavy firing one police personnel of PC Srinagar namely
Ct. Angrez Singh got injured. At this moment, DIG CKR Srinagar, Sh.Tahair Ashraf, SP (PC) Srinagar, DySP Imtiyaz
Ahmad, DySP Shahijhan Choudhary, SI Mir Kazam, ASI Narinder Singh, HC Tejender Singh, Sgct Sand Ahmad,
Sgct Ramneek Singh and Sgct. Ravindar Singh by crawling reached the target house. The holed up terrorists tried to break
the cordon and fired heavily on the parties which was retaliated effectively by the party without caring for their lives and
personal safety in the ensuing fire fight, one terrorist was eliminated and another terrorist, who in order to escape, hide
himself in upper floor of the said target house and opened indiscriminate fire from the rear side window to break the cordon,
but the 2nd party and Valley QAT of CRPF North Range QAT of CRPF who had already taken position near the house from
rear side, retaliated the fire bravely and in the exchange of fire, the second terrorist also got killed and after thorough search
of the target house, the dead body of associate and hardcore OGW was recovered. Lateron, the slain terrorists were identified
as Meharaj-ud-din Bangroo R/o Narparistan, Fate Kadal Srinagar HM/LeT "A-Cat” Fahad Waza @ Usama S/o Mushtaq
Ahmad Waza R/o Akinmir Khanyar, Srinagar LeT "C-Cat” and Rayees Habib Hanga S/o Habibullah Hanga R/o Syed Ali
Akbar, Fate Kadal, Srinagar (Hardcore OGM of HM Outfit). Large amount of arms/ammunition and other war like items
recovered from the possession of slain terrorists. In this regard, case FIR No. 66/2018 U/S 307 RPC, 7/27 I.A Act stands
registered in Police Station M.R. Gunj Srinagar.

Needless to mention that, the hardcore terrorist Commander Meharaj-ud-Din Bangroo @ Asif @ Piya Guroo was active in
the Srinagar City and its adjacent areas .The deceased was most wanted by the Police and Security Forces for having carried
out some sensational attacks upon the Security Forces/Police as well as on innocent civilians in the Valley particularly in
Central Kashmir Range/South Kashmir Range, Further in the year-2017, the said killed terrorist alongwith his associates had
carried out attack upon SI Feroz Ahmad then SHO P/S Achabal and his escort party In the incident (05) Police personnel of
P/S Achabal were killed on spot and their weapons were snatched by them The said terrorists was a huge threat for the
integrity and unity of State as he had staged a war against the Nation/State. The killing of the slain terrorist Commander
alongwith his associate is a huge setback to terrorist cadres particularly for HM and LeT outfits and is a great relief for
security forces/civilians in Central Kashmir Range/South Kashmir Range and more particularly in District Srinagar.
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In this operation S/Shri Vidhi Kumar Birdi, IPS, Deputy Inspector General, G V Sundeep Chakravarthy, IPS, Superintendent
of Police, Shahjhan Choudhary, Deputy Superintendent of Police and Mohd Rafi Malik, Assistant Sub- Inspector displayed
conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 22.03.2019 at about 09:10 hours, acting upon a specific intelligence regarding presence of terrorists at village Aftab-
Mohalla Warpora Sopore, a joint cordon and search operation was launched by Sopore police, 22-RR and CRPF in the area.
The overall operation was launched under the command and control of Shri Mohd Suleman Choudhary-IPS DIG North
Kashmir Range Baramulla. There were already credible inputs that the terrorists were hiding in a residential house possessing
sophisticated weapons and before attacking the target house by the joint forces, a joint planning for execution of the operation
was taken under the command of DIG (P), NKR Baramulla. Since, it was morning hours the entire civilian were sitting in
their residential houses and in such a hostile situation there was every apprehension of civilian causality, if the search
operation would have been conducted at the very moment. So, in order to ensure that the operation should be a clean one and
without any civilian causality, first and foremost priority was given to the civilian evacuation in coordination with SF
counterparts.

Thus, a joint team of police/army/CRPF led by DIG NKR Baramulla was constituted to evacuate the trapped civilian and a
2nd team of army/police/CRPF was placed as a backup party to provide covering firing. Subsequently, the st joint team led
by DIG NKR Baramulla put their lives in a great risk and it was a herculean task for the operational parties to evacuate safely
all trapped civilian but the police party led by Shri Mohd Suleman Choudhary-IPS moved very close proximity to the target
house and maintaining great coordination with the outer cordon party, successfully evacuated all the entrapped inmates.
During the terrorists fired intermittently with the intention to halt the evacuation process and to make the civilian hostage and
even some bullets hit the closest the officer, but the officer did not lost his morale and evacuated all-trapped civilian. Once
the civilian operation was completed, the cordon was more tightened and the search operation was intensified leaving no
scope for the escape of the hiding terrorists. During this process the holed up terrorists fired indiscriminately on the search
party. Since the terrorists were hiding in a two storied concreted house who tactfuliy kept changing their positions in the
house and engaged the security forces for a long time, besides the target house was located in a congested location and the
security forces could not easily approach the target house. The joint forces under the command and control of Shri Suleman
Choudhary-IPS DIG(P), NKR acted in very synchronized and professional manner and it was ensured that no civilian be
allowed to move towards the target site so that the process of operation will not be disturbed and secure civilian lives and
property.

Eventually, the 1st joint team including SgCt. Vikrant Singh, SgCt Reyaz Ahmad Bala, Ct. Pervaiz Ahmad, Ct. Hilal Ahmad,
Ct. Shameem Ahmad, SPO Mohammad Ashraf, SPO Sajad Ahmad, SPO Shabir Ahmad, SPO Imtiyaz Ahmad led by DIG
NKR Baramulla volunteered themselves to approach the target house for last and final assault and the 2nd team consisting
upon CRPF and police personnel including Inspr. Syed Mudasir Javiad Geelani, Sgct Ashiq Hussain, Sgct Mohd Younis, Ct.
Sajad Ahmad, Ct. Mohd Younis, Ct. Akhter Akbar, Ct. Irshad Ahmad, Ct. Irfan Ahmad, SPO Parvaiz Ahmad, SPO Ghulam
Ahmad, SPO Ghulam Mohi-ud-din led by Shri Raja Majid JKPS was kept on the back up of 1st team to provide covering
firing and to engage the terrorists till the 1st team approached the target house. Accordingly the 1st advance team led by DIG
NKR Baramulla started approaching in crawling tactics under the backup firing of 2nd party and as soon the advance team
was about to reach the target House, the terrorists after sensing that the security forces have reached the target house suddenly
jumped out from the house through the main front door while showering volume of bullets and tried to take refuge in a
nearby cowshed but before that the advance team especially DIG NKR Baramulla and SgCt Reyaz Ahmad Bala remained
firm like a rock and retaliated the fire effectively and in the ensuing face to face gunfight two terrorists belonging to
proscribed JeM terror outfit were neutralized. The slain terrorists have been later on identified as tahir Ahmad War @ Molvi
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S/o Abdul Malik War R/o Usmanabad, Warpora Sopore and Chota Azhar @ Ramzan R/o Pak. Large amount of war like
items recovered from the possession of slain terrorists. For the incident, case FIR No. 72/2019 U/S 307/RPC, 7/271. A. Act
stands registered in Police Station Sopore and investigation taken up.

In this operation S/Shri Mohd Suleman Choudhary, IPS, Deputy Insector General and Reyaz Ahmad Baba, SgCT displayed
conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 20.11.2018, on specific information about the presence of terrorists in a hideout made in the residential house of one
Farooq Ahmad Ganaie S/o Abdul Ahad Ganaie R/o village Nadigam Shopian, a CASO was launched. The said village which
is surrounded by thick orchards had been very vulnerable from terrorism point of view and conducting an operation in such
an area was a challenging task for the Police/SFs in the prevailing situation due to fear psychosis created by terrorists. Upon
developing a specific input about the presence of terrorists of Hizbul Mujahideen (HM) outfit in the village Nadigam, after
thorough deliberations with officers of Army 34RR/23 PARA & 141h BN CRPF, it was decided to launch a quick Cordon
and Search Operation in the said village. Accordingly, a joint CASO of the said village was launched by Police Shopian with
the assistance of 34 RR/23 PARA and 14th BN CRPF and the searches were started.

In order to make the operation successful two Police/SF teams were formed under the supervision of the operational
commander Sh. Sandeep, IPS, SSP Shopian. The First party, comprised of Police Shopian and small QRTs of 34RR/23
PARA and 14th BN CRPF headed by SSP Shopian, laid the inner cordon of the target area and the Second Police party and
QRTs of 34RR/23 PARA and 14th BN CRPF headed by Addl. SP Shopian assisted by Shri Tussif Ahmad DySP (PC)
Imamsahib was tasked to lay the outer cordon of the target area.

As soon as the searches were started by the parties headed by SSP Shopian, the hiding terrorists resorted to indiscriminate
firing upon the troops from different sides with their illegal automatic weapons with the intention to cause damage to the
forces and to break the cordon resulting in injuries to following 05 Army personnel (1) L/HAV Vijay Kumar N0.13624481N
(2) L/NK Sombir No. 16022429X (3) HAV Bhopender Singh No. 160118442N of 23 PARA (4) HAV MS Ansarie No.
14441066P and (5) Sep. Salinder Singh No. 15232352F of 34RR. The injured Jawans were immediately evacuated to
hospital for treatment; among them 01 army personnel namely L/HAV Vijay Kumar No. 13624481N of 23 PARA
succumbed to his injuries. The search parties also retaliated in self defence triggering a fierce gunfight between terrorists and
Police/SF’s. The search party immediately took cover and retaliated with a strategy and precision due to which the terrorists
did not find any opportunity to escape from the besieged area. In order to avoid any civilian causality the operational
Commander (SSP Shopian) asked the parties to evacuate the people trapped in the cordoned area. While the evacuation was
taking place the assault group headed by SSP Shopian, SgCt. Firdous Ahmad Ganie 1117/A, Ct. Reyaz Ahmad Khan No.
582/IRP 12th Bn, Ct. Javid Ahmad EXK098175 and others came under heavy fire. In the meantime a violent mob started
pelting stones on the troops engaged in the cordon with the intention to breakdown the cordon. The terrorists were asked to
surrender which they refused instead they continued heavy volume of fire upon the operational parties. The troops took cover
and retaliated effectively from the front. During the ensuing encounter which lasted for hours together four (04) dreaded
terrorists of HM outfit were eliminated who were later identified as Abid Nazir Chopan S/o Nazir Ahmad Chopan R/o
Padderpora Shopian (C-Cat), Mehraj Ahmad Najar S/o Abdul Ahad Najar R/o Drawani Zainpora (C-Cat), Malik Zada Inam-
ul-Haq S/o Mubarak Ahmad Malik R/o Mantujan Shopian (C-Cat) and Basharat Ahmad Nengroo S/o Abdul Rashid Nengroo
R/o Chotigam Shopian (C- Cat). The slain terrorists were involved in various terrorist related crimes. Large amount of
arms/ammunition and other items were recovered from the possession of slain terrorists. Case FIR No. 363/2018 U/S 302,
307, 353, 212 RPC, 7/27 1.

On 12.12.2018 at about 20:00 hours, a credible intelligence input received regarding presence of terrorists in village Gund-
Mohallah, Brath Sopore and a joint cordon and Search Operation was launched by Sopore Police and 22-RR and 179 Bn.
CRPF, 177 Bn. CRPF& 92 Bn. CRPF. During search operation, a contact was established with the terrorists who were hiding
in the residential house, but the security forces could not launch an immediate assault against the holed up terrorists because
of the fact that most of the civilians were trapped in their houses .Thus, in order to avoid the civil causalities, the operation
was halted collectively decided by the SSP Sopore with the consultation of the counterparts of Army and CRPF. Thereafter,
two joint teams of Police, Army and CRPF were constituted.

As soon as the next dawn set, the joint party lead by Shri Mashkoor
Ahmad-SDPO Sopore started approaching towards the very particular residential house where the terrorists were hiding in a
second story of the house, the holed terrorists after sensing that the security forces are approaching towards them, they
instantly fired indiscriminately upon the search/advance party which was. retaliated leading to an encounter, The joint
advance party lead by SDPO Sopore under the covering firing of the 2nd joint party resiliently and valiantly advancing
towards the target house and as soon as they are about to reach near the target house, the holed up terrorists came out from
the house and while coming down through a stair of the house they fired upon the advance party but the advance party
especially Sh. Mashkoor Ahmed JKPS, SDPO Sopore, SI Yousuf-ul-Umer and HC Ferooz Ahmad Lone effectively retaliated
the fire and in the ensuing face to face fierce fun fight, one terrorist got killed while asanother terrorist immediately rushed
towards a nearby cowshed to take shelter, but before reaching in the cowshed SI Yousuf-ul-Umer of Police Component
Sopore by exhibiting highest degree of professionalism and resilience fired effectively towards the terrorist and killed him on
spot.

Irshad Ahmad No. 526/Awt, SgCt Zail Singh No. 828/IR 11th,
SgCt Yashpal Singh No. 836/IR 11th, Ct Jehangir Ahmad No. 1526/S, Ct. Abid Hussain No. 804/Awt, SPO Mohd Mehmood

To prevent this escape of hiding terrorists, targeted house was closely cordoned off by search party. The hiding terrorists
were asked to surrender and also to allow the owner of the house along with the family members to come out from the horse
which they declined. It was planned to evacuate the owner/family members who were trapped inside the target house. The
joint search party meticulously entered in the premises of the house under coven fire of Cordon party and successfully
opened door of the room wherein the family members were trapped. All the family members ran out of the house under cover
of search party who on one hand engaged lading terrorists in firing and on the other took the family members safely out from
the encounter site. Soon after evacuation of civilians, joint search party moved meticulously towards hiding terrorists. While
noticing movement of search party, terrorists fired indiscriminately towards them who who without caring for their lives
moved forward and retaliated effectively resulting in grievous injuiy to both terrorists. Meanwhile, terrorists lobbed a couple
of grenades towards joint search party which exploded and caused grievous splinter injuries on the right hand of Shri Ajaz
Ahmad, DySP (PC) Tral.

Then again terrorists fired some gun shots towards joint search party in order to make their escape good. Immediately, the
movement of the terrorists was noticed by the joint search party and with prompt/accurate fire killed both the terrorists who
were later identified as Mudasir Ahmed Khan (LT) (C-Cat) and Zarar Bai (FT) (A-Cat) both affiliated with JeM outfit.
Arms/ammunition were recovered from the possession of slain terrorists included 02 AK Rifles (damaged), 06 AK
Magazines (Damaged) and 01 Pistol (damaged in three parts). For the incident, case FIR No. 16/2019 U/S 307 RPC. 7/27 A.
Act stands registered P/S Tral. During entire operation, the recommeadees remained forefront and evacuated the house
owner/ family who were trapped in the target house without caring for their personal lives and also played pivotal role in
elimination of both the terrorists.

In this operation S/Shri Tahir Saleem Khan, Senior Superintendent of Police, Zahoor Ahmad Wani, Sub-Inspector and Shabir
Ahmad Dar, Head Constabledisplayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

On 31.05.2019 a credible input was received about the presence of two local terrorists of proscribed JeM outfit in the
residential house of one Bilal Ahmad Ganie S/o0 Gh.Qadir Ganie R/o Nanar Awantipora. The operation was planned and
cordon was established around the said house with the assistance of 42-RR, 130 & 180 Bn CRPF. Immediately a joint search
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party was constituted comprising of Shri Tahir Saleem-JKPS-SSP Awantipora, Sh.Rashid Akbar, SDPO Awantipora,
Shri Ajaz Ahmed, JKPS-DySP PC Tral, Sh. Aejaz Ahmad JKPS, DySP DAR Awantipora, Shri Rakesh Akram, DySP, PC
Awantipora, Inspr Madasar Naseer-SHO PS Awantipora, HC Zahoor 1801/PW, HC Davinder Kuamar No. 118/IRP 20th Bn,
SgCt Pankaj Kumar 601/IR 12th, Sgct Ab.Hadi No. 839/IRP 11th Bn, SgCt Shabir No. 666/Awt, SgCt Nazir No. 826/IRP
11th Bn, Ct Munner 785/Awt, Ct.

Immediately the movement of the terrorists was
noticed by the joint search party and with prompt action and accurate both the terrorist were killed resulting in the
culmination of the operation without causing any civilian killing/injury. The eliminated terrorists were later-on identified as
Yawar Ah. Najar S/o Ab. Majid R/o Dar Ganie Gund Tral and Junaid Ah.Wagay S/o M. Ayoub R/o Amshipora Shopian
affiliated with JeM outfit. Large number of arms/ammunition were recovered from the possession of the slain terrorists for
which Case FIR No. 85/2019 U/S 307 RPC, 7/27 A. Act.16,18,19,20,38 ULA(P) Act stands registered in P/S Awantipora for
further course of investigation.

On 09.10.2017, at about 11:45 hours a specific input was received by Sopore Police with regard to the movement of LeT
Chief operational Commander J&K in village Ladoora Rafiabad. While acting on this input, Sopore Police laid a covert Naka
comprising upon the officers/officials namely Shri Mohd 'dress Wani-JKPS DySP (PC) Rafiabad, SI Zia-ur-Rehman ARP-
109257, ASI Farooq Ahmad 24/Spr, ASI Gh Mohammad 281/Spr, HC Khursheed Ahmad Melia 496/Spr, HC Ferooz Ahmad
Lone 192/Spr, Sgct Bilal Ahmad Shagoo 624/Spr, Sgct Akeel Ahmad 46/Spr, Sgct Dawood Ahmad Bhat 09/Spr, Sgct Reyaz
Ahmad 433/Spr, Ct. Tariq Ahmad 692/Spr, Ct. Danish Ahmad 796/Spr, Foll. Bashir Ahmad Sheikh 19/F, SPO Manzoor
Ahmad 246/SPO, Mohd Ashraf 290/SPO, Gh.

The NAKA party especially Dy.SP (Ops) Rafiabad and his team led by SSP Sopore immediately
retaliated by exhibiting highest degree of professionalism, and bravery and in the ensuing shootout the said terrorist
commander got injured, however he escaped from the spot and took refuge in a nearby residential house.

Subsequently a joint operation was launched by Sopore Police/SFs and the area were cordoned off by plugging off all entry
and exit points. The holed up terrorist commander after noticing that he was once again trapped in the cordon opened the fire

upon the Police/ Security Forces. However the Police/SF's exercied maximum restraint because of the fact some civilians
were trapped in the target house and as such there was apprehension of civil causality if the target house was stormed at the
very movement. So in order to avert the civil causality and to storm the target house two joint parties of Police/ Army/ CRPF
including 1st Party, HC Khursheed Ahmad 496/Spr, HC Ferooz Ahmad 192/Spr, Sgct Bilal Ahmad 624/Spr, Sgct Dawood
Ahmad 09/Spr, Foil. Bashir Ahmad 19/F, SPO Manzoor Ahmad 246/SPO, Mohd Ashraf 290/SPO, Gh. Mohd 474/SPO,
Firdous Ahmad 115/SPO, Sharief-ud-din 162/SPO, Mehraj-ud-din 469/SPO led by Dy.SP (PC) Rafiabad and 2nd Party ASI
Farooq Ahmad 24/Spr, ASI Gh Mohammad 281/Spr, Sgct Akeel Ahmad 46/SPO, Shahnawaz Ahmad 331/SPO,.
Nazir Ahmed 184/SPO, Bashir Ahmad 115/SPO, Manzoor Ahmad 489/SPO, Adil Ahmad 117/SPO, Reyaz Ahmad 338/SPO
led by SSP Sopore were formed. As per well strategy both the parties put their selves in great risk and after exhaustive efforts
all the civilians were evacuated front the target house. Thereafter the cordon was more tightened and the holed up terrorist
was again asked to surrender but he continuously kept firing upon the joint parties. The first Joint Party volunteered
themselves toenter in to the target house for last assault and the 2nd Joint Team volunteered to advance towards target
housefor providing covering firing. Accordingly the 1st team crawled/ approached to the target house and as soon as the team
reached on the front door of the house, the terrorist fired heavily upon the party, but the 1st joint party under the backup/
covering firing of 2nd Party by keeping their morale very high managed their entry in to the target house and thereafter the
party especially HC Khursheed Ahmad 496/Spr, HO Feroz Ahmed 192/Spr, Sgct Bilal Ahmad 624/Spr, Sgct Dawood
Ahmad 09/Spr, Foil. Bashir Ahmad 19/F led by DySP (PC) Rafiabad tactfully sneaked in to a room where the militant was
hidden and while sneaking in to the room they retaliated and pierced volume of bullets to the terrorist resultantly the terrorist
commander got killed. The 2nd Party especially ASI Farooq Ahmad 24/Spr, ASI Gh Mohammad 281/Spr Sgct AkeelAhmad
46/Spr led by SSP Sopore have also shown extraordinary professionalism, bravery, resilience by engaging the terrorist till the
first party managed their entry in the target house. The slain terrorist has been later on identified as Jabbar R/O Pok, a Chief
operational Commander of LeT outfit (category A++) vide PHQ categorization list issued- Vide No.
OPS/Rwd/Criteria/2017/915-30 dated 24.07.2017 at S. No. 65. Arms/ammunition recovered from the possession of slain
terrorist includes 01 Pistol and 01 Pistol Magazine. Case FIR No. 56/2017 U/S 307/RPC, 7/27 A. Actstands registered in
Police Station Dangiwacha, in this regard.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 20.03.2018, based on specific information generated by SSP Kupwara regarding presence of a group of terrorists hiding
inside the forest patch adjoining to village Khanchak Halmatpora, a joint operation was launched by SOG Kupwara, troops of
Army 41 RR and 98 CRPF under the closesupervision of SSP Kupwara, Police search party assisted by other forces cordoned
the forest patch which was located close to heavily populated village and started the search operation of the suspectedarea.
Around 1545 hrs, the search parties noticed the movement of terrorists in the forest patch of Khanchack Halmatpora. On
noticing the movement of security forces in the cordon the terrorists who were hiding in the forest patch started
indiscriminate firing on the search party. Despite heavy firing bythe terrorists toward the populated area all the civilians of
the village were evacuated to safer locations by SSP Kupwara and DySP PC Kupwara assisted by other police personnel.
After evacuation of all the civilians, the assault team led by SSP Kupwara retaliated the fire effectively resulting in the
elimination of 03 terrorists on spot, while the other terrorists by taking advantage of dense forest and hilly terrain took cover
inside thick vegetation and kept on firing on the security personnel. The area was kept under tight cordon throughout the
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night during which the holed up terrorists desperately tried to break the cordon on three occasions but were held back due to
the alertness displayed by the parties on ground. Intermittent firing continued through the whole night. Next day on
21/04/2018 at about 0950 hrs, search in the forest was restarted in order to neutralize the remaining terrorists during which
two policemen namely Sgct Deepu Thusoo Belt No. 705/KP and SPO Mohd Yousaf No. 602 along with three army
personnel attained martyrdom. SSP Kupwara assisted by DySP PC Kupwara along with their PSOs went inside the deep
forest patch to rescue the dead bodies of martyred jawans despite heavy firing by the terrorists without caring for their safety.
The dead bodies of martyred police personnel were shifted from dense forest patch to hospital. The hiding terrorists kept on
moving by firing indiscriminately on all directions and keeping in view their possible escape from cordon during night hours,
the security forces parties lead by SSP Kupwara started the search of the area. During search the 02 terrorists who were
moving in a small Nallah in the forest patch were neutralized despite heavy firing by them. The operation was called off after
elimination of all the 05 terrorists. Arms/ammunition recovered from the possession of slain terrorists is enclosed.
Investigation conducted into the matter revealed that said eliminated terrorists were foreigners and affiliated with LeT out-fit,
They have been later identified as Waqas @ Darda R/o Sargodha Lahore, Pakistan. (Commander), Shuraim R/o Bahawalpur
Punjab, Pakistan, Fahadullah R/o Gujranwala Punjab, Pakistan, Umair R/o Tharparker Sindh, Pakistan and Qari Sahb
R/o Dir Peshawar, Pakistan. Case FIR No. 40/2018 u/s 307 RPC, 7/27 I.A Act stands registered in Police Station Kupwara, in
this regard.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 24.09.2018 at 22:15 hours, acting upon credible intelligence input regarding presence of terrorists in village Nowpora
Tujarsharief of Bomai area, Sopore Police along with the contingent of Police District Handwara, 22-RR & CRPF cordoned
off the area and launched search operation, During search operation a contact was established with the terrorists who were
hiding in a residential house and as the search was going on, holed up terrorists fired upon them and escaped from the
residential house and took shelter in a nearby graveyard. The security forces could not retaliate effectively because of the fact
that it was night hours and all the people were trapped in their houses and in such a hostile situation there was every
apprehension of civilian's causality, if the security forces had launched an aggressive assault. So in order to save the civilians
and to evacuate them from the cordoned area, two joint teams were formulated to evacuate the trapped civilians. The joint
teams so formulated comprising upon 1st team of SI Reyaz Ahmad No. 286/S, SI Parveen Kumar ARP-085601, Sgct. Tariq
Ahmad Khoja No. 692/Spr, Sgct 1gbal Hussain No. 264/H, Const. Mohammad Hanief No. 593/H, Const. Fayaz Ahmad No.
597/Spr, SPO Aadil Qayoom No. 91/SPO-Hdw, SPO Gulzar Ahmad No. 539/SPO-Hdw, SPO Zahid Abass No. 186/SPO-
Spr, SPO Maninder Singh No. 335/SPO-Bla, SPO Manjit Singh No. 230/SPO-Spr, SPO Sameer Ahmad No. 56/SPO-Spr
headed by Shri Tariq Mahmood JKPS-125717 (DySP PC Handwara) and 2nd Team including SI Yousuf-ul-umar No.
29/AWP, Sgct Bilal Ahmad Bhat No. 440/Spr, Sgct Qaisar Ahmad Wani No. 415/H, Sgct Javeed Ahmad No. 179/H, Sgct
Sajad Ahmad No. 3666/PW, Sgct Muzaffar Ahmad No. 749/Spr, Const Wakeel Ahmad No. 670/Spr, Const Ghulam Hassan
No. 677/H, SPO Aijaz Ahmad No. 596/SPO-Hdw, SPO Suhail Ahmad No. 47/SPO-Spr, SPO Bilal Ahmad No. 326/SPO-
Spr, SPO Reyaz Ahmad No. 94/SPO-Spr, SPO Gulzar Ahmad No. 355/SPO-Spr headed by Shri Vinod-JKPS Dy.SP PC
Wadoora were tasked to evacuate all trapped civilian from the cordoned area and accordingly both the teams while exhibiting
a typical professionalism and resilience approached towards the residential houses and took all civilian out from their
residential houses safely and while the evacuation process was in progress the holed up terrorists fired intermittently upon the
evacuation parties and even some bullets missed them closely, but both the joint parties did not lose their morale and they
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ensuredcomplete evacuation of all trapped civilian, Since the terrorists were hiding in a graveyard which was dense
vegetation comprising grass & bushes and it could not be precisely evaluated where the terrorists were actually hiding and
after thoughtful consideration in consultation with the counterparts of Army & CRPF, the operation was halted till dawn. The
cordon was further tightened by sealing all lanes, bye lanes entry and exit points. Lights were installed so as to ensure that the
terrorists could not escape from the spot. At the onset of dawn, the hiding terrorists opened heavy volume of fire upon the
security forces and police which was retaliated by the security forces leading to an encounter. The security forces could not
precisely retaliate as the terrorists were hiding in a thick bushy graveyard. After consultation with the counterparts of Army
& CRPF and all the dimensions were taken into consideration, it was unanimously decided that the security force should
advance to take a last and final assault and as per the strategy,the two joint parties, one led by DySP (PC) Handwara and
another party led by Dy.SP PC Wadoora started approaching towards the actual spot where the terrorists were hidding. As
soon as the 1st joint party crossed the main gate in front side of the grave yard and crawled few meters towards the hiding
terrorists they (terrorists) after sensing that they were being about to assaulted by the securityforces, they stood up from the
bushes and lobbed a grenade.firing, but the advance party especially Shri Tariq Mahmood-JKPS DySP (PC), Handwara, SI-
Parveen Kumar ARP085601 and Sgct Tariqg Ahmed Khoja No. 692—Spr retaliated the fire effectively and in the open field
and in the gunfight, two (02) terrorists both belonging to Lashker-i-Toiba (LeT) outfit were eliminated. The slain terrorists
were later-on identified as Maaz R/o Pak (LeT operational commander North Kashmir) and Abdul Majeed Mir @ Sameer
S/o Bashir Ahmad Mir R/o Tujarsharief Bomai. A large amount of war like items was recovered from the possession of slain
terrorists. In this regard, case FIR No. 74/2018 U'S, 307IRPC, 7/27 Arms Act stands registered in Police Station Bomai.

It is pertinent to mention that the slain terrorists were active for quite some time and involved in various incidents of civilian
killings and throwing of grenades including killings of Mushtaq Ahmad Mir S/o Ghulam Rasool Mir R/o Herwan Bomai
Sopore. The slain terrorist Abu Maaz R/o Pak was A-Cat terrorist while as another slain terrorist Abdul Majeed Mir @ Majid
@ Sameer was C-Cat terrorist.

On 17.11.2017, Police Srinagar received information through reliable sources that some terrorists carrying arms and
ammunition with intention to carry out sensational attack on some Security Force establishment are moving in a vehicle
towards Gulab Bagh Zakoora area. Immediately after receiving information a police team comprising of personnel from
Police Stations and Police Component Srinagar under the charge of SDPO Nigeen-Zakoora and supervised by SP Hazratbal,
Srinagar, was constituted to foil the nefarious designs of the terrorists. Since the areas is 5 to 6 kms away from heart of
Srinagar and in order to ensure clean and successful operation and to avoid any collateral damage, it was decided to conduct
the operation tactfully. All the nafri were divided into three parties. First party comprised of Police Component Zakoora
under the charge of SI Imran Tak headed by Sh. Sajad Ahmad Malik SDPO Nigeen-Zakoora was tasked to lay a naka and
conduct frisking of the vehicles coming from Zakoora towards Gulab Bagh and its interior areas. The second party comprised
of Police party of P/S Zakoora headed by Inspr. R.P. Singh, SHO P/S Zakoora was tasked to lay the Naka at Gulab Bagh
Chowk for frisking of vehicle coming from Nagbal area towards Gulabagh. Third party comprising upon Police party of P/S
Lalbazar headed by SI Reyaz Ahmad SHO P/S Lal Bazar was tasked to conduct frisking of vehicles coming from Rungpura
Ellahi Bagh area. All the teams were headed by Sh. Amod Ashok Nagpure-IPS SP Hazratbal Zone, Srinagar.

All the parties positioned themselves according to the plan as enumerated above. In the meantime after laying of Naka at
Gulab bagh, checking of vehicles and suspicious pedestrians werecarried out and during checking one vehicle Santro bearing
registration No. JKOIV-5593 coming from Zakoora area was asked to stop by the Naka party but despite that some unknown
terrorists who were travelling in the said vehicle fired upon the police party in discriminately and tried to escape from the
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site,but the naka party retaliated effectively and during firing SI Imran Tak Incharge Police Component Zakoora and one SPO
namely Suhail Ahmad of Police Component Zakoora received grievous bullet injuries. Later the injured SI Imran Hussain
Tak succumbed to his injured on way to hospital. Worth while to mention here that due to sudden firing the locals who were
busy with their business and day to day engagements got disturbed and due to which the operation became very challenging
for the security agencies and as there was an apprehension of collateral damage, but SP Hazratbal immediately directed the
operation parties viz SDPO Nigeen-Zakoora, SHO Zakoora and SHO Lal Bazar to ensurethat there should be no civilian
killing or damage to their property and cordon the whole vicinity in aquick manner. Accordingly the whole area was
cordoned and intensified search was carried out underthe proper SOP. During the search contact was established with the
terrorists who fled away from Nakaand in the first instance the terrorists was asked to surrender which they denied totally and
started firingup the operational parties. The Police/PC personnel retaliated bravely. Immediately Sh. Sajad Ahmad Malik
SDPO Nigeen-Zakoora, Inspector R.P. Singh, SHO P/S Zakora, SI Reyaz Ahmad EXK-109143, SHO P/S Lal Bazar, ASI
Ajaz Ahmad 2606/5, HC Bashir Ahmad Chachi No. 690/IR 5th Bn. ARP996943, Sgct. Shabir Ahmad Dar No.850/S EXK-
983980, Sgct. Altat Ahmad Wani 509/AP 7th Bn. Ct. Aijaz Qadir Malik No. 1169/S EXK-111953, Ct. Farooq Ahmad Lone
No. 1680/S EXK-111732, Ct. Zahoor Ahmad No. 3420/S EXK-119680, R/Ct. Amer Yousaf Dar No. 3011/S EXK-125924,
Ct. Ajaz Ahmad Ganie No. 1850/S, .Ct. Mudassir Ahmad Naikoo No. 3932/S and Sgct Mukhtar Ahmad No.327/IP6th, ARP
695541 without carrying for their personal lives reached the target area where the terrorists were holed up and in the ensuing
gun battle, one terrorist was eliminated and another terrorist was apprehended without any collateral damage. The
apprehended terrorist was later identified as Towseef Ahmad Shah S/o Gh. Mohd Shah R/o Parimpora. It is also pertinent to
mention here that due to the heavy law and order disturbance some miscreants pelted stones on the said operational parties
and took along the deadbody of terrorist who was killed and handed over him to his parents identified as Mugees Ahmad Mir
@ Abu Khatab S/o Abdul Aziz Mir R/o Parimpora, Srinagar. It is also worthwhile to mention here that the apprehended
terrorist namely Towseef Ahmad Shah S/o0 Gh. Mohd Shah R/o Parimpora Srinagar was the main organizer and operative of
terror network in Srinagar City managing all communication/ logistics for terror operatives and who also motivating the
youts to indulge in terrorist activities and joining terrorists ranks. Moreover, on the disclosure of said Towseef Ahmad Shah
02 more hardcore OGWs namely Rashid Ahmad Shah S/o Gh. Mohd Shah R/o Parimpora, Srinagar and Arif Ahmad Sheikh
S/o Gh. Mohd Sheikh R/o Parimpora, Srinagar were apprehended. The elimination and apprehension of these terrorists is a
very big jolt to the new rebel group Ansar Gazwat-ul Hind network in the South/Central Kashmir. The apprehended terrorist
namely Towseef Ahmad Shah S/o Gh. Mohd Shah R/o Parimora Srinagar was a. right hand of killed terrorist Mugees Ahmad
Mir @ Abu Khatab and was also a part of his Ansar Gazwat-ul Hind terrorist outfit. The said killed terrorist was a
categorized terrorist having 'A" Category of HM outfit and some arms/ammunition recovered from the possession of slain
terrorist. Case FIR No. 47/2017 U/S 307 RPC, 7/27 1.A Act stands registered in Police Station Zakoora, in this regard.

It is also mentioned here that it was not possible for Police as well as operational contingent to get postmortem of the dead
body of killed terrorist namely Mugees Ahmad Mir @ Abu Khatab S/o Abdul Aziz Mir R/o Parimpora, Srinagar at the time
of elimination under a proper police custody as some miscreants/trouble mongers after creating law & order disturbance in
the area and stone pelting upon the operational parties they took along dead body from the site of encounter and handed over
directly to concerned family members for last rites. The family members concerned avoided for postmortem and they started
abusing and pelted stones on the security forces for which a detailed report vide DDR No. 33 dated 17.11.2017 and DDR No.
48 dated 18.11.2017 was entered in Daily Diary of P/S Parimpora. Besides at the time of funeral the parents of killed
terrorists were again approached by the Police to conduct post-mortem of the dead body in a proper police custody, but
despite that they got assembled along with other miscreants and pelted stones on Police/SFs and damaged the vehicle of
Police for which 02 separate FIR's have also been lodged in P/S Parimpora vide FIR Nos. 279/2017 & 280/2017 P/S
Parimpora.

In this operation S/Shri Sajad Ahmad Malik, Deputy Superintendent of Police and Ravinder Paul Singh, Inspector displayed
conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

In Garhwa and Palamau district a banned organization in the name of T.P.C isvery active and has been continuously extorting
people, preventing developmental works, threatening and collecting levy in the area. There have been continuous reports
about their activities and bad intentions. Garhwa police had been continuously operating against the hard core members of
the aforesaid group namely Mehandra singh Kharwar, Raushan ji, Abhay Yadav, Rajnikant, Chandan and others but in vain.

On the 12th of January-2017, at around 10:30 hrs, O/C Ramkanda PS, SI Prakash Kumar Rajak, Garhwa received an
information that the above named members of T.P.C were moving around in Dhoti forest area under Ramkanda PS and were
planning to target few developmental projects and respective contractors for the extortion of levy. On this information O/C
Ramkanda PS, SI Prakash Kumar Rajak immediately sprung into action and departed to the aforesaid place with two teams
while one team had 07 sepoys the other headed by the O/C himself comprised of only five men including the OC himself.
They reached Dhoti forest at around 12:00 noon and enquired about the where abouts of the T.P.C members. Some of the
villagers and sheperds informed him that the T.P.C members had move towards east direction some time ago. Accordingly
the O/C sent his second team in the north area direction while he along with his four Sepoys immediately left their
motorcycle in the Dhoti forest and followed the direction of group on foot. At around 14:15 hrs. they reached the village
Chauwathtand under Chainpur PS, Palamau district in hot persuet. When they inquired the villagers about the T.P.C.
members the villagers whispered that they were, somewhere in the adjoining forest area in the eastern direction. On this
infomiationi O/C Ramkanda, Prakash Kumar Rajak and his four Sepoys started moving in the said direction very carefully
and cautiously. After five minutes of their movement in the said direction they heard the voice of few people. In order to a-
certain the identity of those people the O/C and his men very slowly were advancing towards the the voice and it was within
next two minutes that they were spotted by the T.P.C. who opened indiscriminate firing on the O/C and his team. The O/C
Prakash Kumar Rajak disclosed his identity and order them to surrender. The O/C and his team clearly heard the commander
of the T P C. ordering his men to surround the police on all sides, kill them and snatch their weapons.

Asessing the grave situation, the O/C Ramkanda, Prakash Kumar Rajak then ordered his men to fire in self defense in the
direction of coming fire. In the meanwhile the O/C Ramkanda and his team showing extraordinary Gallant effort crowled
towards the T.P.C. team taking aid of standing bushes and trees. It was then that another round of indiscriminate firing was
opened on the O/C and his team, by the T.P.C. members. On this the O/C took aim in the direction of coming fire and fired
six rounds from his AK47. Immediately they heard a person screaming in pain and were confirmed that the O/C Prakash
Kumar Rajak’s had hit one of the members of T.P.C. After a little while they heard loud foot steps the sound of which was
travelling away from them clearly indicating that the T.P.C. members were running away. The O/C Prakash Kumar Rajak
and his team of four Sepoys immediately followed them but the T.P.C. members had disappeared in the dense forest. There,
after SI Prakash Kumar Rajak and his team started searching the area. After a while they found the dead body of one
T.P.C.member who had .315 Rifle. He was later identified as Rajnikant @ Kanchan Kumar Gupta the notorious Area
Commahder of T.P.C. During the search one more .315 Rifle, 5 (five) mobiles, battery charger, mobile charger, solder badge
of police, T.P.C. pomplet, empty round, live round of .315 rifle, blankets, electric wire, altimeter etc were also recovered.

Thus the incident clearly indicates the outstanding gallant work, exemplary valour, presence of mind, ability to employ
tactics and leadership quality of SI Prakash Kumar Rajak O/C Ramkanda Ps, Garhwa, who not only had the guts to engage
the T.P.C. with only four Sepoys but also to lead from the front successfully, prevent any loot of government weapons and at
the same time successfully killed one of the area commander T.P.C. while firing in self defense.

In this operation Shri Prakash Kumar Rrajak, Sub-Inspector displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of
a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On receipt of specific intelligence by Shri Kunal, ASP(ops) Giridih at around 1500 hrs on 16/06/16, an ops was planned by
ASP(ops) Giridih in consultation with Commandant 203 CoBRA with three strikes of CoBRA, one strike of F/154 CRPF and
one A/Group of Jharkhand Jaguar. Accordingly 03 teams of 203 CoBRA and A/Group of JJ reached A/154 coy location
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at Madhuban for Spl ops at 2130 hrs. Each strike was briefed by Shri Kunal and then by Respective team comdrs. Thereafter
the teams left for ops from Madhuban, Giridih, Jharkhand on 17/06/2016 at 0245 hrs. T. No. 15 U/CSh. Hare Ram and 2
y/plns of F/154 CRPF first debussed near Chirki Village and moved on foot for laying cut-off according to plan. Team no. 14
U/CSh. Kiyam Rajiv, A/C and T. No. 13 U/C Sh. Mahendra Singh Shekhawat, D/C debussed on Palganj-Khetadabar road at
designated place. A/G of JJ moved further on road for laying cut off and debussed near their predecided place. All parties
moved on foot for their designated tasks.

T. No. 13 and 14 moved together after debussing and thentook a halt (R.V.) at about 0315 hrs, around 01 km before the core
target area. At around 0415 hrs T. No. 13 moved towards its designated place tolay cut-off and the main strike team i.e. T.
No. 14 U/C Sh Kiyam RajeevSingh was led by Shri Kunal towards the target. According to groundreality and tactics, T. No.
14 moved towards target in extended lineformation. At about 0500 hrs 4-5 naxals people were sighted in blackuniform and
with weapons. The scouts of our team shouted at them to stop but they fired upon and started running. They were being
chased just when all of sudden naxals started heavy volley of fire targetting the troops. Our troops led by Shri Kunal
immediately took position and retaliated valiantely. Naxals were large in numbers and they started heavy fire towards the
troops while shouting each others name. On seeing this few team personnel led by Shri Kunal in utter disregard to personal
safty advanced towards naxals while firing. They adopted fire and move and also fired UBGL. Suddenly one of our scout
Balen Harijan was hit by a bullet in his mouth while loading ubgl but he kept on firing towards naxals. On seeing this Shri
Kunal led the assault and fired aiming at naxals hiding in the bushes and simultaneously directed troops to fire few rounds of
UBGL. Naxals on seeing this valiant assault started running helter skelter towards the jungle on other side. Shri Kunal on
assesing situation stopped advancement of troops and decided to first evacuate the injured. Other teams and higher ups were
immediately informed. A quick search of incident place was cut out while a temporary strature was being made. Few articles
including 03 IEDs and other daily use articles were recovered. Blood stains confirmed that few naxals were hit. Injured,
Balen Harijan was evacuated through dense jungle by the team led by Shri Kunal and team Comdr Shri Kiyam Rajeev,
inspite of presence of naxals and looming threat. On arriving at CHC pirtand, Balen Harijan was declared “brought dead”.

Fresh teams were inducted to cut out thorough search of area and to target fleeing naxals. During continuing search, on
19/06/16 one dead body of naxals namely Baharam HansDa @ Gajo @ Pankaj majhi, zcm (Zonal committee member) of
North Chhotanagpur range of CPI (maoist) was recovered at about 1 kms fm incident place in thick jungles with following
articles —

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On the day of 06th June 2018 Seraikela-Kharsawan Police received an information regarding the assembly of Maoists in the
hill of Kuchai P.S. An Operation was launched to eliminate the Maoists by making several teams. On the day of 07th June
2018 when the team headed by SDPO Seraikela, Avinash Kumar, OC Kuchai, SI Rautu Honhaga, ASI Banua Oraon, District
Armed Police and COBRA reached between the hills of Kasrauli and Korra, randomly Maoists started Firing from the three
sides of the hill. The Team warned the Maoists to surrender but they didn’t stop firing. The team started firing in self defence.
Firing lasted for almost two and half hours from both sides. ASI Banua Oraon and COBRA Constable Utpal Rabha dared to
move forward and fire towards Maoists to answer the maoist firing, so that the rest of their team members can be saved. ASI
Banua Oraon fired 17 rounds, Constable Utpal Rabha fired 30 rounds and rest of their team members fired 729 rounds of
ammunitions in retaliation. When continuous firing was going on both the sides, a bullet of Maoists hit the stomach of ASI
Banua Oraon and in the head of Utpal Rabha, regardless of fatal injury in the encounter both continued moving and firing
which complied the Maoists to retreat. Risking his own life martyred ASI Banua Oraon showed great courage, devotion
towards his service in the struggle with the Maoists, to save his fellow team members. For his great bravoury, courage and
determination.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 03/04/2018, Addl. SP Shri Raja R. received confidential, credible and actionable information that 20-25 armed Naxals
were sighted in the mountainous and jungle area of Rompalli, Sironcha and were planning to carry out anti- national and
subversive activities in and around the area. The recommendee informed the S.P. Gadchiroli and on his orders the
recommendee chalked out an anti-naxal search operation. He formed two teams of which he led the Ist team which
comprised of API Netaji Bandgar, Recommendee PSI Nagnath Patil alongwith 27 personnel of the Mahadev Madavi C-60
commando party. The 2 teams left in private vehicles for the above mentioned area.
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At about 10.00 am while carrying out combing operation in Rompalli forest, the 2nd team led by PSI Sakharam Birajdar and
HC Topo C-60 Commando Party comprising of 20 personnel were ambushed by 20-25 Naxals. The Naxals dressed in olive
green uniforms carried out indiscriminate gunfire against the team with the sole intention of causing injury/death to the
policemen and to loot their arms arms and ammunition. The trapped team was surrounded from all sides and were facing
certain their arms and ammunition. The trapped team was surrounded from all sides and were facing certain death/injury.
HC/2276 Rajesh Topo gave an SOS call on his walkie-talkie to Addl. S.P. Raja R. The team led by Addl. S.P. Raja R.
reached the spot where the 1st team was trapped. He ordered the Naxals to stop firing, lay down their arms and surrender to
the police. But the Naxals paid no heed and continued firing on the trapped police team. Realizing the gravity of the trapped
team's situation, the Recommendee Addl. SP Raja R. showed remarkable presence of mind and courage when he formulated
a daring rescue operation. Without giving a second thought to the safety of his own life or limb the Addl. SP led the rescue
operation from the front. He utilized a three pronged strategy i.e. precise & controlled gunfire, perfect deployment of his
police team to flank & defend the trapped police team and to carry out counter attack measures, esp. by the effective use of
the UBGL. This strategy brought to naught the evil machinations of the Nasals and the Recommendee Addl. S.P. Raja R. was
successful in rescuing the trapped team of 1 police officer and 21 personnel and brought them to safety. The police team led
by Addl. SP Raja R. showed exemplary courage under heavy Naxal gunfire and to which they replied with precise and
controlled gunfire and accurate usage of the UBGL. This made the Naxals beat a hasty retreat into the dense forest. The said
encounter lasted for about 20 mins but these 20 mins could have had fatal consequences for die trapped police party. The
bravery showed by the Recommedees ensured that 2 police personnel namely, Recommendee NPC/2743 Mahadev Madavi
and HC/2276 Rajesh Topo escaped with minor injuries.

In the subsequent combing operation the police team found the dead bodies of 1 male Naxal and 2 female Naxals. Their
identification was established later and their history sheet is as follows:-

1) Sunil @ Vilas Kulmethe (39 yrs.) Commander of the Sironcha Dalam and Member of South Division of Gadhchiroli
(DVC).

a) He was involved in the killing of 1 Police Officer and 3 Policemen at Korepalli naxal ambush in the year 2008.
b) He was involved in the killing of 1 Policeman in the Asha Talav Naxal ambush in the year 2014.
c¢) He was implicated in the execution of 7 innocent civilians whom he falsely acussed of being police informers.

d) He was implicated in 5 incidents of firing on police parties and using IED and claymore Explosive against the C-60
parties.

There are a total of 39 offences registered against him in various Police stations in Gadchiroli district. The Government
of Maharashtra had announced a reward of Rs. 16 lakhs in his name.

2) Swarupa alias Aamasi Pochya Talandi (35 yrs), Deputy Commander of Sironcha area Committee-
a) She was implicated in the murder of 4 innocent civilians whom she falsely accused of being police informers.

b) She was implicated in 5 incidents of firing on police partes and using IED and claymore Explosive against the C-60
parties.

There are a total of 19 offences registered against her in various Police stations in Gadchiroli district. The Government of
Mabharashtra had announced a reward of Rs. 6 lakhs in her name.

3) Vandana Kandru Kowachi (37 yrs.) Member of Platoon No. 14.
The Government of Maharashtra had announced a reward of Rs. 2 lakhs in her name.
Other articles belonging to the Naxal Dalam which were seized are as under:-

1) 01-8 mm rifle.

2) 09-Live bullet of 8 mm rifle.

3) 01-12 Bore rifle.

4) 05-Live bullets of 12 bore rifle.

5) Literature propounding Naxal ideology.
6) Daily use items of Naxals.

In this particular incident it is pertinent to note that the Naxals held a dual advantage. Firstly they held the advantage of
having the element of surprise on their side his was apparent from the ambush prepared by them. Secondly the Naxals were
firing from a higher altitude and were entrenched in a drain. These two are a decisive factor and advantage in any battle. But
overcoming these odds and by the sheer strength of their courage the Recommendees Addl. SP Shri Raja R., PSI Nagnath
Palil, NPC/2743 Mahadev Madavi, NPC/1945 Kamlesh Arka, PC/5624 Hemant Madavi, PC/3272 Amul Jagtap, PC/3019
Vella Korke, PC/5472 Sudhakar Mogliwar and PC/5390 Biyeshwar Gedam not only rescued the trapped police team and
saved their lives but were also successful in eliminating 3 dreaded and wanted Senior cadre Naxals.
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In this operation S/Shri Raja R, IPS, Additional Superintendent of Police, Nagnath Gurusiddha Patil, Police Sub- Inspector,

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

Two unidentified men shot dead a married woman in early morning of 21/11/2018, at a close range in the main entrance door
of her house. The two men who were in possession of fire arms fled from the spot on a motorcycle.

Subsequently, police teams rushed to the site and a murder case was registered with the Chandannagar Police Station, (CR
No. 306/2018 U/s 302, 34 of IPC & Sec. 3(25) of Arms Act, Sec, 37(1) r.w. 135 of MPA). Copy of the FIR is enclosed
herewith.

In the incident, a housewife Ekta Brijesh Bhati (38), a resident of Anand Park in Vadgaon Sheri, was found dead on the spot.

Pune City Police officials obtained some clues about the suspects by studying the CCTV footage recovered from the various
commercial and residential properties located in the area. Details like the clothes worn by the assailants, their faces and the
motorcycle were obtained from the study.

The deceased women hailed from Delhi and had migrated to Pune city few years ago along with her husband and two
children. The initial probe pointed out a Delhi connection behind the murder. It was presumed that the assailants might have
travelled frown to Pune city by a long distance train from North India and might return to Delhi from the train/s only.

Reacting to this primary information, Pune city crime branch officials laid down a trap on the Platform No. 3 of Pune railway
station from where long distance trains from Pune leaves for Delhi and other North Indian cities.

On the platform No. 3, the police officials and staff divided themselves among the different teams and started looking out for
the two assailants. One of the teams, comprising of senior inspector Raghunath Jadhav, ASI Avinash Marathe and two others
started checking the platform at the rear end of the platform while the team comprising of Police Inspector Gajanan Dattatray
Shri Pawar, Police Naik Mohsin Shaikh and Constable Kadir Shaikh started checking the passengers from the staircase of the
platform.

Shri Pawar and his team spotted the two men, having same features and clothes, which were obtained from the CCTV
footage at 1700 hours on the platform. Shri Pawar swiftly reached out to them in the crowd and asked them to stop. He asked
them to produce their train tickets and identity proofs. PN Shaikh and constable Shaikh too reached the spot.

However, two men picked up arguments with the two policemen on the top of their voice. In meantime, one of two men
started acting animatedly and Shri Pawar realised that he was holding something close to his chest. The man moved his hand
inside his jacket and where he was hiding something. Within minutes, the man raised his voice and threatened policemen that
he was having a gun with him. He thundered that he will not spare policemen if they will try to stop him and he will kill them
all.

Reacting to the situation, Shri Pawar then grabbed man and managed to squeeze his arm at his back to avert any untoward
incident. He acted quickly to save his team members and people at large. However, the man succeeded in reaching his
revolver kept in the jacket’s front pocket and managed to open fire at Shri Pawar over his shoulder.

The gun-wielding man fired three bullets at Shri Pawar. But Shri Pawar continued to hold him tightly. The firing shots led to
commotions on the railway platform and railway passengers started running helter-skelter. In the commotions, Shri Pawar’s
grip on the suspect loosened and the man ran away.
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One bullet entered in chest/collarbone of Shri Pawar, another entered pierced into his cheek bone just beneath left eye, and
third bullet just missed his head.

Shri Pawar, who was bleeding, did not stop but continued to chase the suspects, who had started running on the crowded
platform. The suspects made all the attempts to mingle into the crowd but policemen kept on chasing them.

Within few minutes, Shri Pawar collapsed and his other team members rushed him to a hospital located nearby.

The other team members nabbed the two after a long chase. During the course of interrogations, the two revealed their names
as - Shivlal Babulal Rao (age-39 years), R/o. Om Vihar, Uttamnagar, New Delhi and native of village-Asarlahi, Tal. Jitran,
Dist Pali, Rajasthan and his son Mukesh (18). Subsequent inquiries with the Delhi police revealed that the two were contract
killers.

In this context, an offence was registered at Pune Rly Police Stn vide CR No.1132/2018 U/s 307, 333, 34 IPC & Sec 3(25) of
Arms Act. (Copy of the FIR is enclosed herewith).

Shri Pawar confronted the two armed men bravely. Despite having bullet injuries, P.I. Shri Pawar made all the attempts to
arrest two accused men. He reacted positively to the situation and averted loss of life in the crowded place. His brave act
culminated in the arrest of the two men which solved the murder case. His act inspired his colleagues as well.

He has a 24-year long unblemished service record and has earned 413 rewards to his credit. He has been decorated with
DGP’s Insignia in 2011. In his service tenure, he has detected over seven murder cases, 168 HBTs, 86 chain snatching cases,
76 vehicle thefts and he has seized 29 firearms. In all, he has recovered stolen property worth Rs 2,75,94,464/-. He has also
arrested 48 proclaimed offenders. He successfully detected seven cyber frauds and recovered Rs 1.48 crores from the
suspects during his tenure with the Pune police’s cybercrime cell.

In this operation Shri Gajanan Dattatray Shri Pawar, Police Inspector displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion
of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 18/11/2018, an intelligence was received about the camping of a large number of naxalites in the forest of Kotgul, under
the jurisdiction of Police Station Korchi in Gadchiroli district. All of the Naxalites belonged to CPI (Maoist) group which is a
banned terrorist organization and they were hatching a conspiracy to carry out a subversive act to attack the security forces.
Immediately, a plan was chalked by Dr. HariBalaji N, Addl. SP (Ops.) in consultation with the Superintendent of Police,
Gadchiroli for conducting an operation in the above forest area.

As per the plan, Dr. Hari Balaji N. Addl. SP (Ops.) along with 47 other police personnel set out from Gadchiroli on
18/11/2018 at 2200 hrs in private vehicles and reached the forest of Kotgul by 0300 hrs of 19/11/2018. He briefed the men
suitably and then divided the police personnel into two group. One group comprising NPC/2149 Ratan Gorgunda, PC/5706
Suresh Tokla, PC/5908 Ashik Hussein, PC/5597 Vinod Bhoyar, NPC/3219 Nilesh Dhumne along with other policemen was
headed by Motiram Madavi, PSI. The second group headed by Dr. Hari Balaji, Addl. SP(Ops.), comprised NPC/3276 Girish
Dhekle, PC/Vasant Atram, PC/5570 Badal Usendi, PC/4463 Pankaj Halami and other policemen. Then following proper
Standard Operating Procedure (SOP), the two groups advanced on foot crossing over a water stream in the forest and entered
into the forest of Nihaykal. As the police parties were combing through the forest, at around 0800 hrs, suddenly the first
group came under the attack of Naxalites. Surprisingly, the Naxalites around 40 to 50 in number had almost surrounded and
ambushed the first group and were firing indiscriminately with their automatic weapons at the policemen with an intention to
kill all policemen and snatch their arms and ammunitions using the illegal firearms in their possession. The policemen took
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position on the ground and were making every effort to counter the Naxal offensive. At this time, Motiram Madavi PSI along
with the men of his squad namely Nilesh Dhumne, Suresh Tokla, Ashik Hussein, Ratan Gorgunda and Vinod Bhoyar made
an supreme effort to break through the naxal ambush. Constable Nilesh Dhumne without bothering about the bullets from
naxals tried hard to break the ambush and was advancing with controlled fire in the direction of Naxalites. While dodging the
naxal bullets, he slipped and his leg was hurt. The naxalites outnumbered the police squad and they did not stop unleashing
their volley of bullets at policemen. The first group contacted the police party headed by Dr. Hari Balaji over walkie-talkie
sets who was at some distance on the right side of the first group and asked for assistance. In the meanwhile, as soon as Dr.
Hari Balaji learnt over walkie-talkie set about the ambush laid by the Naxalites, he at once instructed the first group not to
panic. Then he immediately along with other members began to flank the attacking Naxalites from right side with a view to
rescue the trapped policemen. Hari Balaji shouted out to the Naxalites for surrendering to the police. But the naxalites were
adamant and were shouting that not to let go the policemen and to kill them by opening fire at the trapped men intensely.
Knowing that a rescue team- is coming for trapped team, the naxals in the different groups opened punching fire at Hari
Balaji and his group members. Despite being in a tactically weaker location with a small team Hari Balaji along with his
party men, unperturbed by the intensified attack of naxals, opened controlled fire in self defence at the direction of armed
assaulters. The naxals clearly had an edge over the policemen in context to their attacking position since they hadstrategically
positioned themselves on the higher areas of the hillock taking cover behind huge rocks, thickly covered trees and they also
organized into different groups which were noteven visible in the thick vegetations. The naxals didn't stop the firing, at the
same time increased the pressure upon the rescue teams. Amidst the continuous fire from multiple directions, HariBalaji
along with constable Girish Dhekle and others kept advancing at the Naxalites with strong retaliatory firing without budging
an inch of land. The sudden aggressive strategy adopted by Hari Balaji and the short team comprising the policemen namely,
constables Girish Dhekle, Vasant Atram. Badal Usendi, Pankaj Haiami under his commandcompletely shattered the audacity
of the Naxalites and which gave them a severe blow, they had been thoroughly dislodged from their strategic position.

Consequently, the police men belonging to first group which had been in the killing zone of Naxalites was safely retrieved
without sustaining much harm. Then at the command of HariBalaji, the police men resorted to strong retaliatory fire at the
direction of Naxalites causing them to retreat. Two women Naxalties were eliminated in this fierce encounter which lasied for
about 40-50 minutes. The police could recover two arms and a lot of ammunition inter alia Naxal belongings from the place
of incident.

It is pertinent to say about the Tipagad area where the operation has been conducted. Tipagad jungle area has thick
vegetations and hilly terrain. Many active hideouts are available, vegetation growth is very thick, availability of big boulders
is easy for naxals to make rock morchas and do camping for many days. Because of advantage of such terrain it is being
considered to be the safe heaven of many senior cadre Naxalites, In the same month (November) of 2017, two security forces
were martyred in two different instances at the same area. After these incidents and casualties, the morale of the security
force was completely down in the areas around Tipagad jungle. Security foreces feared that naxal might attack on them at
anytime. In such circumstances, AddI Sp Operations, Dr. Hari Balaji has personally led his lorce and was able to eliminate 2
dreaded naxals successfully from the area.

In this operation S/Shri Hari Balaji N, IPS, Additional Superintendent of Police, Girish Maroti Dhekale, Naik Police
Constable and Nilesh Maroti Dhumne, Naik Police Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty
of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 27.05.2015, inside the campus of famousHamidia 800+bed multispecialty hospital of Bhopal, some muslim youths
assembled near the structure. They started misinterpreting the inscriptions of First World War era edifice on the gate and
declared it a sacred place. Hereinafter, they embarked on offering special prayers (Tararin) inside the structure followed by
Sahri& 5 times namaz. This was an unprecedented instance of offering prayers in said premises. Subsequently, the same
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Muslim youths started spreading false rumors about the edifice declaring it a place of worship. The false propaganda directed
at instigating Muslim community spread like wildfire through social media urging Muslims to offer prayers inside the said
premises.

Eventually the next day, on 28.05.2017, around 100-150 Muslim youths gathered around the edifice. They cleaned or the
place and surrounding premises and set out to offer prayers. Sensing the gravity of the situation and possible communal
fallout, City Police called actioning Shahar Quazi & Shahar Mufti at the site to intervene as voice of sanity.

City Police requested them to convince Muslim mob to give up their desire to offer prayers at the site and disperse.
Accordingly, acting Shahar Quazi & Shahar Mufti counseled the Muslim youth. Strategy worked and as a result they left the
premises. After this the matter was immediately referred to the City Administration. Consequently, a meeting was conducted
between representatives of acting Shahar Quazi & Senior officers of district & police administration on 28.05.2017. Through
mutual discussion a written declaration was taken from the Muslim representatives not to perform any religious activities
inside the disputed edifice.

On next Day 29.05.2017, around 2500-3000 people belonging to Hindu community gathered wound a rostrum with Shivlinga
on it. This rostrum is located near the same edifice inside the Hamidia Hospital campus. The Hindu offered Aarti their but
soon dispersed on the advice and counseling of police personnel present at the site However, this act fostered tensions
between the two communities. Taking benefit out of the situation, a radicalized local Muslim preacher Mufti Abdul Razzaq
Khan on 30.05.2017 distributed pamphlets carrying false information thatthe disputed edifice inside Hamidia Hospital
campus was actually a Kadimi Mosque and Hospital management was allegedly using it as store room.

Through the said pamphlet, Mufti Abdul Razzaq Khan requested Muslim community to gather in large numbers for restoring
the disputed edifice us Mosque again. This pamphlet added fuel to the fire ill the Muslim community and on 30.05.2017
around 25-30 thousand Muslims gathered for offering prayer at the disputed edifice. Taking cognizance of the situation, a
criminal case under relevant sections of law was registered against Mufti Abdul Razzaq Khan for spreading rumors and
instigating hatred among religious groups at Police Station Koh-e-fiza, Bhopal.

Later, on 30.05.2017, at the insistence of Bajrang Dal and VHP, a programme of Meha Aarti was organized at Hanuman
Temple situated in Hamidia Hospital Campus.This was a call for Hindu masses in gather in large numbers. However, only 8-
10 prominent persons of said organizations were allowed by police administration to conduct Maha Aarti and rest of the
persons were slopped at Peer Gate which is nearby Hamidia hospital. As Maha Aarti got over, Bajrang Dal and VHP workers
were asked to leave the campus of Hamidia Hospital. Largely peaceful, they were chanting slogans while leaving via eastern
gate of the Hospital. Around the same time a Muslim mob of around 400-500 people gathered around the Hospital chanting
slogans. There was a faceoff. The conditions soon turned volatile and violence erupted between two groups. What started as
stone pelting soon turned into arson using petrol bombs and other arsenals. In a short span of time, the violence spread to
Imami Gate, Peer Gate, Fatehgarh, Gujjarpura, Lakshmi Talkies, Rafiquia School and other nearby localities engulfing a
radius of 5 kms at a rapid pace.

As the situation turned violent, word spread fast, and the Muslim mob quickly swelled in numbers to 15-20 thousand near
Hamidia Hospital which is essentially a Muslim majority area.Themob was on a rampage and was in a mood to demolish
everything coming their way. They were armed with lathis, swords, daggers, knives, stones, petrol bombs and number of
other improvised weapons. They targeted innocent public, moving vehicles, parked vehicles, poor patients were not spared
and were brutally beaten up. These parts of Bhopal, popularly called old Bhopalis know for its congested housing and narrow
by lanes making policing extremely difficult. Rioters had the benefit ofterrain and familiarity with the place. Meanwhile in
nearby Hindu dominated areas, around 5 thousand Hindus gathered and started chanting slogans against Muslims. Situations
turned extremely tense and could spiral out of control any moment into something touch more serious.

As the Muslim mob was marching towards Hamidia Hospital, all of sudden, rioters turned their fury towards Curlew Wali
Temple with a view to demolish the same. The said temple is place of faith and worship 01 Hindu community since long and
holds deep importance in psyche of Hindu community at Bhopal. Any attempt to demolish or desecrate the same could have
incited Hindu sentiments to the point of no return. This could have multiplied the intensity of riots in the city manifolds.
Thereafter, this localized riot could have spread to adjoining districts of the state and created a deep rill between two
communities. At this juncture, timely police action averted the catastrophe Shri Arvind Saxena,SP(North) & Mr. Dharm Vir
Singh, ASP(Zone-4) sensing the gravity of the situation, showing no regard to their personal-safety, took lead and themselves
fired tear gas shells in the air to disperse the mob. They were leading from the front with bare minimum force of 20-25 at
their discretion. Their courage rubbed confidence in the rank & file who responded with equal vigor and determination to
control the rampaging mob. Though miserably outnumbered, he started firing tear gas shells, tear gas grenades and controlled
air fire to disperse the mob. Hence a major tragedy was averted. Mob couldn’t target the Hindu temple which could have
fuelled riots for weeks & caused irreparable rift between communities. Brave act by the police force under the leadership of
Shri Arvind Saxena, SP (North) & Shri Dharm Vir Singh, ASP (Zone-4) averted huge loss to life and property.

In this operation S/Shri Arvind Kumar Saxena, IPS, Superintendent of Police and Dharm Vir Singh, Additional
Superintendent of Police displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

“A secret information was received that Ankit Bhadu, a notorious gangster active in Punjab, Haryana and Rajasthan states
and his associates, were hiding in the areas of Zirakpur-Dhakoli near the Punjab, Haryana Border. This gangster was runnig
his gangster group by coordinating with deceased Anand Pal Group of Rajasthan, Lawrance Bishnoi Group of Punjab and
Kala Rana Group of Haryana State. He was active in these three states and was actively involved in more than two dozen
serious criminal cases including murder, attempt to murder, dacoity, loot, extortion etc. He had started his criminal activities
in year 2015. Ankit Bhadu was also active on social media and he openly issued threats to police officials. He becomes a
poster boy in all three gangs of above states.

Acting on the above said information, DSP Bikramjit Singh Brar Organized Crime Control Unit Operation (OCCU)
alongwith a police team of OCCU Unit Punjab launched an operation to track and arrest the above- mentioned gangster. The
above said information was gathered from field areas of Haryana and U.T. border of Punjab. The technical and field inputs
further corroborated and pointed out that said Ankit Bhadu and his armed associates were hiding in Flat No.6-C Maha Laxmi
Homes, Peer Muchhala. The information was given to senior police officers.

Accordingly, DSP Bikramjit Singh Brar alongwith his team cordoned off the triple storey building of Maha Laxmi Homes
and raided on flat No. 6-C. The door was found locked from inside. DSP Bikramjit Singh Brar warned Ankit Bhadu, who
was hiding inside, in loud voice that you have been encircled from all sides and asked him to surrender. Despite being
warned several times, these criminals did not surrender. On the contrary, one of them came at balcony and fired towards
police party with intention to kill the police personnel. Thereafter, Sh. Bikramjit Singh Brar, DSP pushed and broke the main
door of flat and entered inside the flat. In the meantime, Ankit Bhadu had entered inside rear room of flat and locked the door
from inside. The accused who was firing from balcony entered in lobby and fired 2 shots from his pistol on police party, one
bullet hit on the bullet proof jacket of HC Parminder Singh No. 527/4th IRB, (now ASI (LR), as a result of which the police
party also had to cross fire in self defence. Sh. Bikramjit Singh Brar DSP while acting with bravery apprehended above said
person alongwith his weapon. DSP Bikramjit Singh Brar again asked Ankit Bhadu to surrender himself, but he went to
balcony from rear door and fired shots on police party deputed at backside, due to which the police party also fired shots in
self defence. While acting swiftly, Sh. Bikramjit Singh Brar DSP alongwith his police party opened the door by breaking it
and at this Ankit Bhadu immediately jumped from flat towards Iron railing of balcony of flat of lower floor and broke
window glass and entered into the said flat. After forcibly entering the said flat, he made the entire family including two
minor girls hostages on gun points. Ankit Bhadu forced the said family to move towards front balcony on gun point and fired.
Both the hostages minor girls namely Avni Prashar and Akshita Prashar received bullet injuries with the firing of Ankit
Bhadu. Sh. Birkramjit Singh Brar DSP and ASI Sukhwinder Kumar promptly acted bravely and intelligently and moved
towards front balcony of flat from stairs without fear of losing their lives and without caring for their personal safety returned
fire from their weapons to save the lives of minor girls. ASI Sukhwinder Kumar (Now SI(LR) got injured with the firing of
Ankit Bhadu and Ankit Bhadu also got injured in the cross firing. Both the minor girls and injured criminal rushed to Civil
Hospital for treatment. During the treatment Ankit Bhadu died in hospital. One of the accomplices of Ankit Bhadu, who was
also absconding in three criminal cases including two murders and accompanying Ankit Bhadu was also arrested from the
fait. During the search of site, one .45 bore Pistol Colt made in USA, One 9MMPistol. Zigana made in Turkey alongwith 66
cartridges used in commission of crime were recovered. A case FIR No. 15 dated 07.02.2019 u/s 307, 332, 353, 186, 342 of
IPC and 25/54/59 of Arms Act. has Toeen registered at Police Station Dhakoli, District SAS, Nagar, Punjab.

In this above mentioned police action, Sh. Bikramjit Singh Brar, PPS, DSP, ASI Sukhwinder Kumar No. 3441/PAP (Now
SI(LR) and HC Parminder Singh 527/4th IRB (Now ASI(LR) had shown exceptional courage, boldness, presence of mind
and acted bravely in the discharge of their duly, without caring for their own lives. Had these police officer/officials not
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engaged such a criminal, he would have escaped alongwith his accomplices and would have killed many innocent hostages.
Such commitment by these officials who displayed unwavering readiness in the hour of the need and who remain undeterred
by the fear of losing their life, while defending the innocent people, hostages and while trying to arrest hardcore and
dangerous criminals and gangsters, is truly representative of a conspicuous devotion to duty. Even amidst uncertainty and
doubts of whether they would live to see a new day, their respect for service and commitment to willingly support their
comrades, should duty call is truly exemplary and distinguishes such officers from the ordinary.

Immediately Shri Sunil Kumar Sub-Inspector and Shri Vinay Kumar Sharma, Sub-Inspector, Police Station Kotwali,
Muzaffarnagar, Uttar Pradesh accompanied by Constable Amit Kumar Teotia sprung into joint action and promptly setup a
vehicle check post and started checking for suspicious vehicles near SR Petrol Pump, Rohana, on Muzaffarnagar-Saharanpur
highway to intercept the criminals.

While Police team was vigilantly checking the vehicles they noticed a rashly driven Pulsar motorcycle coming fast from
Rampur tri-Junction side and the police vehicle of Shikhera thana very closely chasing them.

Shri Sunil Kumar Sub-Inspector in charge of out post Budhana Mod and Shri Vinay Kumar Sharma Sub-Inspector in charge
of out post Shamli Bus Stand, PS Kotwali, Muzaffarnagar, Uttar Pradesh quickly and fearlessly moved in to the middle of the
road to intercept them.

When the criminals saw the police in close proximity both in front and back, they were taken aback and suddenly turned the
motorcycle and towards adjacent Chak road, during this maneuver the motorcycle slipped, after which miscreants sped
abandoned it and then abruptly opened incessant firing towards police parties with an intention to kill.

Shri Sunil Kumar, Sub Inspector civil police, Shri Vinay Kumar Sharma, Sub Inspector civil police and Shri Amit, Constable
Civil Police strategically challenged the miscreants to stop firing and surrender lawfully. The criminals, however, dared to
continue indiscriminate firing in which Shri Vinay Sub Inspector and Constable Amit were hit and injured.

On 24/25.03.2018 intervening night Shri Prashant Kumar, IPS, Additional Director General of Police Meerut, U.P. along
with Dr. Ajay Pal, SSP Gautam Budh Nagar was patrolling in the district of Gautam Budh Nagar to monitor the activities of
unlawfull elements. Meanwhile they received information from Control Room, Gautam Budh Nagar about suspicious
movements of the criminals armed with automatic weapons in a Maruti Swift Dzire Car bearing no DL-2C AS/0404 on
Noida-Greater Noida Link road and these criminals were being chased by Shri Sanjeev Kumar, Inspector Incharge, Crime
Branch, Gautam Budh Nagar and his team within the area of jurisdiction of Police Station Phase III, Gautam Budh Nagar.

Shri Prashant Kumar ADG Meerut Zone and Dr. Ajay Pal SSP Gautam Budh Nagar immediately sprung into action and
moved in their official vehicles towards Parthala Chowk to intercept them.

When Shri Prashant Kumar, Additional Director General of Police and SSP Shri Ajay Pal were just short of Parthala Chowk,
they sighted a fast moving Swift Dzire car being closelychased by a police vehicle from Parthala side. When the Swift Dzire
car came in close proximity of police vehicle, the criminals sitting in the car in a tactical manoeuvre cleverly turned their car
and drove very fast into a nearby service road and got stuck into a broken boundary wall nearby.

The two criminals armed heavily, de-boarded the car and cleverly shielded themselves behind the broken boundary wall from
where they fired indiscriminately and desperately on the police team chasing them with a clear intention of killing them.

Shri Prashant Kumar ADGP along with the police team under his command vigilantly confronted the two criminals who were
firing from the front. The criminals were challenged confidently by ADGP Prashant Kumar to stop firing and surrender but
they dared incessant firing. Yet Shri Prashant Kumar undeterred by dangerous and life threatening firing by criminals lead
the police team from the front and moved ahead fearlessly. The fire shots from indiscriminate firing by heinous, ruthless and
harsh criminals hit 3 police officials namely Shri Prashant Kuman ADG, Shri Ajay Pal SSP Gautam Budh Nagar and Shri
Sanjeev Kumar, Inspector CP Gautam Budh Nagar on their vital parts. However, providentially all 3 escaped injury as they
were wearing BP Jackets.

During this face to face combat with the criminals Shri Prashant Kumar ADG with his team exhibiting gallantry, exceptional
courage and utmost devotion to duty tried to arrest the criminals alive with his strategic and determined moves.

They tactically rallied and fired at the criminals in self defence causing one of the criminals to fall down fluttered and injured,
while the other criminal tried to escape successfully. The injured person was latter identified as a dreaded, notorious interstate
absconding criminal named Sharwan S/o Vinod on whom a reward of Rs. 1,50,000 was proclaimed. Later he succumbed
injuries. During police search after the incident, sophisticated factory made firearms(one AK-47 and one 0.315 bore rifle and
its ammunitions (fired & live)) were successfully recovered.

In this encounter Shri Prashant Kumar, ADG and his team exhibited great initiative, undauntable courage, outstanding
gallantry and exceptional devotion to duty in which rewarded criminal of 1.5 Lac was eliminated and automatic assault rifle
(AK-47) was recovered.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

A sensational robbery occurred on 27.04.2018 within the jurisdiction of PS Daurala District Meerut wherein bride Mehvish
going in a car after her vidai, was shot dead. Car, cash and ornaments were looted from her body. One accused was arrested
while the three others including main accused Himanshu @ Narsi @ Tiger and Dhiraj were at large and carrying areward of
Rs 25,000/- each. In continuation of intelligence collection an actionable inpui was received on 29.05.2018 that prime
accused persons Himanuhu and Dhiraj are hiding in a ruin, on the way in front of Padam Cold Storage on Meerut-Karnal
road. SSP STF Abhishek Singh, present in Meerut for inspection of the unit rushed to that place with STF team. STF Nam
also contacted Kankarkhera police to reach there. On reaching Padam cold storage, SI Ravindra Kumar and Const. Anish
Kumar of PS Kankarkhera were found present.Two teams under the leadership of SSP and Addl. SP were constituted. After
parking police vehicles at safe place, teams departed on foot towards the ruin. The first team led by SSP moved ahead taking
cover of uneven and bushy land from the front while second team led by Addl. SP moved from the left taking cover of
uneven bushy land. Two persons interactingwith each other in the ruin were identified as Himanshu and Dhiraj. SSP crawled
towards criminals and challenged them aloud to surrender, on which criminals started firing on police party from which SSP
had a narrow escape. Inspite of indiscriminate firing by the duo SSP moved ahead with his team putting their lives in danger
and showing extraordinary courage.

The warnings given by the police made criminals more aggressive and they fired more desperately and hurled abuses.
Finding no other option SSP, DSP Brijesh Kumar Singh and Const. Rakam Singh crawled and fired in a controlled manner in
self defence. Suddenly some fires whizzed past next to the head of SSP and ears of DSP and Const. who saved themselves
tactically and fired in retaliation. The second team moved from the left side of ruin, challenged the criminals firing at the
police party and fired in self defence. As a result of retaliatory Mimi a scream was heard among the criminals When the firing
was stopped, the police party approached the criminals. One criminal was lying injured in front of the ruin and the other
beside him.Their weapons which included one 9mm Carbine sub-machine gun, one 32 bore pistol and one 9mm pistol were
lying near them. Injured criminals were sent to Hospital for treatment where they succumbed. The deceased criminals were
identified as Himanshu and Dheeraj Chaudhary.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

The officer was performing duty of Chief Medical Officer. Being a doctor apart from his professional charter of duties he
took initiative to cultivate sources and established effective intelligence network which led to successful operation i.e. OP
Jalukie Town on 05 May 2017.

Based on input received from the source regarding presence of armed cadre and weapon consignment of National Socialist
Council of Nagaland (Issac-Muivah) in one of the house by the 2IC Dr Shyam Sunder Shah, Chief Medical Officer kept
suspected house under discreet surveillance for three weeks through a surveillance team.

On confirmation of presence of armed cadres in the house, a deliberate and planned operation was launched at Jalukie on 05
May 2017 at 1100hrs from Battalion Headquarter, 36 Assam Rifles. The party reached the location and established the
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cordon at suspected house at 1215 hours. During establishment of the cordon, 2IC Dr Shyam Sunder Shah, Chief Medical
Officer spotted three suspected insurgents fleeing from the house. 2IC Dr Shyam Sunder Shah alongwith his team with utter
disregard to his own safety gave pursuit to the fleeing insurgent and overpowered the insurgents physically. 2IC Dr Shyam
Sunder Shah and his team refrained themself from firing on the fleeing insurgents keeping in view civil populace in area
around. Thus, avoiding any collateral damage. Further search was carried out and the operation culminated in apprehension
of nine insurgents including one SS Captain Atum Newme and seizure of five AK series Rifles, six small weapons, five hand
grenades, one radio set and other war like stores.

Despite being a doctor, the officer went beyond his call of duty and cultivated the sources and kept the suspected house under
discreet surveillance by surveillance team. On confirmation of intelligence from his developed source and surveillance team,
he led from front, displayed raw courage and tactical acumen during the operation. For his exemplary initiative, impeccable
planning, dynamic leadership in the line of danger and daring act which is an epitome of conspicuous gallantry.

In this operation Dr Shyam Sunder Shah, Second In Command displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of
duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

Based on the input regarding presence of Naxals in Matla Reserve Forest Area, a Joint Ops “Tulip-06” comprising 08 teams
from various units of Bhilai Sector was launched on 6th March 2018. The ops was planned in five phases with each phase for
a duration of 2 nights and 3 days. Team No. 07 led by Shri Gajender Singh, Asstt Comdt, Coy Commander, was launched
from COB Raoghat, Ex-134 Battalion BSF in Phase-I.

On 6th March 2018, at about 0715 hrs, Team No.07 observed a small group of suspected persons from a distance near village
Nibra. On seeing BSF party approaching towards them, they disappeared into the jungle, leaving behind some items.
Visualizing the presence of Naxals, Shri Gajender Singh, AC after analysing the situation and assessing the threat, reviewed
the ops plan and moved further to trace them out. On 07th March 2018, while Team No. 07 was crossing through a defile
near Ht-692, approx. 1.5 Kms South-West of Village Maspur, flanked by thick forest and boulders, suddenly this party was
ambushed by the Naxals with series of IED blasts and heavy volume of fire from various types of weapons. Shri Gajender
Singh, AC, as a true Commander of his party, decided to lead the team followed by Constable Amresh Kumar approx. 10
meters behind him.

On being trapped in Ambush laid by Naxals, Sh Gajender Singh, AC charged aggressively and despite being fired upon
heavily by the Naxals and sustaining injuries in the fierce exchange of fire, he made gallant attempt to break the ambush
leading from the front and was successful in pinning down the Naxals for a while which enabled rest of the party to get out of
the killing zone and take tactical positions. Constable Amresh Kumar who was behind Sh Gajender Singh, AC followed the
footsteps of his Commander and despite serious injuries, retaliated effectively by firing on the Naxals. Undeterred by the IED
explosions and volley of bullets both continued firing towards Naxals to break the ambush. Brave action on the part of these
two personnel forced Naxals to retreat and provided time for Counter Ambush drill by rest of the team under command of
SI(G) Walkunde Shantilal Devidas. SI(G) Walkunde Shantilal Devidas over the situation and handled it effectively in order
to prevent any further loss to the BSF team by Naxals.

Shri Gajender Singh, AC and Constable Amresh Kumar showed rare grit, leadership qualities, initiative, commitment and
sincerity towards the assigned duty and displayed highest level of professionalism while fighting bravely with Naxals. They
fought gallantly without caring for their lives against all odds to break the strongly laid Ambush by the Naxals and saved the
remaining personnel of their team. Both the martyrs of the Force deserve recognition for the supreme sacrifice made by them.
Similarly, efforts of SI(G) Walkunde Shantilal Devidas in organizing the team and launching counter ambush is a rare
example of bravery and professionalism in the face of grave danger.

Shantilal Devidas, Sub Inspector displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

On 5th July 2015 Cease fire violation was done by enemy (Pak troops) from 1515 hrs to 1550 hrs who resorted to
unprovoked firing and fired approx 25 to 30 rounds in 2-3 bursts at own Army Post/ FDL Badal on the Line of Control under
Army ops control of the 17th Inf Bde, Naugam, Dist Kupwara, J&K from Fwd slope of enemy FDL Raffat, approx. 300 to
350 m ahead of FDL Badal. The area is covered with thick density of Pine trees and thick growth. No. 120902226 CT Abhijit
Nandy B’ coy 119 Bn BSF was deployed on Sentry duty on upper tier at LMG inside the bunker along with his buddy NK
Arjun Singh of 'B' Coy, 03 Kumaon Rifle at own Army post/ FDL Badal from 1400 hrs.

At about 1515 hrs, due to Cease fire violation and unprovoked firing by enemy (Pak troops) from across the LOC, who fired
approx. 25 to 30 rounds in 2-3 bursts at own Army Post/ FDL Badal, Const Abhijit Nandy of 'B' Coy. 119 Bn BSF, while on
Active Duty, suffered ricochet bullet/splinter injury below his right shoulder with entry wound but without exit wound and
became unconscious and fell on floor inside the bunker. His buddy NK Arjun Singh of ‘D’ Coy, 03 Kumaon Rifle who was
on duty along with him responded immediately and gave him first aid treatment. He was also administrated first aid treatment
at the FDL and CPR was given to him for about 30-45 minutes. Further he was evacuated at about 1710 hrs on stretcher by
foot to Army FDL Sangam ('B' Coy HQ, 03 Kumaon Rifle) .He was administered First Aid and immediately evacuated to
319 Advance Dressing Station Field Hospital, Kaiyan Bawl, where Army Doctor declared him dead at about 1805 Hrs.

After taking stock of the overall situation, the unprovoked firing by the enemy from across the LC was promptly retaliated by
own Troops by firing 15 rounds from own Army post- Kinis towards forward slope of enemy FDL/Post Raffat.

Const Abhijit Nandy possessed indomitable spirit could not be overawed or overwhelmed and always remained at his
dilapidated duty points while performing ops duties, when threat was looming large not only due to regular Cease fire
violation/Standoff Attack/BAT action by Pak Army but also hostile terrain and weather conditions. The brave heart, with
scant regard to his personal safety, displayed combat audacity and exemplary courage under trying conditions and made
supreme sacrifice for the Nation in performance of Active duty due to unprovoked firing by Enemy (Pak troops) from across
the Line of control.

In this operation Late Shri Abhijit Nandy, Constabledisplayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a
higher order.

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Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 15 Jan’2019, No. 170809526 Const Anirban Chatterjee of 126 Bn BSF and L/Nk Akash of 06 Jat Regiment were
deployed at FDL Rakhee of 126 BN BSF on the Line of Control (LC). At about 1700 hrs, Pak FDLs Lone Bunker, Patni
Slope, Bargad & Upper Katiya started unprovoked firing from high impact flat trajectory weapons particularly targeting own
FDL Rakhee. At the same time, a group of suspected Militants/SSG troops/Pak regulars came to a nearby hillock named
“Ledge” and resorted to stand-off fire on FDL Rakhee from South Western direction. As a result of heavy fire from multiple
directions, L/Nk Akash of 06 Jat sustained bullet injury on his right leg. In the meantime, Const Anirban Chatterjee of 126
Bn BSF, who was on Sentry duty in the Kote Morcha at the said FDL, without fearing for his life, came out of the Morcha,
displayed high level of battle acumen & professionalism and promptly brought down effective fire towards hillock “Ledge”
on the group of militants/Pak troops in order to suppress the enemy fire coming from the direction of Ledge. However, in the
process of firing, Const Anirban Chatterjee alsosustained bullet injury on his right side of chest (after a bullet ricocheted from
BP jacket worn by him) from enemy firing. Despite being injured, he continued firing towards the enemy. Meanwhile, own
adjacent FDLs viz Extn Fwd, Rakhee, Knoll, 704 and GOC-II also started retaliatory fire from flat trajectory weapons, 51
mm Mor and 81 mm Mor. Due to the prompt action, effective and pin-pointed retaliation by own troops, enemy/militants
were forced to retreat by about 1910 hrs.

Both the injured personnel i.e Const Anirban Chatterjee of 126 Bn and Army Jawan L/Nk Akash were evacuated tonearest
helipad FDL Dadal after administering first aid, from where Const Anirban Chatterjee was further evacuated to 166 MH
Satwari, Jammu by Army Hepter at about 1820 hrs. Army Jawan was shifted to Ml Room of 16 Raj Rif at Mala for further
treatment. Injured Const Anirban Chatterjee was discharged from 166 MH Satwari on 29th Jan2019 and was further admitted
at Ftr Hospital, Jammu, from where he was finally discharged on 11th Feb’2019. His present condition is stable and
performing duties at FDL.

In this operation Shri Anirban Chatterjee, Constabledisplayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a
higher order.

No. 01254520 CT/Dvr
Mukesh Yadav, who had reported back from leave, was also seated in the vehicle. No. 984030147 HC Mohd Yousaf was the
Vehicle Commander. At about 1750 hrs, while above vehicles reached approx. 150 meters short of main gate of
Panthachowk, SHQ BSF Srinagar, suddenly some unknown militants opened burst fire from their sophisticated weapons
upon the leading vehicle No. WB-73-9998 Tata 407. Resultantly, No .04009625 CT/Dvr R Govind Rao, No.120914072 CT
B R Mondal, No. 13082201 CT Samrat Mondal, N0.032546220 CT Shailender Kumar No. 984030147 HC Mohd Y ousaf
sustained bullet/splinter injuries and the vehicle stopped there as CT/Dvr R Govind Rao sustained deep bullet injury on his
left thigh. Despite being injured HC Mohd Yousaf, displayed extra ordinary courage and retaliated in befitting manner and
fired 05 rounds from his personal weapon which forced militants to flee from the ambush site. Meanwhile, on hearing that
CT/Dvr R Govind Rao has sustained bullet injury and was not in a position to drive the vehicle, CT/Dvr Mukesh Yadav, who
was returning from leave and was seated in the vehicle, displayed extra ordinary courage, jumped down from rear side of
vehicle without caring for his life and rushed towards co-driver seat and drove the vehicle safely upto Sector Hospital BSF
Srinagar and saved precious lives of 5 injured personnel.

In recognition to their conspicuous gallant action, exemplary courage in the line of duty and in the face of eminent danger,
without caring for their lives, as well as befitting reply by retaliatory fire and driving the vehicle safely upto Sector Hospital
BSF Srinagar after taking place of injured driver respectively and saving the lives of injured personnel.
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In this operation S/Shri Mohd Yousaf, Head Constable and Mukesh Yadav, Constabledisplayed conspicuous gallantry,
courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

These awards are made for gallantry under Rule 4(i) of the Rules governing the award of Police Medal and consequently
carries with it the special allowance admissible under Rule 5, with effect from29/10/2018.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

182 Bn BSF is deployed for the security of Airfield Srinagar with its HQrs at Gogoland. Campus of Bn HQ is spread over in
approx. 23 acres with a perimeter wall all around. Civilian buildings have come up all around of the campus right of up to the
boundary wall of the campus. On some of the vacant residential plots civilians have undertaken plinth work touching the
boundary wall thereby reducing its height at some places to approx. 2 feet. There exist 31 sentry posts all along the perimeter
security wall. These posts are manned round the clock by static armed guards. In addition the area of responsibility is
dominated by sending patrolling parties outside perimeter wall and also a QRT consisting of one SO and 11 ORs always
remain on stand to mode near main entrance of the campus.

On 3rd Oct 2017 at about 0410 hrs a group of three heavily armed militants, taking the cover of pitch darkness and civilian
houses, scaled the boundary wall from a place where its height was very less by cutting concertina coil and entered into the
campus left side of Quarter Guard from village Gogo side. These militants, while in the process of entering were spotted at an
initial stage by the vigilant sentry of the Quarter Guard No 118115544 Const Rajput Jaydip Bhimsing who was very alertly
performing guard duties in front of Unit Quarter Guard, challenged the groups of three militants when they were in the
process of crossing the parameter fence from the side of Gogo village using wire cutter. In the pitched darkness, the militants
fired with automatic weapons and hurled grenades towards his side. Without caring for his personal life, he bravely and
instantaneously retaliated with his personal weapon (INSAS Rifle). Due to his prompt retaliatory action other troops on all
the Sentry Posts of the campus got alerted to counter possible attack. Meanwhile, Head Constable Joginder Hooda who was
guard commander immediately sounded the hooter twice. Consequently, the militants could not come forward in the direction
of the Quarter Guard, which had Arms and Amn of the Bn. CT Rajput Jaideep exhibited highest level of alertness, courage
and professional acumen while on duty.

Subsequently, the militants also fired in all directions. No. 05254644 Const Mudit Kumar of 182 Bn BSF while performing
the guard duties, fired from rear side of Quarter Guard. He fired from his personal weapon (INSAS Rifle) at perpendicular
angle and did not allow the militants to move towards Quarter Guard. Without caring for the continued fire of automatic
weapons coming from the militants side, he gallantly reacted in befitting manner and compelled the militants to change their
plan of action and did not allow them to move towards the Quarter Guard, thus avoiding the collateral damage to the precious
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lives, Arms & Amns and restricted stores. The militants disorganized and two of them ran towards SO's Mess and one
towards Administrative block, taking cover and advantage of depressed ground in front the Quarter Guard, firing in all
direction, and throwing grenades from UBGL.

Out of three, one of the militants rushed towards the Canteen side. The Magazine Guard (located in the Sentry Post behind
the Magazine and CPC Canteen) No. 118115737 CT Sawant Sachin of 182 Bn BSF immediately got alerted and observed the
militant in civil clothes who was firing with his automatic weapon (UBGL) indiscriminately in his direction as well as other
directions. He without loss of time fired back upon the militant effectively with his personal weapon. No.130829621 CT
Rintu Malik of 182 Bn BSF who was the other Magazine Guard near the unit CPC Canteen, also saw the militant firing
indiscriminately running towards his directions with an aim to kill him and cause damage to the sensitive stores (arms and
amn). Militant also fired few grenades by using of UBGL towards the directions of Officers' Mess and the Main Gate of the
campus. However, CT Rintu Malik did not bother about the fire coming in his direction and took proper cover and fired with
his personal weapon effectively. Effective firing of CT Sawant Sachin and CT Rintu Malik of 182 Bn BSF killed the militant
in the initial stages of the attack and they kept on holding the Sentry Posts. This foiled the attempt of the militant to reach
towards Main Gate and Officers' Mess where Officers were residing. From this Fidayeen, one AK-47 rifle fitted with UBGL
and grenades were recovered. The grenades were also found in his body. One of the three militants in camouflage dress
taking advantage of darkness managed to sneak in and entered in Adm Block and in 1st floor of SOs' Mess (double storied
building).

At 1st floor of the SO's Mess, the militant entered in Room No-8 firing indiscriminately with a lightening effect. In this room
No 871612379 ASI/GD Braj Kishore Yadav was living. On sudden appearing of the militant he could not get a chance to
take out his personal weapon. ASI/GD Braj Kishore Yadav wasting no moment in a bid to snatch his weapon confronted and
pounced upon the militant and a brief scuffle took between him and militant. Since the weapon of the militant was tightly tied
and secured with his body, as such ASI/GD Braj Kishore Yadav could not be successful in snatching weapon from the
militant. The militants getting released from ASI/GD Braj Kishore Yadav immediately attacked him with firing from
automatic weapon from point blank range. Engaging and having scuffle with the militant gave other inmates of the Mess a
reaction time to secure them. As a result of militant firing from a close range ASI/GD Braj Kishore Yadav got bullet injuries
in his head and martyred displaying a high degree of devotion to duty dedication and conspicuous bravery.

The militant after killing ASI/GD Braj Kishore Yadav came out of his room. On hearing sound of firing No. 124400887 ASI
(Radio Mechanic) Rohit Joshi who was in room No. 9 and adjacent to the room of ASI/GD Braj Kishore Yadav and came out
of his room. As he was about to enter into the room of ASI/GD Braj Kishore Yadav came in front of the militant who opened
fire on ASI/RM Rohit Joshi. ASI/RM Rohit Joshi in a bid to snatch weapon had a brief scuffle with the militant but failed to
snatch his weapon and got bullet injuries in his abdomen. He pushed the militant aside and taking advantage of this moment
he returned to his room with a lightening effect, bolted the room from inside and gave details of presence of the militant as
well as injuries sustained by him to the authorities from his mobile phone.

The militant again advanced towards room No. 6 by lobbing grenade. Again, militant tried to enter in the room but ASI
Rameshan N and ASI Rakesh pushed the door from inside and did not allow the militant to enter. When militant could not
succeed to enter inside the room, he fired one burst from his automatic weapon through the wooden door but due to proper
positions taken by the inmates, they remained unscathed, but did not deter from his duty. Again, militant returned towards
stair side. After some time, ASI Rameshan N took the personal weapon (Rifle-Baretta) of ASI Rakesh Kumar and positioned
himself property to elimate the militant.

In the meantime, ASI Rameshnan N held the door slightly open. Showing the courage and presence of mind, ASI Rameshnan
N took position and risking his life, kept keen watch on the movement of the militant from "Door Slot". Then, ASI
Rameshnan N kept on assessing the movement of the militant from close towards the door. After some time, ASI Rameshan
N observed the militant crawling towards their side. Without caring for his life, he immediately fired upon the militant
effectively which resulted into his elimination on the spot. Once it was ensured that the militant was dead, ASI Sinod Kumar
taking all precautions took possession of the weapon from the dead body of militant.

By now two of the militants had been killed by the brave soldiers of 182 Bn. No 042321860 SI/GD Suraj Karan Meena, who
was QRT commander at Gogoland campus on hearing sound of firing and siren immediately, rushed towards the Adm block.
He was spotted by the third militant who had run towards Administrative Block. SI/GD Suraj Karan Meena and militant
came face to face to each other. Militant opened a heavy volume of fire on him with automatic weapon followed by grenade
attack. SI/GD Suraj Karan Meena without caring his personal safety retaliated militant firing, followed him and entered into
the Adm Block by firing from his personal weapon. Since he was in the face of enemy/militant he sustained grievous bullet
injuries on the right side of the chest, right arm and left thigh. Nevertheless he kept on firing on the militant and gave a
befitting confrontation to the militant and confined him to the Adm block only till the reinforcement reached. He was
immediately evacuated to Hospital. Due to his timely action and presence of mind, high degree of sense of responsibility,
devotion to duty and bravery the militant could not move further and remained holed up in Adm block itself.

Head Constable/RO Shyam Singh who was on duty in Signal Centre at Adm Block on hearing sound of firing came out of his
room to assess the situation for passing the same to his seniors. As soon as he came out of his room he was pinned down by
the militant who charging forward with firing from automatic weapon and throwing grenades. Though he was not having
weapon but he did not accept defeat, lifted a Gamla (flower pot and threw it at the charging militant from a little distance.
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As a result the militant dis-balanced and climbed to 1st floor of Adm Block. In face to face to the militant HC/RO Shyam
Singh got grievous bullet injuries in his thighs but due to his action the militant could not enter ground floor of Adm block
thus averted much damage to man and material. This militant who was holed up at Adm Block was killed at about 1330hrs
resulting in successful culminating of the operation.

Meanwhile, at around 0430 hrs, Shri Hari Lal, DIG (Ops) along with his team of QRT consisting of Sh. S S Guleria, DIG(G)
and, Shri Prateek Vashisth, AC immediately responded and reached the spot and took command of the situation. On arrival at
the place of occurrence in 182 Bn campus in the vehicle, Shri Hari Lal, DIG(Ops) assessed the situation and after having
taken all the tactical considerations prepared the strategy to deal with the situation. The biggest challenge in front of him
under the darkness was to locate the positions of the militants who were hiding in the campus of 182 Bn BSF. Upon arrival at
the entrance gate of the 182 Bn, Sh Hari Lal DIG (Ops) and Sh S.S. Guleria DIG(G), enquired from the Sentries about the
situation making use of their vast experience. Sh Hari Lal DIG (Ops) promptly acquired the information from the personnel
of 182 Bn BSF who were in the campus to know the probable locations of the militants whose number was still not known at
this juncture.

The QRT led by Sh Hari Lal, DIG (Ops) along with Sh S. S. Guleria DIG(G) & Sh Prateek Vashisth, AC who were inside
their BP vehicles reached in front of the Adm Block and stopped the vehicle under the porch of the Adm Block where it was
learnt that that two personnel named SI Suraj Karan Meena and HC/RO Shyam Singh were injured due to firing of militant
firing and are held up inside the Adm Block. It was also learnt that Ct Niranjan Kumar who was performing operator duty in
the Unit Telephone Exchange is also held up inside.

Sh S.S.Guleria, DIG(G) spoke to SI Suraj Karan Meena over phone and learnt from him that he along with HC/RO Shyam
Singh are held up inside the Signal Centre. He also told that militant is most probably sitting on the stairs of the first floor.
Decision was taken to evacuate the injured personnel. QRT personnel got down from the vehicle and made an attempt to
enter inside the Adm Block by taking all precautions. Sh Prateek Vashist, AC was directed to approach the rear side of adm
block from Mandir side alongwith his QRT personnel. In order to evacuate the injured persons, both DIsG took positions on
left and right side of the Adm Block along with QRT personnel and provided covering fire through the windows of first floor
to engage the militants. Sh S.S. Guleria, DIG without caring for his personal comfort and despite fire coming from militant,
gallantly supervised the team and ensured cordoning of the Adm block from right side whereas Sh Hari Lal DIG (Ops)
condoned the areas from the left flank of the Adm Block. There was constant fire coming from the Adm block from first
floor side but he did not care for his personal safety and comfort.

As the QRT tried to enter inside the Adm Block to evacuate the personnel, a militant opened one burst of fire and hurled a
grenade towards them. The QRT members very efficiently took position and tactically moved back from the Adm Block to
occupy safe positions. Then the BP vehicle was moved around the building to assess the situation further. After assessing the
situation minutely and locating the militant inside the building, the Adm Block was cordoned off effectively by placing the
members of the QRT and the personnel of 182 Bn BSF.

In the meantime, SI Suraj Karan Meena and HC/RO Shyam Singh removed the AC fitted inside the Signal Centre, moved out
of the building towards the rear side where Shri Prateek Vashisth, AC along with his QRT members was already covering the
area. Shri Prateek Vashisth, AC along with his personnel immediately assisted both the injured to the safer position who were
further evacuated to the Composite Hospital. This gallant action of Sh Prateek Vashisth, AC could prove very instrumental in
safe evacuation of both injured personnel. The Officer did not care for their personal safety despite intermittent firing by the
militant which helped in timely evacuation of the injured personnel. Sh Anil Kumar Rai, 2IC (Ops) assisted in evacuation of
HC/RO Shyam Singh to the hospital.

One team of Shri Prateek Vashisth, AC was in the general area of SOs Mess. Meanwhile in the operational area, he got to
know about the injury of ASI Rohit Joshi in Room No.9. The team of Shri Prateek Vashisth, AC, after getting proper briefing
from Shri Hari Lal, DIG (Ops) kept their position near the SOs mess and in the meantime, it was day light. DIG (Ops)
informed Shri Prateek Vashisth, AC to cover up the target. He along with Sh. S S Guleria came outside and briefed the IG
BSF and SSP Badgam Shri Tejinder Singh about the situation of the operation area.

Sh Raman Gupta, AC on reaching the Adm Block positioned his QRT both from the front and rear o the Adm Block near the
entry/exit gates to prevent militant from escaping. Since he could not enter the Adm block either from front or rear entrance
due to militant fire, Sh Raman Gupta, AC made an alternate plan and without caring his life went to the rear side of the Adm
block, broke opened the Air conditioner fitted on the window in the signal centre, took out/rescued both the bullet injured
persons and evacuated them timely for immediate medical treatment.

At SOs' Mess Joint operation with Shri Tejinder Singh, SSP Badgam and his team of Commandos of SOG with "Rakshak
Vehicle" was there which went inside the SOs Mess where it was found that a cover fire was given by Shri Hari Lal, DIG
(Ops) and Shri S S Guleria, DIG (G) from the front and Shri Prateek Vashisth, AC from the left side. There was no firing
coming to them but on the ground all suspicious cover fire was given. The requirement of rope and ladder was felt which was
promptly supplied by CRPF. On giving adequate cover fire, the SOG Team of SSP Badgam went up. SOG personnel namely
Majeed and Altaf played a courageous role in evacuating the SOs who were held up in the SOs' Mess. Sh Parteek Vashisth,
AC and Sh B.K. Sharma approached the first floor and found the militant dead. Immediately, ASI Rohit Joshi was evacuated.
The other SOs were also brought out using the ladder. But, there was no fire given to ensure secure exit as the militant was
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not known at that point of time. House clearance operation was also led by Shri Hari Lal, DIG (Ops) and Shri S S Guleria,
DIG (G) and SOG team of Shri Tejinder who were at the site.

Further, in order to flush out the militant who was held up in the Adm block, firing of RL(HE and HEAT), LMG, was done.
BSF fired 5 HEAT and small arms weapon to compel the militant to come out side of the Adm block building. The SOG also
used very effective Chilli Grenades and tear smoke shells. This led militant to come out of the building, while he was running
outside Adm block near the temple to take the cover, the team of BSF, CRPF and SOG neutralized him.

Sh. Hari Lal DIG (Ops) carried out whole operation in utmost exemplary manner. He displayed extra-ordinary courage,
conviction and professional astuteness during the operation without caring for his personal safety, he planned and executed
the operation which resulted into successful elimination of 03 militants of JeM.

The team of Shri B K Sharma, DC, 182 Bn BSF, Shri Prateek Vashisth, AC and teams of SOG, CRPF teams in a coordinated
manner cleared all the buildings and ensured that no other militant was in the premises. The entire operation led to the killing
of three militants. Recovery of three automatic weapons, AK-47, one Pistol, Magazines, Ammunition, Live Grenades and
wire cutter.

In this operation S/Shri Hari Lal, Deputy Inspector General, Sujeet Singh Guleria, Deputy Inspector General, Prateek
Vashisth, Assistant Commandant, Suraj Karan Meena, Sub Inspector, Late Braj Kishore Yadav, Assistant Sub Inspector,
Ramesan N, Assistant Sub Inspector, Rohit Joshi, Assistant Sub Inspector, Shyam Singh, Head Constable, Mudit Kumar,
Constable, Rajput Jaydip Bhimsing, Constable, Sawant Sachin Sambhaji, Constable, Rentu Mollick, Constable and Raman
Gupta, Assistant Commandant displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 12/12/2018 at about 1500 hours, SSP Sopore informed Shri Bhupal Singh, Commandant-177 Bn, CRPF about the
presence of militants in village Brath-Kalan (Gund Mohalla), Sopore. After receiving said information, he immediately
ordered the unit QAT to get ready for the operation and chalked out operational plan with SSP Sopore, Commandant
(A.0.L)-179 Bn, Commandant-92 Bn, CO 22 RR and SOG Sopore. The input was further developed and corroborated with
Human Int. and presence of two militants was confirmed in Gund Mohalla of Brath-Kalan Village in the house of Mohd
Shafi Mir S/O Gh. Mohiuddin Mir. As per the operational plan QAT of 177 Bn under over all of command of Sh. Bhupal
Singh, Comdt-177 Bn, CRPF along with Shri Ranjeet Kumar, DC & Sh. Neeraj Kumar, AC was detailed to lay inner cordon
towards South side of target house, troops of 179 Bn & Range QAT laid cordon towards South-West Side, troops of 92 Bn
CRPF were assigned task to man outer cordon, SOG Sopore towards Northern Side and troops of 22 RR will cordon the
Eastern side of the target house. After proper briefing troops occupied their designated positions and all escape routes were
plugged to negate any chance of sneaking out of militants from the target house. Without wasting any time Shri Bhupal
Singh, Commandant-177 Bn, CRPF ensured the deployment of his troops tactically in the inner cordon to plug all escape
routes and at the same time ensured his troops have occupied strategic positions and are in proper cover to ensure zero
collateral loss/damage. It was confirmed by the local source that are were two local militants hiding in the house besides the
residents of the house. Taking all security precautions & strategic planning occupants of the house were evacuated by the
joint troops and the hiding militants were also asked to surrender. Instead of surrendering, the hiding militants fired
indiscriminately upon the joint troops positioned in inner cordon to manage their escape, but strong cordons laid by the troops
negated any chance of their sneaking out. The fire was effectively retaliated, meanwhile troops also strengthened their
existing positions. The militants kept on firing intermittently during the whole night and at times they resorted to heavy firing
followed by grenade throwing but tactical positioning of troops and effective retaliation foiled their attempts of sneaking out.
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Their about 0315 hours both the militants again fired indiscriminately upon the joint troops followed by grenades to change
their positions and taking advantage of the situation. N0.941420706 HC/GD Manoranjan Nath, 177 Bn, CRPF kept his
nerves, used ground features tactically & fired upon them effectively during which one of the militants got injured but despite
his injury, he kept on firing indiscriminately upon the joint troops. Thereafter, to confirm the position of the injured militant it
was decided to form two small joint teams comprising of troops of QAT-177, QAT-179 and Range QAT, Baramulla. Both
the teams advanced tactically towards the target house using the ground features, taking calculated risk and endangering their
lives when the presence of militants was certain. Sensing the movement of troops advancing towards them the hiding
militants heavily fired upon the joint teams which was effectively retaliated by No0.941420706 HC/GD Manoranjan Nath
(177 Bn), N0.991220036 HC/GD Reji Kumar K.G (179 Bn) & No.115135763 CT/GD Ibraj Newar, Range QAT Bramulla
(176 Bn), without caring for their own lives, exhibiting exemplary courage, combatant acumen, professionalism even within
such a close proximity. After that frequency of fire stopped and it seemed that the hiding militants have been gunned down,
the troops maintained their strategic positions despite sub-zero temperature to avoid any loss or injury. Meanwhile, in another
gun battle the holed up second militant who had positioned himself towards Eastern side in the target house was gunned
down by the joint troops of 22RR & SOG, Sopore by using grenades and effective fire. At about 0830 hours, it was decided
to utilize the services of Netra/Drones of 177 & 92 Bn CRPF for intensive search of the target house & surrounding area.
Thereafter, joint teams tactically advanced for carrying out final search of the house/area during which both the militants
were found killed along with arms/amns. The militants were later identified as Owais Ahmad Bhat @ Abu Bakr (22 Yrs), S/O
Gh. Ahmad Bhat R/O Gund Brath, Sopore & Tahir Ahmad Dar @ Abu Abdullah S/O Mohd Ramzan Dar R/o Saidpora,
Sopore(J&K) affiliated with terror outfit of TuM.

During the whole operation, No.941420706 HC/GD Manoranjan Nath, 177 Bn, No. 991220036 HC/GD Reji Kumar
K.G.,179 Bn & No.115135763 CT/GD Ibraj Newar, Range QAT Bramulla,176 Bn exhibited highest degree of valour,
matchless efforts, exemplary courage, dedication to duty without caring for their own lives and professionalism of highest
order.

In this operation S/Shri Manoranjan Nath, Head Constable, Raji Kumar K.G, Head Constable and Ibraj Newar, Constable
displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

Tral sub-division of District Pulwama in South Kashmir (J&K) has remained a traditional stranglehold of various terrorist
outfits. In the recent past terrorist outfit Jaish-e-Mohammad (J-e-M), got hold in the mountainous region of North Tral
establishing its hideouts in the dense forests of these mountains. These thick forests and difficult terrain provide natural
shelter to the terrorists. Conducting counter-insurgency operations in these areas has always been difficult and hazardous for
the troops.

On 10 Mar 19 at about 0700 h, based on specific information regarding the presence of terrorists in Nayi Basti, Pinglish U/PS
Tral, a Cordon and Search Operation (CASO) was launched by 180 Bn CRPF, Army, Civil Police, and SOG Tral. While
cordoning the area, some suspected movement was observed by the troops. Acting swiftly, troops plugged all the escape
routes and placed cut-offs at strategic locations.

At about 1000 h, after cordoning off the village, two joint search teams of Army, CRPF and Police started the search of
suspected houses. At about 1500 h, maximum area was cleared and there were only five houses left for search. At about 1600
h, house cordon party including No 095350855 Insp/GD Yogesh Kumar Sharma, 145312419 Ct/GD Madhu Kumar and No
115255394 Ct/GD Bhagat Vinit Shyamrao took positions and tactfully covered a double storey house of Md Amin Shah S/O
Mohd Ama Shah. Thereafter the joint house search party tried to enter the house, when, suddenly a grenade was lobbed
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followed by a volley of fire from the house. Insp/GD Yogesh Kumar Sharma, Ct/GD Madhu Kumar, and Ct/GD Bhagat Vinit
Shyamrao immediately retaliated and provided cover fire to the search party.

The house search party immediately retreated and withdrew in the cover of BP Shields. The terrorists were firing
intermittently on the troops and lobbing grenades by continuously changing their position. At about 1730 h, in between heavy
fire, the wooden structure of the target house caught fire. Unable to face the heat of the fire, one terrorist tried to escape from
the window. He lobbed a hand grenade and fired towards the position of the Insp/GD Yogesh Kumar Sharma to clear his
way. Displaying raw courage, Insp/GD Yogesh Kumar Sharma along with his buddy Ct/GD Madhu Kumar retaliated the
attack without caring for his life. Foiling the attempt of terrorist, the duo put effective fire on the terrorist and neutralized him
near the window. Later, he was identified as Muddasir Ahmad Khan a Commander of J-e-M. He was the main conspirator
behind the Pulwama attack on CRPF convoy on 14 Feb 19 in which 40 CRPF personnel attained martyrdom.

Meanwhile, on the other side, second terrorist was lobbing grenades and firing from the target house. He tried to escape from
the door by firing indiscriminately. Ct/GD Bhagat Vinit Shyamrao was in a nearby position. Acting promptly, he intercepted
the terrorist and fired at him. Before terrorist could make any further attempts, Ct/GD Bhagat Vinit Shyamrao put effective
fire and neutralised him inside the house. Later, he was identified as Razzak Bhai @ Khalid R/o Pakistan.

During the operation, Insp/GD Yogesh Kumar Sharma, Ct/GD Madhu Kumar and Ct/GD Bhagat Vinit Shyamrao displayed
exceptional valour, raw grit and the highest degree of commitment and dedication to duties and succeeded in neutralizing two
dreaded terrorists of J-e-M. For this act of conspicuous gallantry in the face of grave adversity.

In this operation S/Shri Yogesh Kumar Sharma, Inspector, Madhu Kumar, Constable and Bhagat Vinit Shyamrao, Constable
displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 21 Mar 19, at about 0445 h, a specific input was received about the presence of dreaded terrorists at Mir Mohalla Hajin,
Bandipora: an op (CASO) was launched by 45 CRPF along with SOG and 13 RR.

As per the plan, joint teams quickly reached Hajin and cordoned the target area and efforts were made to evacuate the
occupants, but still the terrorists kept a few of them hostage. However, keeping the safety of innocent people, on priority, the
troops announced the terrorists to free hostages and surrender. In between, a team of 45 CRPF, led by Sh Shankar Lal Jat, AC
rescued 06 hostages. However, one house owner namely Abdul Hameed Mir along with his nephew Aatif Ahmad Mir was
still under clutches of terrorists.

Again an announcement was made to the terrorists for surrender, but, they responded with heavier firing towards front side of
the house, where team of Sh Shankar Lal Jat, AC was positioned. Thereafter, the troops immediately, took position and
retaliated, with controlled fire, to prevent collateral damages. However, after assessing situation, Sh Shankar Lal Jat, fired
Long Range Chilly Shells inside the target house, to force the terrorists to come out but they started changing their positions
under cover of indiscriminate firing, but in this process they got exposed.

Immediately, Sh Shankar Lal Jat, AC and Sh K K Singh, AC along with their buddies Constable Syed Shoaib Ahmad and
Constable Shabir Ahmad Dar attacked the terrorists from different directions. The coordinated counter-attack proved
effective and resulted in the killing of one terrorist and injury to other who silenced his gun for a while. Using this
opportunity, Sh Shankar Lal Jat, along with his buddy Constable Syed Shoaib Ahmad entered the target house and rescued
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remaining hostages. The injured terrorist was hidden somewhere in the house and firing intermittently to keep the troops
away.

The dusk was sharply approaching the area, compelling the troops to wind up the operation. Thereafter, it was decided to
blow up the house using IEDs. Accordingly, at about 1740 h, the target house was razed down by IED blast. Then, a team of
Sh Shankar Lal Jat, Sh K K Singh, Constable Syed Shoaib Ahmad, and Constable Shabir Ahmad Dar along with troops of
SOG and 13 RR were tasked to search the target house.

While approaching the target house, the terrorist emerged out and opened a fusillade of bullets upon the search party.
Sh Shankar Lal Jat, Sh K K Singh, Constable Syed Shoaib Ahmad, and Constable Shabir Ahmad Dar were at the front and
had a miraculous escape in this onslaught. They, immediately, dashed forward and displaying raw courage, charged upon the
terrorist and in close combat, neutralized, the another terrorist.

The neutralized terrorists were later identified as Haider @ Ali Bhai and Hubaib @ Furkhan, foreign terrorists (LeT),
involved in many civilian killings. 02 AK series rifles, 18 magazines, matching ammunition and other warlike stores were
recovered.

In this operation S/Shri Shankar Lal Jat, Assistant Commandant, Syed Shoaib Ahmad, Constable, Keshari Kumar Singh,
Assistant Commandant and Shabir Ahmad Dar, Constabledisplayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a
higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 16 Oct 18, at about 2200 h, an input was received regarding presence of the terrorists, in the area of Fateh Kadal. A joint
op (CASO) was launched by CRPF Valley QAT, under command of Sh L Ibomcha Singh, AC along with SOG, J&K Police.

On 17 Oct 18, at 0100 h, CASO was launched. At around, 0130 h, during search, near Qazi Masjid, team of Sh L Ibomcha
Singh, AC, recovered 3 live ammunition of AK 47, along with backpack. During questioning, the house owner did not reveal
much information and started complaining of chest pain and anxiety. His younger son took him to hospital and elder son,
Rayees Ahmed Hanga, was asked to accompany the troops, in searching of the house. During search, when the troops moved
towards the opening of attic, Rayees Ahmed Hanga refused to enter, making various excuses. However, sound of movement
was heard in the attic, which corroborated the input and ignited the suspicion of troops. Meanwhile, various attempts were
made to make the terrorists surrender, but in vain. Due to darkness, the assault was deferred to daybreak.

At around 0625 h, joint teams, led by Sh L Ibomcha Singh, AC alongwith SOG, approached the opening of attic, with Rayees
Ahmed Hanga, using a ballistic shield, but he again refused and tried to mislead. Meanwhile, Ct Kamal Kishore, of SOG,
moved towards the ladder to peep inside the attic, but Rayees Ahmed Hanga rushed out and alerted the terrorists. The
terrorists lobbed a grenade, on the search party and opened a fusillade of bullets. Ct Kamal Kishore got hit by bullets and fell
down. Ct Angrej Singh of J&K Police, Ct/GD Sajad Ahmed Bhat and Ct/GD Feda Hussain Dar of CRPF also suffered
splinter injuries.

Bullets came raining down, through the wooden floor, and the room got filled up with grenade blast fumes. Sensing the
danger, Sh L Ibomcha Singh, AC, fired into the attic. Under his covering fire, troops maneuvered themselves near the
injured, Ct/GD Angrej Singh, and evacuated him to safety. Sh L Ibomcha Singh, AC, along with Ct/GD Sajad Ahmed Bhat
and Ct/GD Feda Hussain Dar, held their position and fired at the terrorists to contain them, inside the attic. The terrorists
lobbed another grenade towards Sh L Ibomcha Singh, AC, and his buddy, but they retreated to the ground floor.
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QAT personnel were deployed in adjacent buildings. On the directions of Sh L Ibomcha Singh, AC, they opened controlled
and targeted fire, at the upper portion of the house. Then, Sh L Ibomcha Singh, AC, and his buddy fired MGL grenades into
the target house. As a result, the target house caught fire. In between, Sh L Ibomcha Singh, AC, and his buddy moved out
from the target house, and took position in a nearby building.

As expected, a terrorist came out, firing indiscriminately, jumped from the window and tried to escape from the site.
However, Sh L Ibomcha Singh, AC, and Ct/GD Feda Hussain Dar noticed his movement and, displaying raw courage and
bravery, charged towards him. In a fierce gunbattle, Sh L Ibomcha Singh and Ct/GD Feda Hussain Dar neutralised the
terrorist. In the meantime, two more terrorists jumped out from the other window, firing indiscriminately. Ct/GD Sajad
Ahmad Bhat was alert on that side and he, sprang out of his position and fired upon the terrorists and neutralised one of them.
The third terrorist was also neutralised by the troops. The op closed at around 1400 h, on 17 Oct 18.

The three neutralised terrorists were later identified as Malraj-ud-din Bangroo (Category A), Faid Mushtaq Waza
(Category C) and one OGW Rayees Habib Hanga (all from LeT). 1 AK 47 rifle and 1 Chinese pistol, along with ammunition
and miscellaneousincriminating items, were recovered from the site.

In this operation S/Shri Loukrakpam Ibomcha Singh, Assistant Commandant, Feda Hussain Dar, Constable and Sajad Ahmad
Bhat, Constabledisplayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 12 Sep 2018, information about the presence of 3 foreign terrorists, near Jhajhar Kotli, Jammu, was received by CRPF.
Accordingly, a joint search and destroy operation was launched by the troops of CRPF, State Police, and Army in their
demarcated areas. Troops searched all the probable places but couldn’t locate the terrorists.

At 1055 h, on 13 Sep 2018, troops received a specific input about the presence of three foreign terrorists, in a house, in
Dheerti village. Immediately, a joint team of 6 and 187 CRPF, along with State Police, rushed to the site. The owner of the
house has given the information to SF and was waiting for them, outside the village. After reaching the village, the
commanders ascertained the facts about the terrorists and the house. The target house was having a south facing single door
entry, with an iron grill-fitted window. As per the input, three heavily-armed terrorists were present inside the house.

Two assault teams, led by Sh Harinder Kumar, Commandant, 187 CRPF, and Sh Jitender Kumar Gupta, Commandant
6 CRPF, were tasked to search the target house. Before commencing the search, tactical points/probable escape routes were
covered by the troops. The approach to the house was an open area, with little or no cover against the bullets. Advancing
towards the target house could have been a fatal step as the terrorists were heavily armed, with clear observation of the
approach route.

Sh Harinder Kumar, Commandant, and Sh Jitender Kumar Gupta, Commandant, along with Sh Harsh Pal Singh, DC,
advanced towards the target house, from the west. When the assault teams reached near the target house, approx 100 m away,
terrorist noticed the presence of SF and opened indiscriminate fire towards them. The troops, immediately, took positions but
were unable to target the terrorists, due to the lack of clear visibility. Assault party commanders analyzed the situation
quickly and decided to continue the advance. Sh Harshpal Singh, DC, volunteered to lead the advance. Amid raining bullets,
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he along with his buddy Ct/GD Zaker, crawled towards the target house, under the covering fire of assault teams. The assault
teams, moving stealthily reached close to the target house, approx. 15/20 m away.

Sh Harshpal Singh, DC and Ct/GD Zaker took a risky move, wherein they left their cover and took position behind a nearby
tree, to engage the terrorists more effectively. The duo, under extreme life threatening circumstances, charged towards the
terrorists and neutralized one and injured another. However, in the gunbattle, they suffered severe injuries and had to be
evacuated.

Meanwhile, Sh P C Jha, DIG, also reached the site and joined the ongoing gunbattle. He, along with his buddy, took position
towards the south east of the target house. Meanwhile, the terrorists were continuously firing and lobbing hand grenades
towards the troops. Sh P C Jha, DIG, directed the assault teams to fire grenades using UBGL. Accordingly, HC/GD Pawan
Kumar and Ct/GD Puncham Singh fired successive grenades from UBGL and suppressed the terrorist fire. Using this
opportunity, Sh Harinder Kumar, Commandant along with HC/RO R N Swain and HC/GD Pawan Kumar, advanced ahead
and took position near a tree; from where Sh Harshpal Singh, DC, had attacked terrorists. Sh Jitender Kumar Gupta,
Commandant, with his small team also joined them and augmented the attack. Meanwhile, Sh P C Jha, DIG, kept engaging
the terrorists.

The terrorists diverted their fire towards Sh P C Jha, DIG. They opened a fusillade of bullets upon him and lobbed hand
grenades. However, Sh P C Jha, DIG, undeterred by the fatal threat, held on to his ground and retaliated the attack.
Thereafter, a concerted assault was mounted from one side by Sh Harinder Kumar, Commandant, HC/RO R N Swain,
HC/GD Pawan Kumar and Sh Jitender Kumar Gupta, Commandant, and from the other by Sh P C Jha, DIG. The audacious
onslaught, by the troops, from both sides, resulted in the neutralization of another terrorist. The third terrorist also got hit but
managed to slip from the house through the thick undergrowth and maize crop. However, he was neutralized by the cordon
teams of 137 CRPF, Police and Army. The dead bodies of the 3 JeM terrorists (all Pakistanis) were recovered by the troops,
along with three AK Rifles, one Glock Pistol, a huge cache of ammunition and explosives.

The three terrorists were neutralized, without any collateral damage due to the unparalleled bravery of CRPF troops.
Therefore, in order to recognize the conspicuous act of gallantry, indomitable fighting spirit, selfless dedication and devotion
to duties in the face of clear and imminent death.

In this operation S/Shri Prabhat Chandra Jha, Deputy Inspector General, Harinder Kumar, Commandant, Jitendra Kumar
Gupta, Commandant, Rabi Narayan Swain, Head Constable, Pawan Kumar, Head Constable and Puncham Singh, Constable
displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 21 Dec 18, information was received from Police, regarding the presence of terrorists, in Arampora and Shahabad area,
under PS Awantipora, Distt Pulwama, (J&K). Accordingly, a joint CASO was launched by 130 CRPF, SOG and 42 RR, at
2235 h. The suspected houses were thoroughly searched, but the terrorists managed to escape from the village, taking
advantage of darkness and the op was called off, at 2320 h.

Subsequently, the troops again received an input about presence of terrorists, in the outskirts of village Arampora. Again, a
joint CASO was launched by 130 CRPF, led by Sh Rajesh Kumar 2IC, SOG and 42 RR, in the wee hours. A strong cordon
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was laid around the suspected area, by the SF. There was a small hillock inside the cordoned area, alongside a small seasonal
nullah, running through an orchard and outskirts of the village. As per the input, the terrorists were suspected to be in a
hideout in this hillock.

Sh Rajesh Kumar, 2IC, chalked out the action plan with fellow commanders and divided the troops into three teams and,
sensing the gravity, decided to lead Team 1, Insp/GD Sanjeev Kumar was leading the Team 2, while Team 3 was kept as
reserve. Thereafter, CRPF Teams (1&2), along with Police and 42 RR, tactically advanced towards the hideout. The side,
from which CRPF teams were approaching was through an open area and the most difficult one. Displaying the true character
of leadership, Sh Rajesh Kumar, 2IC, led Team 1, from the front, through this patch and directed Team 2 to move alongside
his right flank.

At about 0830 h, when Team 1 was advancing towards the suspected hideout, a terrorist, who was placed as a sentry opened
indiscriminate fire and ran towards a nearby petrol pump, through an open paddy field. Sh Rajesh Kumar, 2IC along with his
buddy, Ct/GD Durga Prasad Yadav, chased the terrorist. Amid the raining bullets, the duo intercepted the fleeing terrorist and
neutralized him in a head-on gunfight. Meanwhile, on hearing the gunshots, another terrorist came out from the hideout and
started firing on the CRPF Team, which was in an open field.

Despite being exposed to the volley of bullets, Sh Rajesh Kumar, 2IC, continued the advance towards the hideout with his
Team. The terrorist was at a dominating position and it was difficult to target him, upslope. Yet again, Shri Rajesh Kumar,
2IC, rose to the occasion and crawled upslope, amidst the raining bullets, under the covering fire of Ct/GD Durga Prasad
Yadav. The terrorist lobbed grenades towards him to check his advance, which exploded at some distance. Sh Rajesh Kumar,
2IC, disregarding his personal safety and life, exhibited great courage and charged towards the terrorist, along with Ct/GD
Durga Prasad Yadav. The duo neutralized the second terrorist in a nerve-racking gun battle.

Since the position of the terrorists was confirmed, Shri Rajesh Kumar, 2IC, directed Insp/GD Sanjeev Kumar to rush towards
the hideout along with his Team 2. Seeing, the troops advancing toward them, suddenly, a terrorist came out of the hideout
and started firing indiscriminately. The troops immediately took position and under the covering fire from Team 1 reached
close to the hideout. At an opportune moment, Insp/GD Sanjeev Kumar, along with his buddy HC/GD Mahender Kumar,
charged towards the terrorist and neutralized him. Meanwhile, HC/GD Nand Kishore and Ct/GD Pankaj Kumar spotted one
more terrorist, coming out of the hideout. Before the terrorist could attack, the duo charged and neutralized him on the spot.
Thereafter, 02 more terrorists, who were firing from the nullah, were engaged by the other troops and subsequently
neutralized and the firing stopped at about 0945 h.

During the search, the troops recovered dead bodies of six terrorists, who were later identified as Saleh Mohammad Akhoon
(Deputy Chief of the AGuH), Rasik Ahmad Mir, Rouf Mir, Umer Ramzan, Nadeem Sofi, and Faisal Javid Khanday, along
with four AK 47 rifles, two pistols, two hand grenades and other incriminating items.

During this most challenging gun fight, with terrorists, troops of 130 Bn CRPF, led by Sh Rajesh Kumar, 2IC, displayed
unparallel courage, without caring for their own safety.

In this operation S/Shri Rajesh Kumar, Second In Command, Sanjeev Kumar, Inspector, Mahendra Kumar, Head Constable,
Nand Kishor, Head Constable, Pankaj Kumar, Constable and Durga Prasad Yadav, Constable displayed conspicuous
gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

On 29 May 15, inputs were received from HQ Chhattisgarh Sector, CRPF and SP Bijapur about the presence of prominent
Maoist leaders, along with large number of cadres, in the general area of vill Bechapal, Kondapal, Hakwa, Phuladi, Pomra
and Mosla, which fall under two Police Stations, ie Mirtoor and Gangloor of Distt Bijapur.

Accordingly, after detailed discussion with Police, Sh Komal Singh, DIG Bijapur Ops Range, planned an operation for two
days and one night. Thereafter, 07 parties consisting of CRPF, DRG and STF were moved out from 07 different base camp
and the op was launched on 02 June 15. Sensing the gravity of the situation, Sh Komal Singh decided to lead the operation
with his Special Action Team (SAT), along with DRG/STF.

Sh Komal Singh along with his troops reached Mirtoor PS and corroborated the inputs from local sources. Thereafter, he
divided the troops in two teams and advanced towards the target area in parallel formation, reached near Bechapal village.
While cordoning the village, the troops were crossing a nullah behind village, when heavy indiscriminate fire came upon the
team of Sh Komal Singh from other side of the nullah, adjacent to a hilly feature.

The troops, immediately, took position and retaliated but it was not prove effective as the Maoists were firing from
advantageous and well entrenched positions. Sh Komal Singh with his team got trapped, in ambush and it was getting
difficult to hold ground as Maoists were aggressively firing. But, displaying leadership qualities, Sh Komal Singh took a bold
and courageous decision to launch flanking counterattack.

Sh Komal Singh directed his troops to give him cover fire and amidst the raining bullets, rushed towards the Maoists, firing
heavily upon them, along with his buddy, ASI/GD Ambika Yadav. The duo, fearlessly, moved forward and crossed the
nullah. Taking a tactical position, they gave cover fire to the fellow troops in crossing the nullah. Meanwhile, on the direction
of party commander, Ct/GD Mahesh Pillai and Ct/GD Gulam Rasool climbed on the embankment of the nullah, to gain an
advantageous ground and fired heavily upon the Maoists. Under the support fire of above duo, Sh Komal Singh along with
ASI/GD Ambika Yadav, further advanced and intensified the counterattack.

The audacious counterattack, by the troops, broke the strength of Maoists and created a panic amongst them. They retreated
from the site, firing heavily. Sh Komal Singh along with his troops chased them aggressively, without caring for their life.
However, Maoists fled away taking advantage of the jungle and familiar escape routes. Thereafter, the area was thoroughly
searched and dead body of one Maoist along with 315 Bore rifle, ammunition, hand grenades, wireless communication set
and other incriminating items were recovered.

This is a perfect example of meticulous planning, exemplary leadership and selfless teamwork. Sh Komal Singh, DIG, along
with ASI/GD Ambika Yadav displayed great presence of mind, sound tactical acumen and conspicuous gallant action. Ct/GD
Mahesh Pillai and Ct/GD Gulam Rasool had also displayed extraordinary bravery, selfless team spirit and dedication during
the op.

In this operation S/Shri Komal Singh, Deputy Inspector General, Ambika Yadav, Assistant Sub Inspector, Mahesh Pillai R,
Constable and Gulam Rasool Lone, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher
order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 20 Aug 19, at about 1900 h, a credible input was received, regarding the presence of the terrorists, at Ganie Hamam
Mohalla, in Baramulla old town. Accordingly, a joint operation, comprising of 53 CRPF, 46 RR and SOG Baramulla was
launched to apprehend the terrorists.

The joint team cordoned the area and commenced the search of suspected houses. During the search, the terrorists lobbed
multiple grenades towards the search party and opened indiscriminate fire. Our troops immediately took position and
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retaliated. Meanwhile, a violent mob, from nearby areas gathered around and started pelting stones on the troops, to disrupt
the op. Additional troops were called in to handle the violent mob.

In the meantime, the terrorists tried to escape and in the ensuing gun battle, 04 personnel of SOG and RR got injured. Since,
the terrorists were at a tactically advantageous position, it was very difficult to evacuate the injured personnel from the target
house. At this critical juncture, CRPF troops rose to the occasion and volunteered to enter the target house to both evacuate
the injured personnel and neutralize the terrorists.

Accordingly, a composite team, comprising of ASI/GD Md Yousuf Itoo and Ct/GD Shaid Hussain, of 53 CRPF, along with
two personnel from SOG, entered the target house, amidst a fusillade of bullets and evacuated 3 injured personnel. The 4th
injured personnel was trapped in the 2nd floor and could not be evacuated in the first attempt. The composite team made
several attempts to rescue him but could not succeed due to heavy retaliation from the terrorist side and the encounter raged
through the night.

Ultimately, it was decided to again attempt building intervention and flush out the terrorists. In a daring and dangerous move,
the composite team entered the target house, from the roof of a neighbouring house. Exposing themselves to imminent danger
and without caring for their lives, ASI/GD Md Yousuf Itoo and Ct/GD Shaid Hussain entered the top floor and engaged the
terrorist. In a fierce close combat, they neutralized the battle hardened terrorist and also evacuated the 4th injured personnel,
though his life, unfortunately, could not be saved.

Our troops recovered the dead body of the terrorist, identified as Momin Rasool Gojree of JeM (age about 22 years) s/o Gh
Rasool Gojree, r/o Old Town, Baramulla along with 01 Pistol, matching ammunition and other materials.

In this operation, ASI/GD Md Yousuf Itoo and Ct/GD Shaid Hussain, of 53 CRPF, displayed unparalleled courage, initiative
and dedication, beyond the call of duty, saving 03 brothers-in-arms, of SOG, and neutralising the terrorist.

In this operation S/Shri Md Yousuf Itoo, Assistant Sub Inspector and Shaid Hussain, Constable displayed conspicuous
gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 31 May 19, at about 1300 h, based on an input received from SSP Awantipora, regarding the presence of some terrorists,
in Ganie Mohalla, village Naner, Awantipora, a CASO was launched by 180 CRPF, and SOG (+JKP) and 42 RR.

As the troops entered Ganie Mohalla, the team of RR faced a burst fire, followed by grenade lobbing. Simultaneously, the
mob started gathering from nearby areas and tried to interrupt the op, but were effectively dispersed by the troops. Thereafter,
a joint team was formed and after taking due precautions, commenced the search of the suspect houses. Except one house,
owned by Ghulam Qadir Ganie s/o Mohd Sultan Ganie, the troops cleared all the houses and found nothing. On enquiring
from the locals, the troops came to know that some unknown terrorists were present in that particular house.

Thereafter, an announcement was made by the Police, advising the terrorists to surrender, but it was replied with a volley of
fire. The troops, immediately, took positions and retaliated, effectively. As the terrorists were fortified position, inside the
house, it was decided to use MGL, to flush them out. There was a double storey house and a Masjid in the East and North
directions, overlooking the target house.
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Joint teams made a strong attacking base on these two high rise structures and opened MGL fire, targeting the front window
of the house. Immediately, the terrorists reacted with burst fire and UBGL. During the exchange of fire, the floor of the house
caught fire and rapidly spread to the other parts of the house.

At about 1800 h, suddenly two armed terrorists, in combat uniform, came out from the target house, firing indiscriminately
and rushed towards the main gate, to break the cordon. Insp/GD Brajbhan Singh along with his buddy Ct/GD Roomi Kumar,
noticed a terrorist rushing towards them, firing on their position. The duo, despite being under heavy fire, by the terrorists,
took position and retaliated the attack. Displaying exemplary bravery, they neutralized the terrorist in a fierce close quarter
gunfight. Meanwhile, the other terrorist, who was also trying to escape from the front side of the house, got intercepted by
SI/GD Akash Kumar Badal and his buddy Ct/GD Shabir Ahmad. The duo, without caring for their lives, took the terrorist on
in a head on battle and neutralized him.

During the post encounter search, the troops recovered the dead bodies of two terrorists, later identified as Jaish e
Mohammad’s Yawar Ahmad Najar and Junaid Ahmad Wagay, along with 01 AK 56 rifle, 01 AK 47 rifle, 04 AK magazines,
ammunition, and other material.

In this operation S/Shri Brajbhan Singh, Inspector, Akash Kumar Badal, Sub-Inspector, Roomi Kumar, Constable and Mohd
Shabir, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

An intelligence input was received by DIG Bijapur Ops Range and SP Bijapur, about the presence of a group of CPI Maoist
cadres, led by Gangaloor LOS Commander Dinesh, in the general area of vill Pusnar, under PS Gangaloor, Distt Bijapur,
Chhattisgarh and another group led by Rakesh Korsa, Commander, Gangaloor Area Committee and Military Company No 2,
in the general area of Mutuvandi under PS Gangaloor. Accordingly, a joint Search and Destroy Operation for 2 days and 2
nights, was planned in the general area of villages Pusnar, Malur, Hirmagunda, Irsametta, Kawadgaon, Kurus and Mutuvandi
under PS Gangaloor, Distt Bijapur (CG). Two teams of 204 CoBRA, led by Asstt Cdts Sh Narapat and Sh Karthik K, along
with teams of state police and DRG were tasked to conduct the operation.

After weighing all the opportunities and threats, the joint teams moved from the base camp at Gangaloor, on 04 Jan 18, at
2200 h, under the cover of darkness. Navigating through the thick forest and maintaining secrecy of movement, throughout
the night, the joint teams reached at a jungle close to village Kawadgaon, before first light. Thereafter, Asstt Cdts Sh Narapat
and Sh Karthik K placed 3 Parties, at 3 different points, to the south of vill Kawadgaon and village Mutuvandi, as per plan,
and moved towards village Mutuvandi to conduct Cordon and Search Operation with two CoBRA teams.

At around 0730 h, when the teams were negotiating a hillock close to their target, the scout, Ct/GD N Durgapathi, of Team
No 6, suspected some movement atop. Immediately, he ducked behind a cover and as he hand signaled the teams about the
suspected danger ahead, a fusillade of bullets came at him, followed by indiscriminate fire of automatic and semi automatic
weapons towards the other team members. The timely detection of ambush and quick reflexes of the team members saved the
day as none got injured in the initial barrage of fire. The keen observation of Ct/GD N Durgapathi had prevented the teams in
falling prey to the ambush of Maoists and entering the killing zone. Sh Karthik K, Asstt Comdt, who was leading the team,
ordered his troops to retaliate so as to stop the Maoists from doing aimed fire and also to buy himself some time for locating
the exact positions of Maoists. Once he located the open flank of the ambush, he alongwith SI/GD Brijanand Kumar Singh
and Ct/GD N Durgapathi slipped from the area under incessant fire to a position of advantage.
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Once the tactical ground was occupied, Sh Karthik K, Asstt Comdt; SI/GD Brijanand Kumar Singh and Ct/GD N Durgapathi
opened a new front of engagement and fired heavily at the Maoists. The opening of new front, at the open flank, dampened
the spirit of Maoists for a moment and some Maoists shifted to cover the flank. Taking advantage of the hiatus and the newly
created gap, Ct/GD Sandeep Sharma, who till then was finding difficult to move ahead, crawled tactically closer towards the
Maoists, despite continuous firing coming on him and rained havoc with his automatic fire. His courage and audacity fuelled
the spirit of his teammates and they too began taking chances of making an advance. The surge of troops sagged the morale
of the Maoists and disorder ran through their ranks. Taking advantage, the trio of Shri Karthik K Asstt Comdt; SI/GD
Brijanand Kumar Singh and Ct/GD N Durgapathi moved out of their cover, crawled closer to the Maoists positions and in a
close quarter battle gunned down a Maoist. The falling of defense at the flank and continued advance of the troops from two
directions and sustaining of bullet injuries by some of the cadres dampened the morale of Maoists and forced them to make a
hasty retreat using intermittent fire. The pursuit by Sh Karthik K, Asstt Comdt and his small team continued for 1 km,
courageously, despite retaliatory shots coming from the Maoists.

During re-organization and post encounter search, troops recovered 2 dead bodies of CPI Maoist, in black military uniform,
viz Oram Kranti @ Shanti Punem @ Karna (23 yrs, Female) r/o of village Savnar, an armed CPI (Maoist) cadre working in
Military Coy No 2 and Dodi Budhram @ Raju Hemla @ Sudhra (23 yrs, Male) r/o village Savnar, LOS commander and
member of Gangaloor Area Committee, along with one .303 Rifle, one 12 Bore Gun, one Pistol, ammunition and other
incriminating items. Several blood spots were also noticed at the encounter site and on the route of escape, which indicated
that many more Maoists were injured during the fierce encounter.

Sh Karthik K, Asstt Comdt of 204 CoBRA, displayed exceptional leadership qualities, raw grit and physical courage risking
his life, in the face of grave risk, in neutralizing the Maoists and recovery of arms, ammunition and other incriminating
material from the scene. Undaunted by the strong offensive of the Maoists, he stood the ground, led his troops from the front
and continued to fire leaving the Maoists with no option but to flee leaving behind their dead cadres. Likewise, SI/GD
Brijanand Kumar Singh and Ct/GD Sandeep Sharma and Ct/GD N Durgapathi displayed their sharp observation, selfless
attitude and incomparable bravery at right time and saved the lives of their team. In exhibiting most conspicuous gallantry,
indomitable fighting spirit, and selfless dedication, in the face of clear and imminent danger to life.

In this operation S/Shri Naraganti Durgapathi, Constable, Karthik K, Assistant Commandant, Brijanand Kumar Singh, Sub-
Inspector and Sandeep Sharma, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

The security of Jammu—Srinagar National Highway 44 from milestone 269.2 (Barsoo) to milestone 285 (Lasjan) has been
assigned to 110 CRPF. As this area of Pulwama District is highly infested with terrorist activities, the Road Opening Party
(ROP) of 110 CRPF thoroughly checked National Highway-44 and secured the National Highway 44 by placing the pickets
at designated places in the area of responsibility, as per practice in vogue, on 14 Feb 19.

At about 1510 h, a convoy of CRPF vehicles coming from Jammu to Srinagar entered the area, under the AOR of 110 CRPF.
When the convoy reached at milestone 272, near the B.S.N.L tower at Lethpora, Pulwama ASI/GD Mohan Lal of 110 Bn
CRPF, who was performing the duties of Picket Commander of the Road Opening Party, came down to the National
Highway-44, from the top of an adjoining small hillock. He was keeping a sharp vigil on the activities around him, on the
highway. After the passage of a few vehicles of the convoy, he noticed a civil car, running alongside the convoy and trying to
enter between the convoy vehicles, instead of running in the other lane, along with other civilian vehicles.

ASI/GD Mohan Lal sensed something suspicious and without losing a moment, rushed towards the divider to stop the
suspicious vehicle. He jumped on the road, crossing divider and signalled the civil car to stop, but the car did not stop.
ASI/GD Mohan Lal, without caring for his life, chased the car to stop, but could not match the car’s speed. Ultimately,
finding no other option, he pointed the muzzle of his AK-47 towards the car, anticipating imminent danger as the car
continued to run between CRPF convoy vehicles. He fired towards the suspicious car to stop, but the car rammed into a
nearby running CRPF bus, and a huge blast took place.
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The car was laden with huge explosive and caused a massive impact, as a result, the convoy bus was blown up in the air,
burnt and completely damaged. All the 39 transients including escort party of the convoy got martyred. ASI/GD Mohan Lal
of 110 Bn CRPF, despite his best attempts, could prevent the incident, but also caught in the blast impact and attained
martyrdom. The suicide bomber who detonated the car was also killed in the blast and his body could not be
recovered/identified.

ASI/GD Mohan Lal of 110 Bn CRPF displayed the highest degree of courage and did not hesitate to put his life in the line of
duty. Though in the short spell of time his prudent and quick decision could not save the precious lives of CRPF soldiers, he
had set an example of integrity and allegiance towards the duty.

In this operation Late Shri Mohan Lal, Assistant Sub Inspector displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of
duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 23 June 2019, based on a specific input from SSP Shopian, regarding the presence of 3-4 terrorists in vill Panzer and
Dhamdora, PS & Distt Shopian, an operation was launched by 14 CRPF, SOG and 44 RR.

Around 0200 h, joint troops reached the target area and cordoned the suspected orchard. Joint teams were formed and during
the search, the terrorists opened indiscriminate fire. Using fire and move tactics, the terrorists tried to break the cordon and
flee from the site. The troops retaliated and prevented them to escape. Finding themselves encircled, the terrorists increased
the volume of fire and moved in different directions.

One terrorist approached the point, where CTT of 14 CRPF was in position. Ct/GD Sonu Goutam and his buddy Ct/GD
Sanjeev Kumar were observing movement of the terrorists, through Night Vision Device (NVD). Holding on to their nerves,
the duo allowed the terrorist to come closer and waited for the right opportunity to strike. But, somehow, the terrorist sensed
their presence and tried to flee, firing indiscriminately. Immediately, Ct/GD Sonu Goutam and Ct/GD Sanjeev Kumar,
dashed forward and charged towards the terrorist, amidst the raining bullets. In a close quarter battle, the duo gunned down
the terrorist.

Since, it was dark and the exact position of terrorists could not be located, the search was halted and the troops waited for the
first light. In the morning, around 0500 h, during the search, the terrorists again opened heavy fire from one corner of the
orchard. The troops retaliated and an exchange of fire broke out, which lasted for about 02 hours.

During the post encounter search, the troops recovered the 04 dead bodies of the terrorists of AGuH: identified as Showkat
Ahmad Mir @ Arshad; Azad Ahmad; Ghulam Hassan Mir and Suhail Ahmad along with arms and ammunition.

In this operation, Ct/GD Sonu Goutam and Ct/GD Sanjeev Kumar displayed extraordinary valour, tactical skills, raw grit and
unflinching commitment to duty, in a head-on gunfight, with terrorists and neutralized one of them.

In this operation S/Shri Sonu Goutam, Constable and Sanjeev Kumar, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage
and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 20 Jan 20, a team of 55 RR from COB Wachi left for area domination cum search in Wachi vill. There were general
inputs about presence of terrorists in this area since last few days. During this exercise, a soldier of RR team saw food being
cooked in large quantity at Md Sultan Reshi’s house. Casually he asked the lady that, they will also have their lunch at that
house. Coincidently three terrorists who were hiding in the same house waiting for withdrawal of the force, on hearing the
comment of the soldier to have lunch together became fearful of getting noticed. Trying to escape, the terrorists jumped out
from the building and opened indiscriminate fire on the RR team. The RR team retaliated and engaged the terrorists. These
gun shots were heard by company commander of B/52 CRPF who was half a km away and he informed 2 IC of 178 CRPF.
Immediately CTT 178 CRPF under command Sh Sanjeev Kumar Singh, 2 IC and Commandant 178 CRPF alongwith his
protection left to the place.

By the time the teams of 178 CRPF reached, two terrorists had been killed. The third terrorist had positioned himself in
undulating ground and was firing intermittently on the security forces. As other teams were still on the way, it was decided to
position CTT of 178 CRPF on the adjacent high ground and try to engage the terrorist. The team moved on this plateau
outside of the cordon and was positioned tactically to engage the terrorist.

CTT of 178 CRPF moved to its positions carefully in a planned manner and Ct/GD Sukhjinder Singh and Ct/GD Joni Kumar
were tasked to stalk the hidden terrorist. The other team member laid down intermittent fire towards the terrorist hiding in the
undulating ground which had a screen of tin shed on one side. Ct/GD Sukhjinder Singh and Ct/GD Joni Kumar crawled
through the snow covered ground using the lie of the land to escape detection by the terrorist. As soon as they were in a
position to engage him and had a clear field of fire, the covering fire by CTT of 178 CRPF was stopped. They were able to
get close to the hidden terrorist and engage him in an exchange of fire at very close range, in which the terrorist was killed.

During search, three dead bodies of terrorists were recovered from the encounter site. They were identified as Waseem
Ahmad Wani @ Ibrahim Bhai, (Distt Commander HM, Cat A) S/o Md Amin Wani, of Urpora, Nagbal, Adil Basheer Sheikh
@ Waleed Bhai, (HM Cat B) S/o Basheer Ahmad Sheikh of Zainapora and Md Aamir Dar, (HM, Cat C) S/o Abdul Rahman
Dar, vill Bemnipora, PS and Distt Shopian besides recovery of 02 AK 56 rifles, 01 SLR, 04 AK magazines 95 AK 56 rounds
(45 Indian and 50 Pakistani), 01 SLR magazine, 40 SLR rounds other materials from the encounter site.

This encounter was judged a huge success for the security forces as the killing of district commander of HM Waseem Ahmad
Wani @ Ibrahim Bhai gave a big setback to HM. Ex SPO Adil Basheer Sheikh had big nuisance value being a local from
Zainapora and having served at PS Zainapora. He had decamped with 7 AK 47 from Wachi MLA residence at Srinagar
where he was deployed. Adil Basheer Sheikh was well aware of the camp layouts of PS Zainapora, SOG and 178 CRPF HQr
where he had been visiting officially with his team when serving in the Police.

In this operation S/Shri Sukhjinder Singh, Constable and Joni Kumar, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage
and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 12 Jan 20, on receipt of a specific input from SSP Awantipora regarding the presence of dreaded terrorist commander
Umar Fayaz Lone @ Hamad Khan of HM Outfit along with his two associates in the Gujjar Basti Nagbal (Gulshanpora) PS
Tral, a joint CASO was launched by troops of 180 CRPF, 42 RR and Civil Police/SOG, Tral.

Initially, one party of 42 RR cordoned the Gujjar Basti of village Nagabal. Meanwhile, C coy of 180 CRPF, under command
Sh Velat Ram Dangi, AC and SOG Tral also reached on the site, at about 0500 h and strengthened inner cordon. After
cordoning the target area, two joint search parties comprising of selected personnel of CRPF, 42 RR and JKP/SOG were
formed. First party u/c Sh Velat Ram Dangi, AC started the search from North-West side and second search party u/c Sh
Ravinder Kumar, 2-1/C, 180 CRPF, started search from North-East side with a team of 42 RR.

During the search, some suspicious movement was noticed by Ct/GD Shyam Singh Tomar in a single storey building. Two
more houses were located adjacent to this building. After a while, 3 suspects out of which 2 holding weapons came out from
the target house and ran in zig-zag manner towards uphill and hid in the nearby houses. They were asked to surrender but in
vain, as one terrorist opened indiscriminate fire towards second search party. Troops successfully retaliated the attack. After a
while firing stopped from both sides.

Field commander assessed the situation and directed the 2nd search party to advance towards the target house under covering
fire of the first search party. On seeing the movement of SFs, terrorists lobbed hand grenades towards them and started firing
indiscriminately. SFs effectively retaliated the attack. After a brief exchange of fire, firing again stopped. After some time,
suddenly one terrorist rushed out from the one target house towards the nearby house by indiscriminate firing towards the SF.
Ct/GD Shyam Singh Tomar, positioned in the inner cordon sensed the move of terrorist and fired on the terrorist, neutralizing
him on the spot. Meanwhile, the remaining two terrorists changed their position and took shelter in the adjacent houses.

Thereafter, Sh Velat Ram Dangi, AC was directed to start the search from North West side where the second terrorist was
hiding. Displaying outstanding leadership skills, commitment, and tactical prudence, he advanced swiftly towards the target
house along with his buddies Ct/GD Sorthiya Kalpesh Kumar Vallaba Bhai and Ct/GD Kailash Pati Bera under cover fire of
second search party. As they were about to reach the target house, the terrorist lobbed hand grenades towards the troops, from
the window of the house. Sh Velat Ram Dangi, AC and his team responded sharply and took cover behind the nearby stone
wall.

At an opportune moment, Sh Velat Ram Dangi, AC advanced tactically with Ct/GD Sorthiya Kalpesh Kumar Vallaba Bhai
and directed Ct/GD Kailash Pati Bera to give them covering fire. Using the fire and move tactics, they reached behind the
adjacent house of the target and took position behind a stone wall. Troops waited for the terrorist to come out from the target
house. After a lull, the terrorist again lobbed a grenade and fired a volley of fire towards the SFs position and rushed towards
the body of first slain terrorist, lying on the ground. Using the opportunity, Sh Velat Ram Dangi, AC, Ct/GD Sorthiya
Kalpesh Kumar Vallaba Bhai and Ct/GD Kailash Pati Bera charged towards the terrorist, without caring for their lives and
neutralized him on the spot.

The SFs resumed search of remaining houses one by one towards the position of the third terrorist when the third terrorist
opened indiscriminate fire towards them. Troops retaliated the attack using MGL and CGRL firing. In the exchange of firing,
the wall of the target house was damaged. Ultimately, the terrorist jumped outside from the window with indiscriminate
firing. The joint team of 42 RR, CRPF and SOG retaliated the attack and neutralized the terrorist.

During the search, all the 3 dead bodies of dreaded terrorists were recovered and later identified as Umar Fayaz Lone @
Hamad Khan s/o Fayaz Ahmad Lone r/o Vill Seer PS Tral {CAT-A}, Adil Bashir Mir s/o Bashir Ahmad Mir r/o Maanghama
u/ps-Tral {CAT-B} and Faizan Hamid Bhat s/o Abdul Hamid Bhat, r/o Mandoora u/ps-Tral {CAT-C} besides recovery of
2 AK Rifles, 4 AK Mag, 1 SLR Rifle, 1 SLR Mag, 20 AK rounds and 5 SLR rounds.

In this operation S/Shri Velat Ram Dangi, Assistant Commandant, Shyam Singh Tomar, Constable, Sorthiya Kalpesh Kumar
Vallabh Bhai, Constable and Kailash Pati Bera, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a
higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

A lot of Intelligence inputs were being received regarding the attack on Security Forces and establishments in Srinagar, by
terrorists of Jaish-e-Mohd, during 70th Republic Day celebrations. On 25 Jan 19, at about 2300 h, a technical input was
received from SOG JKP, Srinagar regarding the presence of “JeM” terrorist in the general area of Sarandhi Colony,
Khanmoh under PS Pantha Chowk, Srinagar J&K. Based on technical input, a CASO was planned and launched by Valley
QAT CRPF, SOG JKP and 50 RR.

Troops reached in the general area of Khanmoh, Srinagar and laid a strong cordon around the suspected houses. During the
search of a suspected house, belonging to Javed Ahmed Mir S/O Abdul Rahman Mir, SF recovered a mobile phone, being
used by terrorists for communication. Javed Ahmed Mir was questioned by JKP and he confessed about providing shelter to
two terrorists in a nearby house. Accordingly, troops advanced towards that house and commenced search during which they
found blades, shaving kit, and some strands of hair. After that, the shop of Javed Ahmed Mir, who is a tailor by profession,
was also searched. During the search, troops recovered 30 Electric Detonator No 33, 2 Pouches and 1 Combat uniform which
further corroborated the inputs received. After this, Javed Ahmed Mir was again questioned by JKP and he admitted that he
had provided shelter to 2 terrorists in another house which was around 500 meters from his residence.

Accordingly, the cordon was re-laid around the suspected house at around 0300 h on 26 Jan 19. The civilians around the
target house were shifted to a safe location and terrorists were asked to surrender, but they did not come out of the house.
Thereafter, SI/GD Rambol Kumar with his buddy Ct/GD Surya Prakash fired Tear Smoke Long Range Shells inside the
target house. Meanwhile, Ct/GD Susheel Kumar, Ct/GD Vijay Singh and Ct/GD Sonu crawled to the back side window of
the house and threw stun grenades, inside the house. Terrorists neither came out from the house nor responded, through
firing.

Adopting the last resort, the party commanders decided to launch room clearance operation to flush out the terrorists. A joint
room clearance team consisting of Ct/GD Sonu, Ct/GD Vijay Singh, SI/GD Rambol Kumar, Ct/GD Surya Prakash,
Ct/GD Susheel Kumar, Sh Abhinav Bhushan 2 IC, Sh Naresh Kumar, Asstt Comdt and Sh L Ibomcha Singh, Asstt Comdt
from Valley QAT and one buddy pair from 50 RR was formed.

The room clearance team approached the house and entered through the main gate. Ct/GD Sonu was in the front with Bullet
Proof Shield. The Team cautiously entered the house and cleared 1st room, in the left side. After searching the 1st left room,
SI/GD Rambol Kumar and Ct/GD Surya Prakash with Ct/GD Susheel Kumar entered another room to clear it. Meanwhile,
after searching the 2nd room, towards the right side, Ct/GD Sonu and Ct/GD Vijay Singh come out in the corridor, when,
suddenly the terrorist threw a grenade in the corridor, followed by indiscriminate fire, from the kitchen room. The grenade
blasted close to Ct/GD Sonu and Ct/GD Vijay Singh. The duo, displaying sharp reflexes not only saved themselves but also
fired towards the terrorist. In between, another grenade was lobbed by the terrorists, in the corridor, resulted into the injury to
Ct/GD Sonu on his left cheek and left leg and filled the corridor with smoke/dust. Ct/GD Vijay Singh and Ct/GD Sonu took
kneeling position and kept on firing towards the terrorists.

Meanwhile, SI/GD Rambol Kumar, Ct/GD Surya Prakash and Ct/GD Susheel Kumar came out in the corridor, from the room
and fired on the terrorists. The bullets of the trio were passing just above the head of Ct/GD Sonu and Ct/GD Vijay Singh.
Taking advantage of the cover fire, from the trio, Ct/GD Vijay Singh evacuated Ct/GD Sonu to a safer place for medical
support/aid. Just after a few seconds, another grenade was thrown by the terrorist at the main door which blasted close to
Ct/GD Susheel Kumar, injuring him in the left hand and two other personnel. Immediately terrorist lobbed another grenade,
resulted in injury to 3 other personnel.

As the number of injuries of our personnel increased, it was decided to exit from the target house. Injured personnel
Ct/GD Sonu, Ct/GD Younis Ahmad Dar, two personnel of SOG and one trooper of 50 RR were immediately shifted to
92 Army Base hospital after giving them first aid.
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The field commanders analyzed the situation and decided to flush out the terrorist from the target house using MGL and
UBGL grenades. Accordingly, SI/GD Rambol Kumar and injured Ct/GD Surya Prakash taking cover of the BP Gypsy fired
MGL rounds and simultaneously 50 RR personnel also fired from MGL, UBGL inside the target house. As a result of heat
and smoke from the explosion of the grenades, the house caught fire. Ct/GD Susheel Kumar and Ct/GD Vijay Singh
anticipating that terrorist would try to escape by jumping from the back side window of the bathroom of the house, positioned
themselves, at there. Meanwhile, SI/GD Rambol Kumar and Ct/GD Surya Prakash took position near the kitchen window.
Suddenly one of the terrorists tried to jump out of the bathroom window, firing indiscriminately towards the SFs.
Ct/GD Susheel Kumar and Ct/GD Vijay Singh were prepared for such event. The duo, displaying sharp tactical acumen and
raw bravery, fired at the terrorist, thereby neutralizing him on the spot.

Another terrorist, who was left inside the house lobbed another grenade from the kitchen window, but SI/GD Rambol Kumar
and Ct/GD Surya Prakash escaped from the blast. The terrorist taking advantage of the grenade blast tried to jump out of the
kitchen window firing indiscriminately. SI/GD Rambol Kumar and Ct/GD Surya Prakash were just feet’s away from the
window opening. Despite facing spray of bullets, showing great courage, the duo fired from a very close range and hit the
terrorist. The terrorist fell back inside the kitchen. As the house was on fire, the bodies of terrorists could not be retrieved
immediately. The fire tenders were rushed to douse the fire. After dousing the fire, the search of the house was conducted in
which two bodies were recovered, which were later on identified as Mufti Asadullah, Foreign terrorist (r/o Pakistan), A++
Category and Saqib Shafi Dar (Abu Bakar Sadiq), A+ category, r/o Arihal, Pulwama, J&K. one AK-47 Rifle, one 9 MM
Carbine Machine Gun, one 9 MM Pistol along with magazines and ammunition were also recovered from the encounter site.

This operation at Khanmoh was one of the most daunting and challenging operations. The entire operation was accomplished
by the elite operational unit of CRPF, i.e. Valley QAT, along with RR and SOG, JKP.

In this operation S/Shri Rambol Kumar, Sub-Inspector, Vijay Singh, Constable, Susheel Kumar, Constable, Surya Prakash,
Constable and Soun, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 31 Mar 19, at about 2200 h, Sh Nadeem Ahmad Samdani, Comdt 182 CRPF received specific intelligence from local
Police regarding the presence of 3-4 terrorists in Village Lassipora, under PS Litter, dist. Pulwama J&K. Accordingly, a joint
CASO was launched by the troops of 182 CRPF, 44 RR and SOG, JKP.

Acting promptly troops reached the target village at about 2225 h and cordoned the area. After placement of cordon, joint
search parties started the search of 05-06 suspected houses, located in the north-west direction of Arihal-Lassipora road, but
could not find anything, though the source repeatedly confirmed the presence of terrorists, inside the cordon. Hence, security
forces decided to search the house of Mohd. Sharif Mir S/o Ghulam Qadir Mir located in the cordon. During the search of the
suspected house, at around 0340 h, on 1 April 19, the search parties found a hideout, in the backside compound of the house.
When the joint search parties approached the hideout for confirmation, terrorists holed up in the hideout opened
indiscriminate fire towards the search parties, resulting in injury to five SF personnel including a Lt. Colonel of RR.

The joint search parties also retaliated the fire of the terrorists. Shri M. Shivajit Singh, AC along with one team of QAT 182
CRPF and SOG took position on the right side of target house and placed the other team at the backside of the target house.
Troops of 44 RR covered the front side of the target house.

Meanwhile, Sh Nadeem Ahmad Samdani, Comdt 182 CRPF along with his team also reached the encounter site and took a
quick ground appreciation. Sensing the gravity of the operation and the need for focused attention on the target, Shri Nadeem
Ahmad Samdani, Comdt despite imminent threat placed himself along with his party in the inner cordon, in an orchard at the
backside of the target house and strengthened the cordon to negate any chance of terrorists escaping from the site. Thereafter,
the terrorists were directed to surrender but they continued firing towards the SF, in all directions.
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Sh Nadeem Ahmad Samdani, Comdt shortly observed that one of the terrorists, who was hiding at the backside of the house
was firing indiscriminately in the direction of his team. Shri Nadeem Ahmad Samdani retaliated the fire but due to distance,
darkness and tactical position of the terrorist, the firing was not proving effective. To nail down the terrorists, Shri Nadeem
Ahmad Samdani made a quick and bold decision to advance towards the target house. He directed Ct/GD Kuldeep Singh of
his protection party to give cover fire to him and advanced towards the target house along with his buddy Ct/GD Lallu Singh.
The terrorists were continuously firing towards them. Sh Nadeem Ahmad Samdani and Ct/GD Lallu Singh, without caring
for their lives, kept on advancing, amidst the raining bullets and after traversing a treacherous path succeeded in reaching
near the back door of the house.

He noticed that the terrorist was hiding at the backside of the house and was firing from a tactical position. To eliminate the
terrorists, it was necessary to enter the target house. This was a dangerous situation but realizing the need to finish the
operation without delay which would otherwise worsen the law and order situation, Sh Nadeem Ahmad Samdani decided to
take the risk. He along with Ct/GD Lallu Singh tried to enter the target house through backdoor. However, the terrorist hiding
near the door of the backside room noticed their movement and opened a heavy volume of fire towards them and
simultaneously threw a hand grenade.

The duo miraculously escaped from the deadly attack and quickly prepared them to counterattack the terrorist. They promptly
retaliated the fire of the terrorist. The pitched exchange of fire continued for some time. Then a lull descended. After waiting
for a while, Sh Nadeem Ahmad Samdani and Ct/GD Lallu Singh moved from their tactical cover position and again tried to
enter the target house from the backdoor. As soon as they entered the house, terrorist hiding in the house opened
indiscriminate fire towards Sh Nadeem Ahmad Samdani and Ct/GD Lallu Singh and they again had a very close escape.
However, this time, the duo disregarding the threat posed by the armed terrorist and displaying raw courage and tactical skills
fired aimed shots on the terrorist, neutralizing him on the spot.

Another terrorist who was positioned on the right-side window of the target house started firing indiscriminately targeting
Sh M Shivajit Singh, AC and his party. Sh M Shivajit Singh, AC along with his teams retaliated the fire of the terrorists. All
of a sudden the terrorists jumped from the window and ran towards right side of the target house firing indiscriminately.
Shri M Shivajit Singh, AC along with Ct/GD Ahsan Ahmad and Ct/GD Ranjeet Machahary was positioned in the area. On
seeing the terrorist running towards their direction, they opened a volume of fire on the terrorist. Surprised by this sudden
reaction by the SF, the terrorist changed his direction. Realizing that terrorist might escape from the cordon, Sh M Shivajit
Singh directed Ct/GD Ahsan Ahmad and Ct/GD Ranjeet Machahary to chase the terrorist. The duo brave hearts chased the
fleeing terrorist, amidst the raining bullets, setting all the threats aside. Displaying raw courage and sharp tactical acumen
they fired at the terrorist and neutralised him before he could escape from the site. In the morning, at around 0515 h, two
other terrorists were eliminated by 44 RR/JKP.

When the firing stopped, the area was thoroughly searched, during which dead bodies of four terrorists were recovered, who
were later identified as Towseef Ahmad Yatto s/o Ab Aziz Yatto, r/o Gudbugh, Pulwama, Outfit- LeT, (Category-B), Aqib
Ahmad Kumar s/o Bashir Ahmad Kumar, r/o Hellow, Shopian, Outfit- HM, (Category-C), Zaffar Ahmad Paul s/o Mohd.
Ahsan, r/o Mool Dangerpora, Shopian, Outfit- HM, (Category-B) and Mohd. Shafi Bhat s/o Ghulam Mohd. Bhat r/o Sedow,
Shopian, Outfit- HM, (Category-C). 02 AK-47 Rifles, 05 AK Magazine, 202 AK live rounds, 01 Pistol, 01 Pistol Magazine,
17 Pistol live rounds, 01 SLR Rifle, 01 SLR Magazine, 45 SLR live rounds, 01 UBGL and other indiscriminating materials.

In this daunting operation, troops displayed raw courage and commitment which resulted in the elimination of four dreaded
terrorists. The initiative taken by the officers led by Comdt 182 in the face of grave threat to their personal lives proved a
turning point in the operation after the initial setback.
In this operation S/Shri Nadeem Ahmad Samdani, Commandant, Lallu Singh, Constable, Ahsen Ahmad, Constable and
Ranjit Machahary, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 01 Aug 19, at about 2030 h, an input was received from SSP Shopian about the presence of 02-03 unidentified terrorists,
with sophisticated weapons, in vill Pandoshan, U/PS and Distt Shopian. Pandoshan is a thickly populated village with
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approximately 550 houses and surrounded by thick apple orchards. Conducting operations in a thickly populated village with
thick orchards and undulating ground around poses a challenge of too many hiding places to the security forces.

For launching the operation, the joint troops of 14 Bn CRPF, SOG Team of JKP Shopian and 34 RR (Army) reached the
target village and, as the village was big, zeroed on a cluster of 7 houses and started to cordon them off. After evacuation of
the inmates, thorough house to house search was started by joint troops. As only a few houses were left to be searched, the
terrorists realized that they have been trapped and sensing no means to escape and with no intention to surrender, the
terrorists opened heavy fire upon the search party in which two Jawans of 34 RR got injured. However, the joint troops took
positions and retaliated effectively. Due to heavy exchange of fire, three houses caught fire. As the firing from terrorist side
stopped, search was again resumed but nothing could be recovered. It was then decided to continue the search the next day at
first light.

On 02 Aug 19, at about 0400 h, terrorist trapped inside the cordon fired towards the troops. The direction from where fire had
come had been ascertained but exact locations of terrorists could not be found. When the search was resumed and the search
party started systematic search of first house, heavy volley of fire started coming on the search team and the troops in inner
cordon. Commandant 14 CRPF, who had placed himself in the inner cordon with his team, had a narrow escape but
overcoming the shock they retaliated with a heavy volley of fire. The heavy exchange of fire resulted in catching of fire by
the house in which terrorists were holed-up and it became difficult for the terrorists to hold on to their positions.

Sensing the situation, Commandant 14 CRPF alongwith his buddies HC/GD Santosh Kumar and Ct/GD Asim Das crawled
closer to the building and positioned themselves towards the location from where the terrorists were expected to make an
escaping bid. In a bid to escape, one terrorist jumped out of the window of the house and opened heavy fire on the inner
cordon parties. HC/GD Santosh Kumar and Ct/GD Asim Das of CAT 14 CRPF had a narrow escape but without caring for
their personal safety, they opened effective fire from a close range and neutralized him without giving him a chance to
escape. The other terrorist then laid low and kept changing his position making it difficult for the Security Forces to find him.
As it was getting dark, it was decided to resume the search the next morning while keeping the cordon intact.

In the early morning of 03 Aug 19, the search was resumed and movement of the terrorist was observed near to the bathroom
area of one of the cordoned houses. On noticing the movement of terrorist, search party poured effective and heavy fire on
the terrorist thereby neutralizing him. During searching of the area, dead bodies of two terrorists were recovered which were
later identified as of Zeenat-Ul-Islam Naikoo (Cat-B) JeM S/o Mohammad Ishaq Nakioo, R/o Memander, PS& Distt.
Shopian and Manzoor Ahmad Bhat, (Cat-C) HM (IED Expert) S/o Ab Razaq Bhat, R/o Wachi, PS Zainapora, Distt Shopian
besides recovery of 1 AK 47 rifle, 1 SLR, 3 AK magazine, 2 SLR magazine, 58 AK rounds and 31 SLR rounds.

In this operation S/Shri Santosh Kumar, Head Constable and Asim Das, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage
and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

Towards the end of March 2018 there appeared a sudden spurt in militant activities in Kashmir Valley. With the melting of
the snow and the tourists season on the threshold, the militants wanted to make their presence felt in a big way after the
severe setbacks in 2017 which had literally crushed the backbone of militancy in South Kashmir.

At around 2330 hrs on 31stMarch 2018, Comdt 40 Bn CRPF received intelligence input from SSP Anantnag regarding
presence of active militant of Hizb-ul-Mujahideen in the house of one Imran Ahmad Khan at Mohalla Peth Dialgam in
Anantnag. Immediately a joint team consisting of troops of 19 RR, A/40 CRPF and SOG was formed for conduct of CASO.
After briefing of the troops by Comdt and Nodal Officer 40 Bn CRPF, a small team from CI (Ops) Coy of A/40 under
command Shri Tilak Raj was marched off for the location.

On arrival at the suspect house, the troops laid cordon and secured the complete area to prevent escape of militants from the
suspect house. The general areaaround the target house was open undulating terrain with intermittent trees and spruced up
with isolated houses in different directions connected with narrow earth tracks. Due to this, the arrival of the troops close to
the target house could be noticed from a distance which made movement of troops extremely vulnerable. With this aspect in
the hindsight, the troops covertly occupied tactical positions and used the undulating terrain and the girth of the available
trees to get as close to the target house as possible. Shri Tilak Rat Asstt. Comdt. also deployed his operational troops in the
inner cordon.

After the cordon was complete, the search of the suspect house was commenced by forming joint teams. During the search
Force No. 10530603 CT/GD Mudasir Ahmed Shan and Force No. 065348446 CT/GD Shalinder Kumar of A/40 Bn CRPF
chanced upon oneperson in suspicious condition moving near the target house. Immediately, spot interrogation was
conducted upon which the individual identified himself as militant Imran Rashid Bhat S/o Abdul Rashid Shat having
allegiance to HM. On further coaxing and cajoling, he revealed that his colleague was hiding inside the suspect house and
had a pistol and UBGL in his possession.

Upon this revelation, the cordon was strengthened and announcement was made to the hiding militant to surrender but he did
not give any positive response. Thereafter, the parents of the militants were called and sent inside to convince the militant to
surrender. This was a tense moment as no one knew what would happen next. However, even after considerable lapse of
time, the militant failed to surrender and sent his parents back.

Immediately after the return of the parents of the militant from the target house, the militant started firing on the troops.
CT/GD Mudasir Ahmed Shan and CT/GD Shalinder Kumar who weree located in the inner cordon at that time immediately
took cover andon directions from their Commander Shri Tilak Raj, AC used the terrain to move close to the target house.
This was a painstaking task as due to darkness the visibility was poor and the exact location of the militant was not clear.
However, it was important for the troops to keep very close observation on the militant to prevent him from escaping taking
advantage of the darkness. On reaching near the point, the duo kept firing single shots at the militant to nail him down despite
considerable threat to their lives. During this period UBGL was fired by other members of the SFs and the house was finally
blasted by placement of IED with covering fire from CT/GD Mudasir Ahmad Shan and CT/GD Shalinder Kumar who
remained in frontal position right from the start till the end.

On search of the debris, dead body of one militant was found which was identified as thatof Rauf Ahmad Khandey s/o Bashir
Ahmed Khandey, r/o Detruna under PS Doru, Anantnag. One pistol and UBGL was recovered from the encounter site. The
operation was successfully concluded without any civilian casualty and the troops reached their respective locations safely
despite stiff resistance from the stone pelters all along the route.

The operation at Peth Dialgam was a challenging operation being located in a hostile locality. Due to darkness and
considerable wooded area in the vicinity of the target house, movement was not easy and replete with inherent risks of
militants targeting the troops on their approach. The complete operation was very well co-ordinated and synergised. CRPF
duo of CT/GD Mudesir Ahmed Shan and CT/GD Shalinder Kumar especially played a key role in taking frontal positions in
the operation and facilitating the neutralization of the militant without causing any damage to the troops. Both of them
showed tremendous grit and exemplary valour in the operation by providing timely and effective fire of 12 and 13 rounds
respectively from their AK-47 rifle despite considerable threat to their lives.

In this operation S/Shri Mudasir Ahmad Shan, Constable and Shalinder Kumar, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry,
courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

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Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 13th October 2018, at about 0100 hrs, specific input was received from the Civil Police about the presence of
2-3 terrorists in the area of village- Dalipora under PS - Pulwama, District Pulwama in Jammu and Kashmir (J&K). On
receipt of the input, a joint Cordon and Search Operation (CASO) was planned by Special Operations Group (SOG) and
Quick Action Teams (QAT) of 182 & 183 Bns of CRPF in consultation with Commander of 55 RR SOG Pulwama of Jammu
and Kashmir Police (JKP). Troops of 182 Bn and 183 Bn CRPF were commanded by Shri Nadeem Ahmad Samdani,
Commandant- 182 Bn and Shri D. S. Negi, Commandant- 183 Bn respectively.

On arrival at village Dalipora, a tight cordon over three suspected houses was established by the joint troops. Once the outer
cordon was laid and all the escape routes blocked, the troops further proceeded to compress the cordon around the suspect
houses. Three search teams were formed to carry out earch of suspect houses. The first team comprised of SOG-182 Bn
under command Shri K. K. Yadav, A/C of 182 Bn, second team comprised of SOG-183 Bn under command SI/GD Sudhakar
Kumar Gupta of 183 Bn CRPF and the third team consisted of elements of 55 RR & SOG Civil Police under command Major
Vipul of 55 RR. After search of 02 suspected houses, when the joint search parties were approaching another suspect house,
the terrorists opened indiscriminate fire on the search party. Taken aback by the unexpected onslaught the search teams took
cover around the target house and retaliated the fire. Sh. K. K. Yadav, A/C and his buddy CT/GD Bijay Tirkey took position
in the right side of main gate, behind the wall of the target house. SI/GD Sudhakar Kumar Gupta took position in the left side
of main gate, behind the wall of the target house. The pitched exchange of fire continued for over half an hour. The terrorists
were convinced that they were cornered and had to try something extraordinary to make good their escape. In order to take
the security forces by surprise, 02 terrorists ran towards the main gate of the target house firing indiscriminately and
attempted to flee. They wished to hit the road passing from the front of the target house. The search parties were lying in wait
for this opportunity.

Seizing the moment Sh. K.K. Yadav, A/C, SI/GD Sudhakar Kumar Gupta and CT/GD Bijay Tirkey opened heavy volume of
fire on the fleeing terrorists. The heavy volley of fire cut short their advance and they turned back and rushed towards
backside of the house. The search teams had already positioned themselves tactically around the target house virtually sealing
all the escape routes. One of the terrorists took position behind the two feet wall surrounding the orchard in the compound of
the house. Another terrorist ran towards backside of the house. Terrorist hidden in the orchard started indiscriminate fire on
Sh. K.K. Yadav, A/C, SI/GD Sudhakar Kumar Gupta and CT/GD Bijay Tirkey who were positioned in the right and left side
of the main gate. In response, the brave trio of Sh. K.K. Yadav, A/C, SI/GD Sudhakar Kumar Gupta and CT/GD Bijay Tirkey
also retaliated heavily. But due to darkness and tactical position of the terrorist, their fire was not proving very effective.
Displaying better operational appreciation and leadership, Sh. K. K. Yadav, A/C ordered to CT/GD Bijay Tirkey to give
cover fire and he himself alongwith SI/GD Sudhakar Kumar Gupta jumped the wall of the house and advanced towards the
terrorist hidden in the orchard. Seeing both Sh. K.K. Yadav and SI/GD Sudhakar Kumar Gupta advancing towards him, with
due support of covering fire from CT/GD Bijay Tirkey the terrorist vacated his position and started running backside of the
house. The terrorist in an attempt to flee was spraying bullets in all directions. Unmindful of their own safety Sh. K. K.
Yadav, A/C and SI/GD Sudhakar Kumar Gupta kept on advancing and exposing themselves. However they effectively fired
on the terrorist by taking a dominating position & neutralizing him. Meanwhile the other terrorist was also trying to flee
firing indiscriminately from the backside of the house. Sh. K. K. Yadav, A/C and SI/GD Sudhakar Kumar Gupta retaliated
his fire, resultantly, the terrorist got injured. But due to distance, darkness, forest and thick vegetation he was able to flee
from the operation site. Thereafter, the area was searched by the joint teams of CRPF, JKP and RR which led to the recovery
of dead body of one slain terrorist of Hizbul Mujahideen who was identified as Shabir Ahmad Dar, (Category-B), s/o Ghulam
Mohammad Dar, r/o Shagripora Mohalla, Samboora, Police Station Pampore, Awantipora. Recoveries included one AK-56
Rifle, UBGL grenade, matching ammunition and magzines. Another injured terrorist who fled from encounter site was later
on arrested from SMHS Hospital, Srinagar. He was identified as Shaukat Ahmad Dar, (Category-C), S/o Nazir Ahmad Dar,
r/o Muran, Police Station Pulwama, Distt. Pulwama. He has undergone treatment under the custody of civil police & was
later arrested & sent to jail.

In the operation, Shri Krishan Kumar Yadav, A/C (IRLA 40772) of 182 Bn, No. 145340823 SI/GD Sudhakar Kumar Gupta
of 183 and No. 031414509 CT/GD Bijay Tirkey of 182 Bn exhibited extraordinary bravery, raw valour, unflinching
commitment to duties and scripted highest standards of professional excellence in the face of grave adversity.

In this operation S/Shri Krishan Kumar Yadav, Assistant Commandant, Sudhakar Kumar Gupta, Sub-Inspector and Bijay
Trikey, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

In the run up to Shri Amarnathji Yatra 2018, the security sensitivities increased with each passing day as the date for the
commencement of the Yatra on 26th June got closer. Increased movement of militants was reported along the National
Highway and credible inputs suggested attack not only on the SFs during the process of their induction for the Yatra security,
but on the Yatri convoy as well during its move into Kashmir Valley aftercrossing the Jawahar Tunnel. Under these
circumstances, identification and neutralization of the militant groups planning attack and subversive activities during the
Yatra was the foremost challenge for the Security Forces.

On 24th June, 2018 around 1350 hrs Shri Henzang, Commandant 18 Bn CRPF on receipt of a credible input from SOG
Kulgam regarding presence of 3-4 militants at village Chader in Kulgam, he alongwith Unit QAT, CTT and SOG JKP
formulated a plan for conduct of CASO in the area. After careful analysis of the ground situation he briefed his troops and
marched for the location around 1500 hrs. Shri Henzang had a tough and challenging task at hand as the SFs were expected
to have a strong resistance in the militant stronghold and with the deployment of almost all troops for the Yatra security duty,
it was clear that not many troops could be spared for the handling of the uncertain law and order (LO) problem at the
encounter site. Thus, with thelimited strength at his disposal, he planned for participation in operation and also earmarked
troops for dealing with LO situation.

As per the plan, Shri Jhony Kumar, Asstt. Comdt. tactically placed a BP Bunker on the Ashmuji road axis just before the
operation site under command of one ASI with the intention of keeping any violent mob at bay from venturing into the
encounter site. Thereafter, the troops were placed in the inner cordon in a tactical manner.9 RR occupied western side of the
suspect cluster of houses, CTT under command of Jhany Kumar alongwith SOG was placed in the south-east direction and
Unit QAT under command of Shri Henzang was deployed in the North-eastern axis. After encirclement of the area the troops
closed in on the suspect house.

The militants were caught off guard on account of the rapid response by the troops. Fearing that they would be trapped, all of
a sudden three militants were observed fleeing from the cluster of houses firing on the troops in the process, to make good
their escape. They quickly took positions behind a ramshackle small hut and started firing at the deployed troops. Resultantly
the troops immediately took defensive positions. Shri Henzang, Comdt undeterred by the fire crawled in the open ground
along with his buddies Force No. 045240408 Constable Rameshwar and Force No. 031445815 Constable Patil Rajendra
Bhavalal with the aim of getting into an advantageous position to counter the militants. It being an open ground, there was
hardly any suitable cover available. However, without caring for his life and realizing that once the militants managed to
move into the built up houses neutralization would be a long drawn process, he closed in quickly to cut off any possibility of
their move into the cluster of houses. Meanwhile, Many Kumar alongzwith his buddy Force No. 135251855 Constable Dod
Sagar realizing the great opportunity of nailing the militants in the open and on directions from his Comdt. closed in from
south-eastern side despite grave threat and the militants firing continuously in an effort to escape from the cordon. Due to the
instant reaction, the militants werecaught between the two parties. Shri Henzang rising from his position ordered Rameshwar
and Patil Rajendra to fire on the militants and himself targeted his AK rifle on the militants with full force. The militants ran
helter-skelter. Jhony Kumar seizing the opportunity shouted to his buddy Dad Sagar to engage with the running militant and
himself moved from his position risking his life to fire and ensure their killing from close range. In the process two militants
were neutralised in a daring and swift act by Unit QAT/CTT of 18 Bn CRPF led by Shri Henzang, Commandant and Shri
Jhony Kumar, Asstt Comdt.

During the intense process of dealing with the militants face to face in open ground, one of them managed to escapeinto a
nearby house. Without losing time, Shri Henzang, Comdt immediately reorganized his troops and alongwith Jhony Kumar
placed a strong cordon around the suspect house. Resultantly, the militant got trapped and could not move further. For some
time he did not show any reaction. Instead from within the house, he contacted his brother and sister and very soon they
arrived at the encounter site and pleaded the troops to give the militant an opportunity to surrender. In this tense situation,
Shri Henzang, Comdt took the lead andafter deliberation with the troops and other sister agencies ordered stopping of firing
on the target house. Thereafter, announcement was made in local language on PA system directing the militant to surrender
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and come out of the house with his hands up in the air. This was an extremely tense situation as nobody knew what would
happen next. Shri Henzang kept repeating on the wireless set the directions to the SFs not to open fire in case the militant
showed up in the desired manner. In the process he moved from one loop of the cordon to another in the open putting himself
to risk. After some anxious moments, the militant appeared and surrendered before the senior officials.

The neutralised militants were identified as Shakoor Ahmad Dar, LeT Comdr, ( Category A++) R/o village Sopat, Kulgam
and Asim Abu Hyder @ Abu Machiya, (FT). The apprehended militant was identified as Salal Ahmad Ganie R/o Chader and
was also affiliated with LeT. The militants were highly motivated and associated in a host of attacks on the civilians, police
and SFs. Shakoor Ahmed Dar was one of the oldest surviving militants and was considered a strategist and great motivator.
The recoveries included 02 AK-47 rifles, 01 INSAS rifle, 045 AK-47 magazines, 02 INSAS magazines, 62 and 20 rounds of
AK-47 & INSAS and one hand grenade.

During the operation a Violent mob of about 2000-2500 indulged in heavy stone pelting and tried their best to get close to the
encounter site with the aim of helping the militants to flee. However, the effective deployment of cut offs kept the crowd at
bay and the troops displayed professionalism and tact in dealing with them by use of minimum force.

The operation at Chader was a very significant success by the Security Forces as it was just before the commencement of the
Shri Amarnathji Yatra. It gave a fillip to the combined efforts of the SFs in maintaining security in South Kashmir and more
importantly their endeavour to maintain incident-free Yatra. Concurrently, it proved to be a great setback to the militant
groups. The architects of the successful operation were Shri Henzang, Commandant 18 Bn CRPF, Shri Jhony Kumar,
Assistant Commandant, Constable Rameshwar, Constable Path Rajendra Bhavalal and Constable Dod Sagar who displayed
tremendous grit and exemplary valour in the operation by providing timely and effective fire of 08 rounds, 09 rounds, 02
rounds, 04 rounds and 05 rounds respectively from their AK-47 rifles. The highlight of the action by the team was their brief
and swift action in the open to neutralise two militants before they could seek shelter in the cluster of houses. In the process
all of them gravely risked their lives by remaining in the forefront of action against the hardened militants.

In this operation S/Shri Henzang, Commandant, Jony Kumar, Assistant Commandant, Rameshwar, Constable, Patil Rajendra
Bhavalal, Constable and Dod Sagar Gajanan, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of a
higher order.

AC(GD) Anurag Kumar Singh of 19th Bn ITBP during the short period of attachment with 55 Rashtriya Rifles
(GRENADIERS) from March 2017 to Sep 2017 has been part of various successful operations that the 55 RR has conducted.

Based on the intelligence input received, a Battalion level Op was launched by 55 Rashtriya Rifles (GRENADIERS) in
Tahab village of Pulwama in early morning of 30 July 2017 with a total of 06 Coys assault teams under respective Coy
Commander’s. Sh. Anurag Kumar Singh, AC (GD) the Coy Commander of Delta Coy 55 RR (GRENADIERS) was tasked to
prepare the detailed plan of the Operation as Tahab village was in his Area of Responsibility.

The readjustment of
troops in the nick of time, the strict fire discipline by men under his command and coordination with other groups helped him
in establishing a fully integrated network of troops, blocking all possible egress routes which ultimately compelled the
militants to move in killing ground and eventually successful elimination of 02 hard core militants of HM namely Shariq Ah
Sheikh and Shabir Ah Mir.

In this operation Shri Anurag Kumar Singh, Assistant Commandant displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion
of duty of a higher order.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

Sh. Rajesh Kumar Luthra, AC/GD 15th Bn ITBP was deployed as officer commanding Tactical HQ 15th Bn, ITBP at
Dungti. Task assigned to the post is to cover by Patrol sensitive and tactically important patrol point 37 along the LAC. Due
to its proximity to the LAC and being of sensitive nature, this point is covered by sending Joint patrol comprising ITBP and
Army. Since this point has experienced Chinese interference in the past, so patrol assumed greater significance.

On dated 16.07.2019 a Joint Patrol to PP-37 was scheduled and was launched from Heena BOP at 0745 hrs under the
leadership of Sh. Rajesh Kumar Luthra, A/C, Heena post which is one of the sensitive post of ITBP in view of road
construction from Heena Post to PP36 which Chinese has opposed vigorously. After completing the task on way back at
around 0803hrs, 02 PLA vehicles with consideratble spped intentionally rammed ISFs vehicles. The incident was the most
aggressive posture of the PLA, in which one Gypse of 4/9 GR Army and one Scorpio of ITBP got considerably damaged,
where PLA troops hit our patrol parties vehicle and a hot dialogue between ISFs and PLA troops ensued. The impact was
sharp and PLA attempted to hurt the officer, so that the ITBP and Army troops could not perform their duty, instantly Patrol
Cdr without losing his nerves retorted firmly and made it clear to the PLA Cdr that such act of violent transgression will not
be tolerated. In the message Ptl Ldr Sh. Rajesh Kumar Luthra made it clear that status Quo under any circumstances will not
be tolerated even being under grave provocation. Despite the efforts by the PLA to use violence to intimidate and subdue the
Indian Patrol. He stood firmly and did not budge from his stand. The mean objective of PLA to intimidate and by use of
threat preventing our patrol to accomplish the task was defeated.

The officer showed great presence of mind, complete disregard to his personal safety and courage of the highest order even
after being outnumbered by PLA. Had it not been for the bravery, courage, determination and complete disregard of his
personal safety displayed by officer. It may not have been possible to our patrol complete the mission and convey right
message to PLA.

Statement of service for which the decoration has been awarded

On 28.09.19 at around 0746 hrs, Sh. Ajay Kumar, Commandant, 07 Bn SSB Batote (J&K) received a phone call from SSP
Ramban, that 03 armed terrorists have attacked upon Road Opening Party (ROP) of 159 TA at Village Thor, NH 244 and
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requested for additional strength. Sh Ajay Kumar, Commandant immediately rushed to the spot along with Unit Quick
Action Team (QAT) and laid Nakas strategically to catch escaped terrorists. Later Sh. Ajay Kumar, Commandant received
call from reliable source that 03 terrorists have barged inside the house of Sh. Vijay Kumar R/o Ward No. 06, Batote town
and they have taken him as hostage. As per the direction of Brigadier 04 sector RR, he rushed to the second place of
incidence along with Unit QAT. Being first responder, Sh. Ajay Kumar, Commandant reecee the surrounding area and
himself disconnected CCTV Cameras installed outside the target house in Batote town. Meanwhile, Maj. Gen. Ravi Murgan,
GOC, Delta force, Batote and other officers reached at the spot. After apprising him about the target house and situation, a
cordon comprising of SSB and other SFs was laid down around the house. The house where terrorists were holed up was
double storied structure facing north with undulating terrain having thick pine trees vegetation covering north east and
residential dwellings towards north west direction. SFs comprising of SSB, RR and CRPF laid their cordon approximately
100 to 150 mtrs away from target house. Keeping the priority of rescuing hostage safely, a small core team constituting of
officials familiar with local terrain wasformed to eliminate all 03 dreaded terrorists. Accordingly Sh. Ajay Kumar,
Commandant along with his buddy No. 110693447 CT/GD Naseer Ahmed and Police personnel of (SOG) Ramban/Doda
were included in the team. After briefing, team personnel started tactically approaching towards the target house through
south direction. Militants had come to know about laying of cordon by SFs and they took them with surprise by showering
heavy volley of fire upon them which was strongly retaliated by forces in cordon. Amid fire, Sh. Ajay Kumar, Commandant,
noticed a person trapped on the roof of the adjoining house waiving for help. By crawling few meters and climbing the wall,
he rescued the trapped person name Vikram Mehra (Son of the hostage Sh. Vijay Kumar). After inquiring insight of the
target house from the rescued person, the team personnel tactically approached roof adjoining to the target house. On noticing
presence of SFs on adjoining roof, one of the terrorist lobbed grenade along with indiscriminate fire towards them from the
window of the target house which they narrowly escaped. Sh. Ajay Kumar Commandant, CT(GD) Naseer Ahmed along with
Police (SOG) personnel immediately took cover behind roof wall and gave appropriate reply to enemy fire. In between
several attempts were made by team personnel to neutralise adversaries by putting controlled fire but from present position it
was difficult to contain enemy ferocious fire. The only way left was to reach the roof of target house to put effective fire upon
hiding terrorist. Amid fire, displaying astute tactical acumen and presence of mind, Sh. Ajay Kumar, Commandant managed
to reach the roof of the target house by negotiating the gap between buildings and extended covering fire to other team
personnel to safely reach there. CT(GD) Naseer Ahmed along with few SOG officials retained their position on the adjoining
roof and kept terrorist engaged in firing. The exchange of gun fire between SFs and enemy continued vith intermittent
pauses. Anticipating chance of terrorists fleeing with falling evening, Sh. Ajay Kumar, Commandant stealthily approached
near main gate and blocked it by throwing concertina coil. In between pauses of fire, negotiation attempts were made with
terrorists but they were defiant to surrender and kept on sloganeering "Nara-e-Tagbir" with indiscriminate fire on SFs. The
haste indiscriminate fire by adversaries was befittingly replied by SFs positioned on roof. To make terrorist get exposed to
SFs fire, smoke and tear shells were fired. Unable to bear brunt of smoke terrorists tried to escape by jumping off from the
balcony. The moment first terrorist jumped, Sh. Ajay Kumar, Commandant by exposing himself to grave threat moved closer
to the balcony and fired burst towards the fleeing terrorist and killed him. Rest 02 militants got bullet injuries inflicted by the
team personnel but somehow they managed to reach NH 244 and got killed by cordon Forces and the hostage was rescued
safely. All of 03 dreaded terrorists belonging to banned terrorist group HM (Hizbul-Mujahideen) were identified and
recovery made as under:-

Sh. Ajay Kumar, Commandant and CT(GD) Naseer Ahmed displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage and devotion of duty of
a higher order. It is by sheer display of his distinct leadership traits, courage, impeccable execution and a strong resolution to
fight toughly in face of danger, Sh. Ajay Kumar, Commandant along with his team succeeded in killing all 03 dreaded
terrorists in counter terrorist operation and rescued the hostage safely.

In this operation S/Shri Ajay Kumar, Commandant and Naseer Ahmed, Constable displayed conspicuous gallantry, courage
and devotion of duty of a higher order.
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These awards are made for gallantry under Rule 4(i) of the Rules governing the award of Police Medal and consequently
carries with it the special allowance admissible under Rule 5, with effect from 28/09/2019.
